Frtenda of Alfred B. Smith bollev
that the official stamp of the Federal
Administration's approval has been
placed on his caiidtdcy for Governor
by the following letter, which he re-

ceived Wednesday from Secretary of
State lAnsIng--:

"Am a Democrat of New York State 1

with to offer to you my sincere con-

gratulations upon your nomination as
Governor. I' do this with real satisfac-
tion, because I feel that your public
career is convincing proof that you
possess the true, spirit of public service
and are eminently fitted to fill with dis-

tinction and ability the office for which
you have been chosen a candidate."

It has been well understood for a. long
time that President Wilson and the
members of his Administration were
mora than commonly Interested In the
success of the Democratic party in this
State this year. With a Presidential
campaign coming-- In less than two years
It will mean much to the party to have
control of the Empire State. Many con-
ferences were held In Washington by
political leaders from New York prior
to the unofficial convention at Saratoga.

There Is good authority for the state-
ment that President Smith was not rec-
ommended as the Democratic candidate
for Governor before It was learned that
Ills candidacy would be agreeable to the
Administration at Washington.

"Next to a direct declaration by the
President, a letter frofn his Secretary
of State might be considered to repre-
sent the views of the Administration,"
said a prominent Democratic leader last
night, "and wc' are much gratified at
the cordial way in which our cand-
idate' has been Indorsed by Secretary
Lansing."

President Smith spoke cdwday at
Orangeburg and went from there to
spealc at the State Fair In Syracuse.
From now he will do much speaking

where most of his campaigning
will take place.

The date for the meeting of the Demo-
cratic State Committee for reorganisa-
tion was changed yesterday from
Wednesday to Monday. September 16.
The first date was fixed under the im-

pression that the law required all party
committees to be organised within ten
days from the time of the primary.
That time was extended to fifteen days,
however. In 1917."

EVEEYBODY FOR STUART.

SCHWAJhHAS NEW SHIP POLICY

Each Eastern Vnrd Will Ilalld One
Type of Vessel,

Piiicadkltiiia, Sept 6. The Emer-
gency Fleet Corporation, through Director-G-

eneral Charles II. Bchwab a.id
nt Charles Pier, is working

out a new shipbuilding policy, whereby
each Eastern yard will confine Itself to
the construction of one type of vessel.

"It ought to increase ship production
next year by several hundred thousand
tons," said Mr. Schwab. "It will place
Eastern yards on the same footing as
thoso of the West. It also will help to
Improve the distribution of steel and
Increase the production of each yard."

RAILWAYS URGED TO

ACCEPT CONTRACT

Executives Advisory Commit-
tee' Would Avoid Litigation

Over Rental Rate.

BEST TOINTS CONCEDED

Chairman Cnylcr Gives Patri-
otic Reasons for Prompt Ac-

tion on Federal Control.1

Prompt and unhesitating acceptance of
tho railway rental contract of- Septem-
ber 5 by every normal railroad In the
United States was advised In a letter
sent out yesterday by Thomas Do Witt
Cuyler, chairman of tho Railway Execu-
tives Advisory Committee, to the cor-
porate head of each of tho eighty-tw- o

railroad members of the association, rep-
resenting 90 per cent, of the mileage of
the country and every Important system
except the Southern Railway. The vote
to despatch tho missive waa unanimous
on the part of the fifteen members of the
committee, who, with their counsel, at-
tended a meeting at the New Haven
board rooms In the Grand Central Ter-
minal.

It now rests with tho stockholders of
tho railways or, If they have delegated
their authority, with tho directors to ap
prove the contract, and meetings for thispurpose will be held within a few weeks.
Arrangements are being comnlefed. it
was learned yesterday, to have the ad
visory committee handle the cases of
the abnormal roads whl;h have the right.
by reason of reorganisation or special
circumstances, to negotiate an Individual
contract. If It does so, only the cases
naving merit will reach direct contact
with the Railroad Administration.

The Railroads Executives Advlsorr
wranuitc, in urging me contract s ac-
ceptance as speedily as possible base
their stand, according to the letter, on
the following grounds:

Mr. Cuyler's letter, which bears the
Indorsement of every member of the ad-
visory committee, tells the difficulties of
negotiations as follows:

"We know that In the negotiations the
railroads did not occupy a nlace of
equaiuy wun trie uovernment ; that In
any matter of radical and irreconcilable
difference the public, under the patriotic
impulse growing out of the war. would
be likely to accept the Government's
rather than the railroads' point of view
and would in all probabllty view
with suspicion and would condemn
earnestly any demands of the railroad
which were rejected by the Government
as extreme and as Indicating an' unwill
ingness on "their part to partlcpate In the
general sacrifice which the war Is Impos
ing on every Individual and every bust
new Interest."

As for the unwisdom of litigation the
letter says: "c cannot escaps the con
elusion that a new appeal to Congrees
Is beset by such dangers of unfortunate
and disastrous consequences aa render
that course In the highest degree unwise.
and that litigation, either under the Fed
era! control act or outside of it, would
involve such uncertainties and delays

In this
case a resort to the courts Is no remedy."

Vitro needed Paints Negligible.
In conclusion Mr. Cuyler says: "It

does not give us In the way of contract
protection all. that we deem ourselves
entitled to have, but the matters not con-
ceded to us He within the region of a
fair difference of opinion and are negli-
gible In comparison with the larger In-

terests which have, to a substantial ex-
tent, been safeguarded.

"Wo have the choice between tho ac-
ceptance of this contract and the guaran-
tee It gives of Immediate compensation
on the one hand and ltd rejection and a
resort to litigation on the other. This
committee cannot regard litigation with
Its attendant uncertainties and delays
as a practical remedy In tho circum-
stances and cannot consent to become
responsible for --the disorder In our na-
tional finances and the weakening of the
nation's financial power which would
Inevitably follow. If thore 1 to be liti-
gation the responsibility for It must rest
elsewhere.

"In the opinion, of this committee en-

lightened st and tho dictates
of patriotism alike require tho accept-
ance of the proposed contract, and the
commlttoo without doubt or hesitation so
advises."

BOSTON FIREMEN NEAR STRIKE

Mayor Peters Refuses to Raise Pay
of Men In Higher Grades.

Boston, Sept. 6. After a conference
y .with representatives of tho city

firemen, who have asked for an increase
In pay. It was announced that Mayor
Peters had adhered firmly to his refusal
to grant the Increases desired. The fire-
men had asked that he divert to tholr
use a sum amounting to $140,000 which
was appropriated for apparatus, but the
Mayor took the position that while ho
could allow pay Increases for the lower
grade firemen, as he announced last
night, he had no legal or moral right to
use the apparatus fund for that purpoa- -

The firemen have threatened to strike
Monday unions their demands are con-
ceded, and at the close of the conference
their spokesmen Intimated that the
threat would be carried out Fire Com-
missioner Grady asserted that he had
received assurance from all officers of
the department above the grade of lieu-
tenant that they would stick to their
posts If a strike were declared.
