The natu-
ral feeling of these men has been that
of willing sacrifice combined with n
little despair because of what the future
Beamed 'to hold out for them.

One chap In particular In a hospital
pot far from New York city-- had been
a good' college athlete. At the out-
break of the war he enlisted in a Ca-
nadian, army division and while wait-
ing for hla transfer to the American
troops waa wounded severely, necess-
itating the amputation of one leg. He
had been a fairly good golfer, and the
thought of being unable to 'play golf
lor the rest of his days preyed on his
tnlnd continually.

Then, was brought to him the news
that Ernest Jones of Chlslehurst, Eng-
land, had negotiated his home course
In a 71 and that he too had had a leg
amputated. An artificial leg, ' If It did
Dot help, at least did not hinder a mite
In the playing of the game.

At once the mental attitude of this
golfer changed, the world looked a bit
rosier, the green grass again meant a
(rood lie for the rubber core, and the
material energy necessary to obtain and
keep sustenance for material wants was
supplied. The next' year will be spent
In college and then If desired there Is
a position aa a paid secretary of a golf
club In western Pennsylvania offered at
b salary of ninety dollars a month with
board and room.

Back to the Soil.
Then there was tho case of a physi-

cian who collapsed under the strain of
constant work on the fighting line, the
climax coming when a sudden surprise
attack made It necessary for him to
fight for his life. In the counter attack
he bayoneted a Boche. Night after
night he dreamed the act over again,
plunglm? the bayonet through again and
aaln, until It seemed best to have him
take n rest.

oaltlons will be available, especially
for their own members now fighting in
Stance. No better way of showing ap-
preciation can be manifested, for every

olfer knows that there is no charity
cf any aort connected with any plans
of tills nature. The service rendered
calls for a good wage and the respect
of the ttest sort of men.

There will be many Incapacitated
men who will be unable through lack
eC the necessary qualifications to till
he office of secretary but who will he

able to take places as caddy masters.
This posltlon has grown In Importance
from that 6f a'makeshift Job to ono de-

manding respect nnd authority. No-

where could greater respect bo given
than to' a returned soldier and no one
would havd'a better knowledge of how
to exact and ask for obedience.

STAGE BALL GAME

UNDER DIFFICULTIES

With "Hand Mado" Ball and
Glove, Saplings for Bats,

Pajus, Aug. J7 (by mall), The great-
est game of ball ever played In the world
recently was "pulled off" at One of the
American base ports In France. So far
as the degree of mechanical perfection
exhibited by the participants was

It probably wai one of the worstgames. The fan whose appetite Is
whetted to a feather edge by world's

less It was a rcat contest. Also It
pointed the fact that when an American
soldier wants to play baseball ho Is
going to play It in spite of Hades and
high water.

Sixty thousand men were In this port
the day tho game was played, an un-
usual number and one that completely
Bwamped the existing athletic facilities.
Tho Y. M. C. A., which furnishes most
of the baseball paraphernalia In Franco,
dug up every last bat, ball and glove
that could be found. Including some
gloves that even Donle would have
scorned, nnd Donle, you know, uses a
glove until there Is nothing left but the
strap, and then rescues another that
somebody else U about to throw on the
ash heap.

The Inflelders and outfielders
used their bare hands, and the first base-
man, who had to handle swift throws
without protection, never will be" the
same again.

MAN TO BLAME FOR

GROUSE SCARCITY

Vermin Destructive Force, but
Slight in Comparison

With Hunter.

IiEMEDIES SUGGESTED

Hy SYL.
Admitting near extermination of

ruffed grouse In practically all recog-

nized natural breeding States nab tated
by this family la only telling part of the
truth.

The questions arise: "What la the
ause of the great decrease? Is there

some specific kind of vermin Infesting
the woods, or rigors of winter, scarcity
of food, bad nesting seasons, increase
In the number of hunters, slaughter by
man or lack of protection responsible
for the deplorable smnll rame condi-
tions applying to the partrldgor

Of the vermin making up the most
Important personnel of woodland pests
we have foxes, redtalled, sparrow and
shsrp rhlnned hawk, skunks, makes,
bluejays, orows, marten, mink, 'coons
aril ra. and rtd squirrels Of these
skunks, snakes, rtd squirrels, marten,
m r.kj and 'coons are cgn eating vermin,
while! the others mentioned seek princi-
pally the flesh.

To begin with, let us look Into the
physical nature of the partridge and
start with Its own resources. Nature
has particularly lavished endowment
upon this grand game bird In the way
of exceptional hardihood, "rollflcacy,
alertness, sagacity, strengt of wing
and swift flight and almost itj.J.a

toward wh.ch
form great protective power against
natural enemies.

nesonroea ot Raffed Grouse.
Particular csre Is given by the par-

ent birds In selecting nesting sites, and
although a ground builder locations of
n Of . will usually be found to be well
protected by overhead cover and In good
vantage points, where observations nre
easily made guarding against approach-
ing danger.

The nesting season Is undoubtedly
most dangerous so far ns vermin Is con-
cerned, as skunks, squirrels, snakes,
crows and Jays are noted neat rnlitir.

'However, the fact remains paramount
mat once a clutch of eggs Is disturbed
the nest Is forsaken, another site located
and the process .of laylnc and Inruhi- -
tlon begun again.

This tendency of the partridge greatly
overcomes the possible danger of ex
tinction by any of the above mentioned
vermin enemies.

Tho pursuit of the sharp shinned, thosparrow and redta'led hawk In the nest-
ing season aiTd during the fledgling
stage Is relentleis, but when one takes
Into consideration the size of the broods,
the alertness on the part of the mother
hen and the ease with which the chicks
scatter to safe harbors, of refuge at the
first warning note only a small per
cent if destruction can be' attributed to
this mnape.

Forest fires" may be responsible for
some loss, but losses from this source
are appreciably small.

It la safe to predict not more than
one-ha- lf of 1 per cent, of loss Is caused
by owls, and that not one-tent- h of 1 per
cent Is caused by the stray or aban-
doned domesticated cat, which has re-
verted to a seml-wll- d state and left to
the freedom of the woods, for during the
fledgling stats the partridge chick makes '
rapid growth and the house cat at this
season la too busily engaged with field
mice, grasshoppers And smaller offspring
of weaker parent birds to engage in
prolonged hunts after game so well pro-- 1

teciea as me wim cnick is by the hen.
I doubt much If the fox makes serious

Inroads or greatly reduces numbers dur-
ing the nesting season or after the
chicks have left the nests. At this time
the fox is a better hunter after mice,
tiads and small rabbits, of which ho Is
particularly more fond than he Is of
partridge.

The natural perception of the part-
ridge as a prognostlcator of weather
and weather conditions and npproachinr;
woa'her rhanstei nvercomM In src
meaauro "bad nesting conditions," held
out hv mnnv ntMttrvur. tim f1.llm.ntatl
to Increase.

While continued cola ranis may Impair
the efficiency of this bird and hamper
productiveness, mother love and ln"P!"
and perseverance start tho process
I'w 'f a clutch Is t. Nothing will
prevent a pair of old partridges from In-

creasing unless they come to harm them-
selves.

So we come down to the real and
only great danger man. Tho tre-
mendous Increase In automobile traffic
and the continued upkeep and building
nf State and county roads Is a direct
causa for depletion of nearly all furred
and feathered game.

How to Save the Pnrtrlda-e- ,

Wo have been successful In having
oassed law which prohibits shooting
?ame from automobiles : but tho law
does not go far enough.

The law should extend to prohibit the
transportation of loaded and uncased
shotguns and rifles by automoblllsts
through gamo country during opon tlmo
md give gamo protectors and others

of search and consider such trans-
portation ns prima facie evidence of In-

tent to violate the law,
A closed tlmo for the duration of two

yoars on all partridge shooting is the
most practicable and best safeguard to
give this gamo a chance to reestablish
Itsolf In numbers sufficient tosafelvhnck
the best future gamo conditions. Suchn
closed tlmo would work no great hnrd-ihl- p

on the rank and file of truo sports-
men Interested In their sport.

Shortening the season nnd limiting
ti Mcr to not moro than two birds In
possession of tho hunter in one day
shooting. Thts would help some.

I'ro.ilbltlng the salo of partridge by
market men and the. serving of partridge
In hotels would put the pot hunter, the
inare thief and morcenary nlmrod out
of action.

Providing a Stato bounty on fox,
skunk, hawks nnd crows would be In-

centive to wage war on this clnrs of
vermin nnd have a. beneficial effect on
-- nnn" renditions ns a whole

Open warfare on red squirrels, snakes,
Mui'J ys nnd shooting rtriiy cats r

found In side hill pastures, woods
and nlong highways will rid the world
of a portion of the pests..

Substitution of Jail sentences for fines
and the confiscation of guns, dogs and
hunters' licenses for violations nnd con-
victions will he drastic In a measure;
hut In effect the dose will be so severe
that few men will make an attempt to
nvnde the law,

FrtiKatlonnl prnnmrnndn nnd wide
publicity nre advantageous on the whole,
but tho crux of the situation Is man
mado law agnltist man nnd rigid en-

forcement.

WOMAN SETS WORLD
DOLPHIN RECORD

Mrs. J. H. Vail Takes 31 Lb.
Fish After 20 Min. Fight.

Avalon, Cal., Sept. 7. Mrs. John II.
Vail of Los Angeles, Cal.. has set n
new world's record for king dolphin.
The fish was taken on regulation tackle
of the Tuna Club and weighed 31
pounds, being five and a half pounds
heavier than the previous record fish,
taken by Dr. F. C. E. Mattlson of
Pasadena, Cat.

She was trolling for marlln swonlllsh
at the time. The dolphin as subdued
in twenty minutes

To the keen sport of tossing tho

feathery fancies' to the small mouth have
been ndded tho thrills of dry fly fishing.
Not the ordinary cocked fea)hery winged
floating' fly of the trout fisherman, but a
sure honest to goodness floater designed
entirely for trc bass fisherman.

This fly, In reality, Is notia fly as one
terms the files of the trouter; It la more
of n blip. mUlftr nr mnth nnrl It ham tr

'cork body that keeps 'It on the surfaco
at all times while the wings nnd tall are
n combination of feathers and bucktall.

When the bass nro on the rise, making
tho surface for the unlucky hopper or
butterfly that 1 apptns to misjudge hs
distances nnd light on tho water, then
the floating bass bug certainly shines as
the greatest lure that ever helped send
the Jumps up the backbone.

During the past two or three years
the bass bug has been given the once
over on many rticams hy somo of the
best known fly casters In tie gamo, and
the verdict has been unanimous In the
Judgment that It has added an angle to
the bass fly fishing gamq that Inereares
the Joy of tho sport 100 per cent.

IIoit IlliKi Are Flatted.
Thee bass bugs are great little work- -

ifrs on fast water, and are generally
fished diagonally up and across the
stream and then allowed to float down
with the current, and the long streamln'
tails and ruckles of bucktall hair ha
a wonderfully lively wiggle as they maV
their way down stream; fact Is the baF
simply cannot keep from mnklng a rus)
nt there floating Dugs.

In a way tho floating bass flies are
not entirely new, ns e have had Jami-
son's coaxer floating files for both bar
and trout for n number of years, and
these old timers In the floating line nre
a mighty successful lure for the game
bass: lowever. the bas bug are differ-
ent In that the body Is smaller anil
shaped like the body of a bee or buir and

, tapering down to a point In somo rase
I with tho addition or the bucktall hairs." while the coaxer files are tailed with
featlurs exclusively.

Jw Ycirk' Jin n Introducer.
As Is always the ease with something

new that hns made good with n kick,
and particularly when that something
has anything to do with the sporting
game, who made tho first one and Mho
Introduced It to the game Is a mooted
question that Is walloped around the
ring until the poor cuss goes down with
the count.

Will Dllg of Chicago, a well known
and skilful bass fly caster In a recent
nrtlrle In n sporting magazine credits
H. F. Wilder of the Butterlck company,
New York city, with tying the first dry
fly to take bass on the upper Mississippi,
these files being used with wonderful
success by Mr. Dllg In this fly fisher-
men's paradise In the fall of l'JIC.

The Hon. Carter H. Harrison, formerMayor of Chicago, and a noted fly fish-
erman who has cast his fly In many
unters, has this to say about the hair
flv In the Wabasha waters of the upper
Mississippi: "For many years I have
not been guilty of .using halt In fishing,
hut I am free from conscientious
scruples against hitching my fly to n
small spinner when fishing Tor large
trout or bass.

In Introducing the floating bass fly to
tlvo ttppur Mississippi waters. Mr. Tavlor
used a Wymnn hair fly which he hnd
paruttlneil. one somewhat similar to tho
fly which Is credited with over seventy
small month luss in two days from the
fit Francis and the Varner rivers in
Missouri.
