Washington, Kept. 7 Observance of
the Sunday gasoleno savlnpr appeal on a
larger ncale than has been
accorded by tho people to any request
of the (iovernment since Its entry Into
the war Is anticipated by Dr. Garfield
and hla assistants In tho Federal "uel
Administration. While compliance with
the appeal Ib wholly voluntary, not
fewer than 3,000,000 gallons a supply
HUfflclent to meet the augmented needs
of (3en. Pershing durlnjr all of next
week will be saved by tho motor car
owners who remain at home or uso other
modes of travel, according to the ex-

pectations of Dr. Garfield.

Plenty of gasolene Is to be found In

the United States, It Is pointed outk but
the Mit plus supplies are In tho storages
of the flelda of Oklahoma
and, Kansax, and cannot be moved to the
Hastern seaboard In tlmo to meet the
needs of Gen. Pershing In driving the
Germans back toward the Rhine.

"Wo must send to Gen. rershlng the
gasolene that is already on the Atlantic
seaboard or'ln the eastern section of the
country," It wis stated. "Every gallon
of gasoleno which the motorist In Man-
hattan or Brooklyn saves to-d- la an
extra gallon for n motor lorrle or aero
plane on tho American front. It aaslsts
undo Sam directly In bringing the
Kaiser to his knees."

Dr. Garfield asserted y that so
long us tho appeal remained before the
people Its present form of observance
would not be changed.

IlntlonltiK System Too Slovr.
"It has-bee- suggested," It was stated,

"that the result to be sought might bet-
ter bo gained by a card system or some
other method of rationing gasolene. The
answer to this Is that in the time it
would take to Inaugurate a card sys-
tem of rationing, the shortage should be
oorcome, particularly it there Is heed
to thevcalls of tconservation with regard
to waste, leaks and the running of
motors when not actually In operation.

"Thire Is further nnswer that from
Eunrp6i.:i experience, the machinery of
ndinintrlng a rationing system to
three or four million automobile users
la large and so extremely expensive
that It should not be undertaken until
the need Is extremely great.

"People have asked whether they
should uso their cars .for church going.
Tin nnswer, according to the1 Fuel Ad-

ministration, Is that where church can
be renrhed reasonably In another way
the automobile should not be used and
that after all. the conscience of each
citizen will be his best guldo."

GREEK SYNOD HEAD

GETS BIG WELCOME

Bishop Mfctnxakis Makes Pow-

erful Plea to Aid Allies
in War.

"It Is an honor to fight under the
American (tag, to tight for her Ideals,
to make tho world Safe for democracy"!"
Tho voice of the Bishop of Oreoce, the
llcv. Meletlous Melaxaktwaa drowned
by the concerted cheering of four thou-

sand Greel; Americans gathered In Car-

negie Hall last night :n celebration of
the "draft treaty" signed by Greece and
America, by token of which Greek sub-
ject In this country may enlist or be
drafted by our Government, or return
within a prescribed time to Greece and
bo drafted.

"Do not wait to be drafted, but en-

list," the speaker continued, aa soon as
he could make himself heard over the
subsiding c'teers, "and help uphold
America's and our own great Ideals, that
free men shall be free, that the world
may bo mode a safe place to live In."

Bishop Metaxakls counselled the natu-
ralized Greek, the Americans, to love
their adopted country, to be loyal, to
support it in any demand It has made
or may make.

"For America Is the most beloved
country of the Greeks. Its Ideals and
ours are ,the same i Its life, Its progress
and oura are parallel. So It la Just as
well for Greeks to fight under the Amer-
ican flag as It la for them to fight under
their own."

The Bishop, who has been In this
country for nearly a month In the In-

terest of the Greek Church, was cheered
wildly when he walked down the alale
of the hall to tho stage. Men, women
and children rushed forward and kissed
his hand, while he beamed benevolently
upon them. Others waved the flags of
Greece and America, while a band upon
the stage struck up the national anthem
of Greece, followed by "The Star
Spangled Banner."

There were so many desirous of the
Bishop's benediction that he was halted
by them before he reached the stage.
There were a number of Greeks In the
khaki and navy blue of our forces In
the audience.

It was made known that the Bishop,
who Is the Metropolitan of Athens and
the head of the Holy Synod of Greece,
contenrpla'tes appointing a number of
Bishops In this country. . The whole
church will be reorganized. It Is said.

J. Hampden Dougherty lawyer, poli-

tician, reformer and author, died yester-
day nfternoon In tho Plaza Sanitarium,
Lexington nvenue, after n yenr'n Illness.
Ills home was In 11C Riverside Drive.

,Mr. Dougherty was born In New York
Decemoer 17, 1S49, and from early man-
hood had been active In Its political life
In addition to hl work hero he prac-
ticed law, wan a lender in the local bar
association, ami an author of legal
work.

He helprd to elect Seth Ixw to the
Mayor'a office nnd waa appointed Com-
missioner of Water Supply, a eystejn
with which he wrm thoroughly familiar.
For years he had been active In trying
to procure nil adequate water supply for
New York city.

Mr Dougherty was a consistent
worker for good government In tho city,
Stnte and nation. He waa an Indepen-He- nt

Democrat In politics. However, his
lir.n political activity waa as n member
of the executive committee of the Brook-
lyn Young Republican Club In 1882.
Shortly afterward ho became a member
of tho electoral reform committee of the
Reform Club. And as n. member of the
Merchants Association he organized an
Inquiry Into the conditions surrounding
tho dlHtrlhutlon of gas and electric light
In New York city. He opposed the pol-

lution nf New York harbor beforo the
lourtn mul others In authority.

llo was a member of tho Charter Re-

vision Commission in 1!'07 anil the New
York Charter Commhnlon In 1908 Three
years later he wan retained by the city
to revise the Gnynor Charter.

Il was a member of tho New York
City Bar Association. Society of Medical
Jurisprudence, American Bar Associa-
tion, Reform Club, Lawyers Club, Man-
hattan dub, Stnto Bnr Association of
New York, Civil Service Reform Club
and tlin Hamilton Club of Brooklyn.
