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MRS. STOKES SEIZED

AT TRIAL OF DEBS

She nnd Six Others Arc Ar-

rested After Applauding His

Attorney's Address.

THE COURT IS INDIGNANT

Judge Later Helonscs Them,
but Orders Party to Report

to Him To-da- y.

Cr.tVELANO, Sept. 9. The speed with
which a Jury was selected nnd the ar-

rest of seven persons In tho court room
f'.r applauding the peroration of the
opening statement of Attorney Seymour
Stedman of tho defence were features of
the opening (tension of the trial of Eu-

gene Victor Debs y on five counts
an Indictment charging violation ofSt espionage act.

Rose Pastor Stokes was among those
who admitted applauding and was ar-

rested on orders from the bench by
Judge D. C. Wcstenhavcr. The others
were 31. 3. Baslsta, Max filopoub, Mar-

garet Pavey of Akron, Ohio, who ts on
Debs's bond; Frank Wells, Edgar

and J. J. Fried.
The offenders apparently were carried

off their feet by tho eloquence of
which took thirty min-

utes.
Judge Wentcnhaver. however, exceed-

ingly wroth, saw in It only a deliberate
contempt of court, rcmacking that In
all hl experience he had never known
so flagrant a cave. he said that
perhaps he had been unduly vexed, but
this concession went only far enough to
allow the culprits their liberty on their
personal recognizance Instead of on ball,
as he Ht nrst demanded. Ho ordered
that they appear before him
morning a half hour In advance of the
resumption of the trial proper.

Tt came about In this way: V. FJ.

Ravanagh, the Assistant United States
District Attorney, who made the open-
ing statement for tho Government, had
closed by asserting that the Jury should
Judge Debs "by his works.

Stedman accepted tho challenge, ray-
ing: "The defence accepts the challenge.
Tou shall know tn by hla works by
the works of his whole Ufe."

Stedman sat down aintd Increasing
ppaluse.
It looked for a moment aslf the Inci-

dent were to pass unnoticed, as the
bailiffs seemed stunned by an outburst
hitherto unhlnted In the austere atmos-
phere of Judge Westcnhaver's court.

The Judge, himself known as a dis-
ciplinarian among lawyers, passed a full
minute In an effort to control his feel-
ings. Then, recovering, ho addressed the
bailiff In a volco that quivered with
anger. ,

"Bring that man In the hrbwn coat
standing to the left of the doorway to
the bench. Bring any others that you
saw clapping their hands."

Seven persons were brought Immed-
iately before the bar, among them the
cigar factory girl who tecame the wife
of the millionaire Socialist of New York,
J, O. Phelps Stokes.

Mrs. Stokes, plainly clad as usual, and
at liberty on an appeal bond herseir after
being convtcted of violating the espion-
age act, striod with bowed head.

Admits She Applauded.
A rotund person In a scared to death I

jrolce, the first person questioned by the
Judge, and answering to tne name oi
FTled. explained quaveringly that his
hand had been clasped beneath his hat
and that' he hail made no sound. Mrs.
Stokes, however, answered quietly:

"Yes, I applauded."
Mrs. Pavey replied with similar com-

posure. Stedman and V. A. Cunnea.
who also is an attorney for the defence,

rgued against holding the culprits, but
the Judge Insisted that they should ap-

pear beforo him In the morning.
It required only two hours and fifteen

minutes of actual work to obtain a Jury.
All wero elderly men of means. Mr.
fltedman said It was not the kind of a
jury he would have chosen. The Judge's
Instructions, however, admitted of llttlo

'latitude In challenging for cause. Only
two men were dismissed in this man-
ner, both confessing that It would be
difficult for the defence to dislodge their
prejudice against any one who opposed
the Government, however slightly. In any

f Its measures to win the war speedily.
The defence had exercised all of Its

challenges In getting rid of veniremen
of civil war antecedents when the Jury
was sworn. Tho Government had three
of its six left. Their examination of
veniremen was brief and perfunctory,
while the defence went fully Into the
question of prejudice and political
opinion.

COAL ASSOCIATION
, BLAMES RAILROADS

Says Car Shortage Cut Bitu-
minous Production.
Special Ditpatch to Tne Sex.

Washington, Sept. 9. Figures on the
movement of loaded coal cars which
have been Issued recently by the Fed-

eral IlHllroad Administration were
branded by the National Coal Associa-
tion y as giving a false Impression
concerning the amount of coal that la
being hauled by the railroads.

"Shortage of railroad cars at the bi-

tuminous coal mines," it was stated,
"Ipl curtailed production not less than
Syono.OOO tons since January 1 and
iands as the dominating factor of all
Auses of curtailment.

I "Car shortage cut bituminous coal pro-
duction 1,934.080 tons during the week
ended August 17 : tons during
the week ended August 10, and 1,145,000
tons during the week ended August 3.
These figures do not support a claim
that the coal mines are receiving more
cars than they can load, even recently.

"The" production of bituminous coal
from January 1 to August 34. inclusive,
totaled 384,000,000 tons, The mines
that produced this coal were capable of
producing 522,000,000 tons under full
time output. The total production lost
from all causes was therefore 133,000,-00- 0

tona far more than enough to afford
a. guarantee against a fuel shortage.
Here are the reasons why tiffs' 138,000,- -
000 tons were lost :

'Because of car shortage, S;,000,O0O
tons; because of labor'Mhortago and
strikes, 22,730,000 tonfuf because of
mechanical disabilities aid Vnavoldable
shutdowns at tho mines. 9,7.',000 tons;
becauKo of no market (cllefly In South-
western States), 4.000,000 tons; all
other causes, 9,300,000 tona

"It will thus be seen that car short-
age, the dominant factor curtailing
bituminous coal production during the
year, was responsible for approximately
K0 per cent, of the total production lost
from all causes.

"These figures are not guess work;
they are tho Government's own figures,
as punished by the Geological Survey.
They show conclusively Just what did
limit coal production."
