So that no man of the hundreds of
thousands in New York who will be re-
quired to register to-morrow ufder the
18 to 45 draft law may have the shadow
of an excuse for not presenting himself
befors the proper board placards will be
displayed ut every street oorner in the

oity 1tellims registrants whers their
boards meet.
The placards are the Invention of

Martin Conboy, director of the draft
for this city, and will be posted by the
police bétween now and 7 o'clock to-
morrow morning, when the registration
places will open. The hours for regis-
tration are from 7 A. M, until 8 P. M.
Kvery man who has reached his elght-
esnth birthday by to-morrow must reg-
ister, and so musl every man who has
not then reached his «forty-sixth birth-
day, Men between the ages of 21 and
31 who registered under the previous
draft are excepted.

Mr. Conboy believes that with every
atrect corner marked and the proper
registry place for the residents of every
street indicated cleariy tha whole busi-
ness of registration will be so clarified
that every registrant who ought to be
on the books by the closing hour will
have gresented himself in good time. In
addit to the corner signs the paolice
will carry memoranda which will en-
able them to advise any man who seeks
the Information just where his proper
place of registry can be found.

Extrn Hegiastrars Avallable.

It has been estimated that about
1,500,000 men will register In New York
Btate and about 60 per cent. of this
number from the five boroughs of New
York city. The draft director, realisin:
that congestion will be avolded if as
many men as possible appear before
thiir boards some«time during the work-
ing day, has arranged that a sufMcient
number of registrara shall be on duty
At every registration place to allow one
for avery eighly men who shall appear.
About 12,000 of the men who will serve
as rogistrars have been drilled carefully
In the work they will have to do,

The signa which will be displaved in
and about registration places to-morrow
have been printed In thirteen different
langunges and interpreters conversant
with thirty-two languagea have been en-
gaged for the day to ald in enrolling
the registrants. At five concentration
points, two In this borough, two In
Brooklyn and one in The Bronx there
will be forces of extra regisirars kept
on reserve during the day, to be as-
rigned to any distriet where the conges-
tion indicates that there may be difi-
culty in enrolling all the registrants by
closing time.

Offers pverywhers by large employers
of labor indicate that .the day will ba
chserved as a part holiday In many
business and industrial esiablishments.
Mr. Conboy has sent requesits for as-
sistance of this sort to all the employers
organizgations ef the city and has re-
ceived replies 400 of them stating
that they would shorten their day from
one to several hours to allow employees
to register. The Stock Exchange and
the Colton Exchange will be closed all
day to-morrow and so will such echools
an have been designated as registration
places,

Short Session for Court.

Tt is probable that a gumber of Judges
will follow tha example of Judge Roy
of the County Court In Brooklyn, who
fnnounced yesterday that he would ad-
Journ court lmmediately after calendar
call to-morrow Lo enable jurymen and
others concerned to register for the
draft. He urged ths clerkas and at-
taches of the court to devote the day 1o
service of their ecountry by a'ding in
the registration,

For the benefit of men who will have
Just reached 18.by to-morrow and those
other men whose forty-sixth birthday oc-
ours on registration day Mr. Conboy re-
terated agaln yesterday that the elght-
enn-year-old men must register and the
forty-six-year-old men need not. Men
whose forty-sixth birthday falls to-mor-
row are conaidered Lo have passed out
of the contempliation of the draft. For
the bhenefit of men who will be neces-
sarily absent from their homes, he made
publle tha following telegram which he
has saut to all local boards:

“Numeroua inquirles are belng re-
celved respecting regimtration of men
under Jjurisdictlon of New TYork City
boards who will be necessarily tempor-
arlly absent from this city on registra-
thon day. and In whose cases the ordl-
nary procedure relating to absentees
iaestlona 37 to 39 of registration regu-

“¥Fpon application to local board prior
to gregistration day, the board should
reffuire from such person an aMdavit
Riving the tme and reason of his de-
parture, the destination of the absentee
and the duration of his absence, the
remsons why he cannot reglster on reg-
Istration day. and why the absentee pro-
vislons do not cover his case.

Ko Cards Defore Nogisiry Ends,

If the local board Is satisfled with
the reusnne the clerk, or a member,
should N1 sut the reglstration eard and
certify 'o . The card should be held
by the board until the day of registra-
tion, when It should be delivered to the
chiel rexistrar who will file it with
other cards nt he closd of the day.
The reégistrant ahould lenve a stamped
envelope bearing hils address und his
reglstration certificate will be malled
to him. but not before registration day.
Boards must not lssue certificates to
nnyone before registration day.”

DEBS'S DISLOYALTY
TOLD BY WITNESSES

His Affirmation of Anti-War
and Anti-Draft Policies

Is Brought Out,
————

BASED ON CANTON SPEECH

Cleveland Reporter Says De-
' fendant Stood by Soecialist
Party’s Platfarm.

=

CLEVELAND, Bept. 10, —The Govern-
ment's ‘case against Bugena V. Debs, Bo-
clalist leader, charged with violation of
the esplonage act in a speech at Canton,
Ohlo, June 18, was made plain In the
United States District Court heres to-
day when District Attorney Warts sald
that he would complete his evidence to-
morrow forenoon,

At Canton Debn prefaced his remarks
with the statement that “I mumt be
careful what | say and more eareful how
T say 11" His alleged offenss spe-
cifically s that by Indirection and In-
sinuntion in this speech It was his In-
tent to affirm the “war programme’ of
the Soclalist party at St. Louls In
June, 1917, This programme wahs
agopted by a referendum of the party,
and Is outspoken In opposing the war,
and among other things pledges the
party to oppose conscription,

Although In his speech Mr. Debs
evaded direct affirmation of ths “war
programme,” witnesses were Introduced
to show that this was really what he in-
tendedr to convey with due regard to
caraful and lawful language.

Twoe Witneasens in Support.

Two witnessea testified on this point.
They were Clyde R. Miller, a Cleveland
repurter, who interviewed Deba In Can-
ton and in Cleveland two weeks later,
after Deba's arrest, and Joseph Traner,
an agent of the Department of Justice,
who nttended a meeting of the State

Miller in his Interviews asked Debs,
he testified, !f he repudiated the “war
programme.*’ both  oceasions, the
witness sald, Deba replied that he stood

Traner testifed that at the Chicago
meeting Mr., Debs sald he hoped that the
secretaries would do nothing to change
the programme. In smubstance tha fore-
going conatitutes the Government's case.

Other witnesses were Virgil 1. Steiner,
A twenty-year-old stenographer, who
took n report of the Canton speech for
the Department of Justice; 'B. R. Bter-
Iing, n stenographer of thirteen years'
exparionce, who performed a similar task
for the Socialist convention in connection
with which Debs spoke; C. E. Ruthen-
burg, now serving a year In the Canton
wnrlawun for opposing the draft, and
Edward A. Evans, a soldier, whose pre-
visus reporiorial tralning led him to
take coplous notes of the speech while
on_ furlough from Camp Perry.

Ruthénburg was Hoclalist candidate
for Mayor of Cleveland. It was his
case which was carried to tha Bupreme
Court of the United Statas and on which
the esplonage act was declared constitu-
tional.

Transcripts of Speech.

Stelner and Bterling both read their
transcripts of the speech which the de-
fence had printed in paralle! columne,
the leas exper|-
enced Steiner had missed from 26 to 30
per cent. of Deba's remarks, as shown
In blank spaces In the parallel columns,
