GOES TO 11 CENTS

Food Administration Author
izes Increase to Producers

and Refiners.

Consumers will have to pay mora for
sugar as a result of tho revision of prices
by the United States Food Administra
tion whereby an Increase of Hi cents a
pound to refiners nnd producers has been
authorized. The new sugar prices be
came effective September D. but as whole
salers and retailers will sell upon the
old basis until their stocks of the lower
price sugars ore exhausted Increased
prices should not be reflected Imme.
dlately In retail stores, according to the
Federal Food Board

"Tho prices to the consumer In New
Tork city after allowing a gross profit
of 35 cents per 100 pounds for the whole-
saler and tl per 100 pounds for the re-

tailer," the board announces, "are now
as follows:

"Orto pound, 11 cents; 2 pounds, 21
cents', 3 pounds, .11 cents; 4 pounds, 42
cents; D pounds, G2 cents.

"Slight Increases In prices for to

are allowed to cover ths cost of freight
transportation. These prices apply only
to sugar sold or In transit from the
refiner on nnd nfter September 9.

Jilaoorate precautions have been
taken by the Food Administration to

wholesalers and retnllers,
"To prevent undue profits by the re-

finers and to secure a uniform refiners'
price throughout the country, the Sugar
Kquallzatlun Hoard of the Food Admin
Istratlon has bought back from tho re- -
nneri all raw sugars on hand on Hen
tember . This sugar so bought back
will be resold to the refiners at the new
prices. The profit so made by the Knu.il-Ixatld- n

Board will be used In meeting
tne cost or controlling sugar dlstribul on

"The regulation limiting the sale from
the retailer to the consumer to two
pounds at a time In cities and towns
and live pounds In rural dWtrlcts has
been rescinded. Consumers are now al
lowed to purchaso one week's family
supply. Tor Instance, a family of eight
prr-ii- in New lork city, who have here.
tufuin been allowed to buy only two
pounds at a time, are now iiermltted to
buy ono Woek's supply on the basis of
two pounds n month or one-ha- lf

pound a week per pel con or u totul of
four pounds for ono week.

"In case where hardship would be
wonted by so limiting the qunntlty pur
chnsablo consumers may make nppll
ivitlon to their county Food Admlnlstra
tors for a permit to buy an Increased
supply, but under no circumstances more
than n thirty days supply.

"The Food Administration advocates
tha purchaso of bulk sugar Instend
package sucnr Lecnusn tho price is
higher on package sugar, and by bus
ing In larger quantities fractions nre
avoided In computing the prices.

CARDINAL, IS REPORT

Clergyman Just Returned
From Rome Is Quoted as

Authority.

NOMINATED "IN PETTO'

Selection Awaits Action of
Consistory, Which Fills

All Vacancies.

Arch
bishop of St. Paul, nnd ono of the most
learned and distinguished prelates of the

Prominent Catholics In Manhattan
who were asked last night If thoy had
heard from authoritative sources that
Archbishop Ireland had been selected by
Pope Benedict for the honor or ucing
the fourth living American Cardinal nn- -
swered that no such word hod come to
them In nn official way, but that for al-

most n venr tho report had persisted
here that the Archbishop ot St. Paul was
about to receive the honor.

It was while the clergyman was nt
the Vatican." said the Eagle yesterday
In telling of the Interview with the Pope
which the paper's authority for the re
port Is said to have had recently, that
the news camn to him In an offhand
manner from the Holy Father himself.
It came about In this way, aocordlng to
tho priest who gave the Information to
the llaol

" 'When do you expect to get back to
America?' asked Pope Benedict of the
priest.
