Lord, F;mperor Thanks
Krupp Workers.

WANTS PEACF—AS VICTOR

Says Fatherland Ts Staked on
Final Effort—Threatens
Those Who Falter.

AMATERDAM, Hept. 12, — Bpeaking at
the Krupp munition works at Easen Em-
paror Willlam said that every one In
the rematest corner of the fatherland
kneaw that he had “left no stone unturned
to ahorten the war as far as posalbls for
your people and for the entire civilized
European world,"

The Empercr sald It took two to make
peace-—that ons could not do It unless
he eould overcome the other. Oermany,
he declared, was confronted with her
enamies’ will to deatroy her and she
must piace against this her determina-
tion to presarve her existence,

After mentioning his offers of psace
tha Emperor pald that the derman lend-
ers had made [t plain to every ons who
wished to understand “that we ars at
all umu ready to offer the hand %0
pence.”

In beginning his address the Emperor
sald;

“My dear friends at the Krupp Works :
1 have long felt a desira to pay you A
visit during this wlr but, as you know,
numerous political and military dutiea
have summoned me to the various battle-
flelds and regions of war wrécked
Europe. Now at last, to my delight, 1
have succedded In coming here to the
works which I have heen able (o observe
in their developmen!l since my earliest
childhood and the inapection of which
has always filled me with the greatest
admiration for German sclence and in-
ventive energy.

Iimperial Thanks Expreased.

“What T want to do to-day (n ts ex-
press my Imperial thanks to the directors
of the Krupps, the foremen, tha workmen
and the workwomen for the absolutely
astounding manner in which the Krupp
works have been placed at the dlsposal
of the German army and Its supreme war
lord. Very great work has been hocom-
plished by ‘all from the Airectors down
to the last workman and workwoman,
and this under increasing fhod diMeul-
tien, ciothing diMcultles and losses, sor-
rows and cares which have spared no
home, neither princely house nor modast
workman's dwelling,

“Industrial mobllization, without dis-
tinction of age or sex., has consiituled
a demand such as never before was
made on the German peopls, and yet it
was responded to willlngly and Joyfu)ly.
In that connectlon 1 should like, above
all. to express my warm thanks as the
eountry's father %o the women as well
as the girls and the men for thelr self-
maorificing performance of their duty,
desplite thelr harassing cares

“No one among our people should
fmagine 1 am not converaant with this
In my Journeying through the land 1
Bave spoken with many a widow, many
a poeasant, many & member of the Land-
wanr and the Landsturm, whose hearts
were heavy with cares but who glowed
with the thought of duly first. 1 have
bean touched by your cares to the depths

y heart. What paternal suggestion
nFi dn to diminish the burden am far
#s lpossible has been done. Much could
Hatve bLeen done otherwise, and it Is no
wonder there ls dissatigfaction here and
there.

Kaiser Praises Himaelf.

“"Rut to whom, after ail, do we owe
this® Who spoke at the very beginning
of thie war of starving out the German
women and children? Who was it who
introduced terrible hatred into this war?
It was the enemy.

“Every one of you In the remotest
corner of the fatherland knows that 1
left 1o stone unturned to shorien the
war as (ar as posaible for you and your
people and for the entire civilized Euro-
pean world, In December, 1018, 1 pre-
sented the enemy public with a clear and
vnambiguous offer of peace in the name
of the German lunpire and my allies,
Jeears, mm.lu:n and coptempt wera the
answer,

“Ile up above Knows my sense of re-
sponsibility. Repeatedly during the last
monihs the responsible leaders of the
Impeital Government have unAmbigu-
ously given o understand, to every one
whi wished to undersiand, thal we are
a* all times ready Lo offer the hand to
peace.”

Ihe Emperor declared the answer of
Germany's enemy was the outspoken
will 1o the destruction, the disinlegration,
the crushing of Germany.

*To make peace,” he added, “iwo are
needed. 1f elther Is unwilling the other
cAnnot, presuming that he does not over-
throw the other. Thus wa are cpnfronted
with the ensmy’'s absolute will to de-
struction. And against this absolute
will to destruction we must place our
absolute will to preserve our exlstence.

Every one who knows the
character of the Anglo-Baxons knows
that it means to fight them—how tena-
cloun they are. We do not know when
the struggle will and, but one thing we
do know, namely, that we must fight the
battle through.

“And now, my friends, let me'draw your
attention to something more. You have
read what recently happened In Moscow
—the mighty conapiracy against the
present Government. The parllamentary
governed, democratic Britinh nation has
endeavored to oyerthrow the ultrademo-
cratic Gowernmént which the Russian
people had begun o eonstruct because
this Government, considering the Inter-
eats of ils fatherland, wished to malntain

itsa people in the peace for which it
clamors,
“But the Anglo-S2axon does not yet

desire peace. That Is how Lhings are.
It is proof of his feeling of Inferiority
that the Anglo-Saxon has recourse to
such criminal Mmeans.

“Everything now depends on our final
exertions. Everything Is al stake, and
because our enemies know it,
¢hey have the greatest respect for the
German army, becauss they ses they
cannot overcome our army Aand navy,
they arsa trying to overcome us by means
of Internal disintegration and to weaken
us by false rumors.

“Thesa do not emanate from the Ger-
man people. They are artifichal produc-
tionn But whoever harkens o such
rumors, whoover passes on unsubstan-
tiated news In the rallway workshop or
elsewhere sins against the fatherland;
he in a traltor and s liable to pevers
punishment no matter whether he be a
Count or & workmnn

"1 know very well every one of vou
will acknowledge that 1 am rijght in
this matter. Belleve me, [t is not eany
for ma to bear every day the anxjety
and the responsibility for W nation of
sevenly milllons and for maors than four
years be a spectator to all the difficuliles
and Increasing distress of the people.”

The E mperor then referred tothe Ger-
mun Empress, “who by God's .lrulﬂium‘e
again Is on the road to recovery,'
recalled the passages in the Hible:
thy burden upon the lLord and He ghall
sustuin thee,” nnd "But scek ve first
His kingdom and His righteousness and
all these things ahall be added unto you."
The Emperor then added:
