Bands P!.R" Flags nfolﬁ and
Men Rash to E .
Bosrox, Bept. 11.—There was a min-
imum of delay, confusion or misunder-
snding in the registration of more
than 450,000 citizens of Massachusetts
for military service to-day. Hands wers
playing. flage wers firing everrwhere
and the state was virtually “Bone Dry”
A5 the thousands went to the various
registration booths, Reports to-nlght
from ail parts of the Htatse showed
that the enrollment was accogpliahed
with unexpected sxpedition.

“The registration proceeded In a fric-
fonieas manner,” sald Major Hoger
Wolcott, In charge of the draft. “Vir-
tually every man coming within the
scops of the President's proclamation
offered himself for duty.”

Gov. MeCall sald: “Massachusetts
is upholding her best traditions and has
added new lustre to her fame as u fore-
most State in the Lirlon in helplng the
national Government in its hour of
need ™

At many of the registration stations,
particularly In this city, where 1L was
estimated 100,000 enrolled, there was &
rush of men 10 be the first to register.

Enthustasm among the aliens within
the draft ages was evident in ths north
and west ends of this city, where the
forelgn population predominates, School
children In many cases acted as inter-
preters. Few of the allens, draft ofM-
cials mald, asked questions regarding
axamption, many expressing the hope
that they would be called to the colore.

Liquor dealers generally observed the
request of the Gowvernor to suspend
business during the hours of registra-
tion. Saloons were closed and the ho-
tels and restaurants refrained from sell-
Ing liquor.

itlvely essential to the war programme
nor to the maintenance of national iIn-
terest during the emergency. In those
industries are, or will be, miilions of
registrants deferred on grounds of de-
pendency and many others In Class 1
without deferment. At this polnl the
“work or fight" order comes Inlo play,
but to only a very few classes of occu-
pations—five In all expresaly enumer-
ated In that order—and to a relatively
small number of individuals

“Among this extensive and unlisted
group of "non-priority’ industries it finds
& very few which it designates as ‘non-
productive,, meaning In general those
occupations In which the man power
within draft age could better during the
emergency be replaced by woman's work
or by older men or boys. The policy
involved ts that thoss men of draft age
would serve the country best by getting
out of those occupations, either Into the
military forces or into some other oc-
oupation.

“Now this other oscupation may be in
& priority Indusiry or in & non-priority
induatry., The 'work or fight' order does
not prescribe any occupation for them to
get Into. ‘Thera are plenty of non-
priority industries to get Into, though
naturally they would do well to sesk out
a priority Industry if one Is avallable
But the ‘work or fight’ order does not
attempt to dictate on that point; it
merely gives them the option of getting
out of the ‘non-productive’ occupation or
of losing the benefit of thelr deferred
classification or their high order number.

*“The two groups—non-priority and
non~productive—therefore not only are
directed (o different purposes. but they
are not identical and presumably never
will become |dentieal Cartainly “the
publie Is entitléd to undersiand that no
additions wili be made to the ‘non-pro-
ductive' llst without ample and explicit
notice.”

PHILADELPHIA TOTAL LARGE.

Estimates Alse Are Surpassed for
Entire State.

PRILADELPHIA, Bept. 12.—Phlladel-
phia’s gnan power cama to the front in
such force to-day that all estimates of
the number of men who would regis-
ter in the selective drafl were exceeded,
incomplete fAgures indicated late to-
night that nearly 265,000 men had an-
swered their country’s call 1In one dis-
trict the registration s estimated to
have excesded 16,000, which will make
that Jurisdiction one of the largest In
the country.

Early reports received at State head-
quarters indicated that many districts
in Penneylvania exceeded thelr estl-
mates

TAKE DRUGS TO DODGE DRAFT.

Increased Use of Morphine Re-
ported mand New Law Aasked.

WasHINGTON, Bepl. 13.—Habltual use
of morphine, cocalne, heroln and prepa-
rations containing other narcotic drugs
has Increased rapidly in the United
Btates within the last two years, and a
dmetic anti-narcotic law must be en-
acted at this seasion of Congress to
check the wholesals spread of the habit

These are the conclusions made public
to-day by a special Treasury Inwvesti-
gating committes, togethor with a partial
report on the number of drug addicts
actually under physiclans’ treatment in
the States.

The Investigations of the commities,
which (s headed by Representative
Rainey (Ill.) showed that thousands of

men have been dismiased from
mdlitary camps after It was found they
were drug addicts, and that many de-
veloped the habit to insure thelr dis-
missal.

MOUNITION STRIKERS
70 WORK OR FIGHT

Letter Prepared by Wilson
Will Provide New War
Labor Policy.

PATIENCE IS EXHAUSTED

Attitnde of Bridgeport Men
Called Menace to
Nation.

Special Despaten so Tun Scx,

WasRINGTON, Sept 11. — Prealdent
Wilson (s preparing a letier to be nnl{
to the striking munition workers nfk
Bridgeport, in which a new war labor
policy will be enunclated. This policy |
| provides that munition makers who per-
st In thelr refusal to work must go
into the trenches,

With employment in virtually every
essentia]l Industry in the hands of the
Department of Labor, It 1s proposed that
the Bridgeport strikers who have re-
fused to accept the decislon of the Na-|
tUonal War Labor Hoard be refused ac-
cexn 1o other linea of essential industry.
Thie would cause them to lose the ae-|
ferred classification in which they have
heen placed under the selective mervice
law, and they would in the natural
course, unless they have dependents, go
into the army,

The policy has besn formulated by
the President arnd his advisers in every
War branch of the Government to meet
what is deomed a grave national menace
It was ratified to-day in m general com]
ference of the war agencies, whose re-
port and recommendation were Immedi-
ately Inld before Mr. Wilson. The dec!-
slon as to Bridgeport has been made by
represeniatives of the employers and
employees as well as by the Govern-
ment.

The confersnce was held thik after-
noon in the office of Willlam B. Wilson,
Becretary of Labor. It was attended
by Chalrman Willlam H. Taft and
Frank P. Walsh of the National War
Labor Moard, Felix Frankfurter, chalir-
man of the War FPolicles Labor Board ;
Bernand M. Baruch, chalrman of the
War Industries Board ; Edward N. Hur-
ley, chairman of the Shipping Board:
Vice-President Ples of the Emergency
Fleet Corporation: Walker I Hines,
azsistant Director-General of Rallroads,
and representatives of the War and
Navy departments, FProvost Marshal
General Crowder and the Councll of
National Defence.

After the meeting Mr. Frankfurter
sald the matter had been placed in the
hands of the President, who had been
considering the situation for two dava.
Upon receiving the report and recom-
mendation he had a talk with Benedict
Crowell, acting Secretary of War in Mr.
Baker'a absence.

The Prealdent's actlon will probably
be made public to-morrow. In the mean-
tima those who attended the conference
are observing secrecy. It Is belleved
that the President will call upon the
munitions workers to meet their per-
sonal and national obligations in the
emergency and to abide by the agree-
ment to which they subscribed in order
that drastic measures may not be neces-
sary. Wilingly or unwillingly, the
workera must do their share in the
COMMON CAUSe.

The Administration has consistenly
met all the reasonable demands of or-
ganized labor, and has sought by every
possible means to enforee falr wages
and working conditions and to avold
harsh measures. But the Bridgeport
sijuation is regarded as very serious.
