Hays of Indiana, denotes
n confusion In some quarters as to
political ethics nnd fundamental prln
clples. This strange confusion re
quires candid treatment.

The report which stirred Mr. Tum-

ulty to Inquisitorial activity rep
resented Mr. Hays as having er
pressed the opinion, at a meeting of
Republican State chairmen In o

on September 2, that "the Demo
cratic leaders at Washington would
not stop nt anything they believed
would Insure the reelection of n

Democratic Congress this fall. They
would even end the war with any
kind of a compromise that would In-

sure the continuance of the Democra-

tic party In power."
The President Is the d

and universally recognized leader nt
Washington of the Democratic party
In the United States. If the language
attributed by report to Mr. Hays
had In fact been used by that gen-

tleman It would have warranted an
outburst of righteous Indignation on

the part of Mr. Wilson. Nobody

can blnrao the President for Instruct-
ing his private secretary to ascertain
without delay, and from Mr. Hays
himself, whether the chairman of the

' Republican National Committee had
to fact publicly charged him with a
partisanship eo unscrupulous and a
sense of official responsibility so
shamelessly debased that he would
compromise the war In order to elact
a pemocratlc Congress. The accura-tlo- n

seems too ridiculous; but, In po-

litical controversy ridiculous things
are sometimes said.

In Mr. Hays's frank reply to Mr.
Tumulty he was able to disclaim the
extraordinary language attributed to
him. Ho hud not charged the Presi-

dent with n readiness to subordinate
thc'natlon's Interest and modify the
nation's declared purpose In the great
war nicrclyi In order to procure a
Democratic majority In Hie Sixty-sixt- h

Cougressi The Democratic
"leaders" whom Mr. Hays had ao
cused of unscrupulous nnd unpatri-
otic partisanship were such local ma-

chine leaders ns those in Wisconsin,

for example, who addressed to the
soldiers of that Stato nt Camp Grant
this unseemly appeal:

"You are entitled to vote for United
States Senator from Wisconsin to suc

ceed Senator Paul O. Hustino. Presi-

dent Wilson, your Commander In Chief,
desires all loyal Americans to vote for
Joseph E. Davies for Senator. Da-vim- 's

election means Joy at Washington
and at Berlin. Davies's defeat
means gloom at Washington and Joy
at Berlin." '

While It must have been extremely
gratifying to tho President to ascer-

tain on tho very best of authority
that Chairman Hays was guiltless of
the Insensate Imputation about which
Mr. Tumultt had Inquired, his hon-

est wrath must hnvo been transferred
at onco In Increased volume to those
local bosses In' his own party. They
are daring, In face of his declared
adjournment of politics, to employ
his Illustrious namo (and not merely
ns President but actually as Com-

mander In Chief) to Influence the
soldier vote In fnvor of Democratic
candidates for the Congress. How
swiftly and Imnoriouslr tho President

most hare Instructed tho faithful
Tumulty to turn his Investigations
In another direction; Inward rather
than outward, in the old partisan
sense! However, this Is a matter of
party discipline which does not con
cern us, and it bears no relation to
the lasuo between Private Secretary
Tumulty and Chairman Hays of tho
Republican National Committee.

Bach conduct as that of tho Wiscon
sin Democratic leaders was Justly
character! red asollows by Mr. Hays
in his letter to Jlr. Tumultt:

I regard this as an Infamous prosti-

tution of all patrtotlo proprieties and the
grossest violation of the plainest civtl
duty. . . . The American people win
cot tolerata It This ts the people's war;
and we demand that the war bs kept out
of politics, and that partisanship bs kept
out of the war. And what we ask from
tho party in power wo Irrevocably
pledge for ourselves."

That seems to bo a truth hard to
blink, coupled with n pretty square
statement of patriotic Republican in-

tentions. Wo observe, however, no
suitable acknowledgment or sympa-

thetic ncqtrlescenco In Mr. Tumultt's
letter to Mr. Hats closing the Inc-
ident While Mr. Tumulty says to
Mr Hats, "I tun very glad to have
your disclaimer," ho refers In no way
to the flagrant offences of the local
Democratic bosses, as specified In Mr.
Hays's letter to him, but wanders off
to a discussion of the "general trend"
of Republican political management
and to various utterances by Senator
Prxmosr, former Attorney-Genera- l

WicsrssnAM, Representative Kiss of
Ohio, and others.

What Mr. Tumultt makes of this
"general trend," eo far as his remarks
are Intelligible, Is that the mainte
nance of a Republican organization
nnd the attempt to elect Republicans
to State and legislative office while
tho war Is going on la In some way
not precisely described a process of
disloyalty toward the President In
his capacltyi as leader of the national,
cause and commander and chief of Its
military force. If wo fall, to render
Mr. Tumulty's thought very clear to
the minds of our readers. It Is because
Mr. Tumultt falls to render It very
clear to our own: eagerly receptive In
telligence. For example, he says to
Mr. Hays :

"The President's war alms have been
made the alms ot all the nations fight-

ing against the German Government
These alms have been stated unequi-

vocally by the President upon a number
of occasions since the war began. Not
merely the American peoplo but all the
world is familiar, with these alms, which
assure 'force without stint' until vic-

tory ts achieved. It is only through the
subtle insinuations that character! re
partisan politics that these alms might
be diluted with any doubt"

Difficult, we say, to follow hero Mr.
Tumulty's reasoning, or to see what
benrlug the foregoing undoubted
truths have upon the question of the
propriety of running Republicans for
Congress, or how they Justify tho un-

authorized use of the President's
name in such local enterprises as the
independent appeal of the Democratic
bosses of Wisconsin to the soldier
vote 1n that State.

If the President's private tvecretary
will review again the President's war
aims be will And that foremost among
these war alms Is the safeguarding
of the world for 'democracy meaning
"democracy" In the broad 6enso, not
Democracy In Its narrow and par-

tisan signification.
Now, making the world safe for

democracy certainly includtw making
the United States of America safe
for democracy. It I essential, as
President Wilson could tell Mr. Tum-

ulty, to tho preservation of democ-
racy against the subtly insidious ag-

gressions of autocracy In the United
States that the American two party
system shall be maintained; that
there shall always be In existence ,a
party In opposition to the party in
power. One pnrty power in the Gov-

ernment, one man power In the one
party, means n "general trend"

Just thnt thing against which
the President, with the support of a
united people, is now fighting with
courage nnd patriotism.

We accordingly Invito Mr. Tirsi
ulty, before he communicates ngain
with tlie chairman of the Repub
Mean National Committee, to put him
wlf In the spirit and attitude of
the President' championship of ilern
ocratlc principles, nnd to reflect upon
the consequences to American democ-
racy of one party government Mid
denly freed from the restraints and
checks which tho American two
party system provides.

A King for Finland.
The new King whom Germany of-

fers to Finland Is a Prince of Hesse,
Frederick Charles of the older and

line. The Prince has
accepted tho crown, according to n

despatch from Stockholm, nnd the
Finnish Diet will soon confirm the
acceptance.

Kmperor William, early took the
question of future ruler for the
Finns under his own personal con-

sideration. In building up n king-

dom which would serve his own beet
Interests he had especially endeav-
ored to form n Prussian outpost that
would complete the Germanic con-

trol from the Arctic Ocean to the
Mediterranean Sea. Berlin was to
be tho centre, with a subservient
Austria nnd Bulgaria on the south
nnd a row of Baltic states under the
domination of Prussia on the north.

By annexing the Islands of Alund
to the Finnish crown he expected to
huc the control) of the Russian out-
let tqtlho west nnd nt the same time
to deprive Sweden of her eastern de-

fences and to make the Scandinavian
countries mcro political and cconoml- -

cal adjuncts of the Prussian king
dom. The fall realization of this
northern scheme of extension had
originally. Included the Finnish crown
for one of the Kaiser's sons. Even of
tho Provisional Govern- -

mnt of SviNifurun, as willing as It
was to serve Berlin, found it both to
politic and expedient to refuse the
offer of both Prlnco Oscab and Prince It
Joachim. It was likewise bold enough
to withhold the crown from the fot-m- er

King of Greece, CossTAJtnNE,
and his Queen, Sophia, Emperor
William's sister.

Prince Fbedtrick Chables has the
rank of General in the Prussian army ;
his wife is a Prussian Princess. So
he may bo safely depended upon to
carry out tho will of Berlin. There
Is, though. In Finland n strong antl- -

monarchical party, made up largely of
Finns who have struggled for years
for political freedom nnd have hoped
for tho establishment of a republi-
can form of government It remains
yet to be seen bow they will accept
the substitution of Prussian autoc-
racy for Russian cxartsm. There are
n number of parallel incidents, which
Fresebick Cuabxes might study to
his advantage, where German Princes
were foisted upon unwilling subjects.
Tho most recent of these was tho
case of Woliam of WIed, Mpret of
Albania, who, thanks to a convenient
sea wall and a waiting boatman, es-

caped from his realm just in tlmo to
save his precious lift

A Consoling View or the Draft Kald.
Coincident with the quick and will-

ing registration under the new draft
law came the announcement from Mr.
Conboy, the Director of the Draft for
this city, that the recent hnul of slack-
ers made here netted only 200 actual
delinquents; that Is, men who should
have been in the army and who have
been sent to camp. As mauy of these
were shirkers from other cities, 140
Is nearer the number of genuine de
linquents taken In Mr. De Woody's
net In this city ; a number much lower
than the estimate nime by that gen-
tleman after the raid, nd a minute
percentage of the tbou.-uu- Js of men
who were hurried to the armories for
examination.

The statement of Attorney-Genera- l
Gsecoby, in effect n men culpa for his
Dppnrrmcnt of Justice, may motbe the
feelings of tho wounded to some ex-

tent. There Is also the consolation to
be found in the fact that the Depart
ment of Justice made its mistakes
when It did. To have waited longer
would have made matters wort.

weakened and Impoverished Europe be
lost In favor of cleverer and more cal-

culating peoples."

They
cannot be tho South Americans, who
aro content to .sit at home and have
business como to them.

THE GERMANS IN CHINA.

A DeicrtpOon of Their Brutality by a
Famous Reporter.

To Tits Editor or Tms Sum Sir: In
Ins Sun of Thursday there Is quoted a
from the condemned book that had
Creel's O. K. the following:

P. tit. Q Were German aoldlera worae
than othere In the march on PeklnT

A. Accordlnx to rerelatlona made br
coireipondente who managed to set
throuih to Pekln, and br officers after
the trouble wat over, there aeema to have
been very little to chooae between the con
duct of the varlout troopa. Ot all. the
Japanete emers ed with the eleaneet record
ahd the Tonklneae troopt of tha Stench
with the worn

Let me quote the lata Wilbur J,
Charaberlln. who represented Tus Sen
In China at that tlmo and for whose
accuracy you doubtless can vouoh :

"Our officers did not loot Our men
who were caught at it were punlebed.
I know of two who were tried by court-marti-

Ono was sentenced to ten
years Imprisonment at hard labor, and
the other to five years, and they are
serving their sentences.

"The Germans did not get hero until
the worst of the fighting was over, and
they have been trying to make up for
loss ot time alnca. Scarcely a day
passes but three or four Chinamen are
ehot In their district and sometimes the
number reaches fourteen or fifteen. An
English officer who Is attached to the
staff of Count von Waldersee said to
me yesterday: "Why, It's eo bad around
these headquarters that I don t dare
stick my head out of the window after
dark for fear of being shot They are
shooting all the time.

"Our policy has been from tha start
to keep the peace, to clean up, to en-

courage Industry and to give the unfor-
tunates an opportunity to get together
enough to keep them from starving to
death this winter. . . . Tha news
spread that It was safe to live in the
American district The Chinese who
had escaped killing came back In droves
and the district became overcrowded.
Though naturally filthy, they are forced
to keep clean. . . . They aro pleas-
ant and respectful, and an American is
as safe In that district as he Is at home.

"The contrast in the German district
Is striking. There the streets are de
serted. The stores are all closed. .No- -

and then you fee a Chinaman skulking
around, afraid to say his eoul Is his
own. If a shopkeeper opens his shop.
the German soldiers rob him. If ho
shows himself on the street he is com
mandeered and, forced to do coolie work,
and, likely as 'not If he protests he Is
shot and the omcial report is that he
was a Boxer.

"The English district Is better than
the German, but away behind our own.
The only district that compares with
ours Is that ot the Japs. Like ours, it
lo overcrowded, but unlike ours It reeks
with filth.

"I sent off a long cable y No-

vember 26, I90J expressing a few suc-

cinct opinions concerning the Germans.
They are still shooting around here.
Just as if a war were going on. They
don't think anything at all of a China-
man's life, and on the least excuse they
shoot them down like so many dojrs.
As you have probably noticed In my
despatches, I hare not much uso for
the German soldiers anyhow. They are
a big lot of swine, if human beings ever
are swine."

All this Is taken from "Ordered to
China," a compilation of letters by
Chamberlln, mostly to his wife, which
was printed shortly after his untimely
death. He says nothinfc concerning the
behavior of the Tonklnese.

Let him penallra mmssu
for every mlnuto late he starts sucn
duties every morning, one less cigar or
one less drink or none of either, na
If vigorously carried out he will have a
very much more valuable not only phys
ical but mental and moral mimaxy
tralning than any mere physical exer
cise alone can possibly give him.
