FOR STRIPED BASS

Jamaica Bay Sport Only for
Those Who Have Learned
Its Channels and Banks.

By urnoAT.
September and October are good

months for trolling for striped bass dn
Jamaica Bay.

This sport, however. Is only for those
who have learned Jamaica Ray's chan-- l
ncls, bars and shelving and "stunt"
banks. Strangers absolutely require the
services of a good striped bass guide, of
whom thero are a few at uroaa tnan-ne- l,

The Raunt and probably at

Trolling Is the favorite method, the
best bait being large, fresh and lively
bloodworms. The lure Is any of the good
spoons or spinners of medium slzn
which spin rapidly when they are drawn
slowly through the water, "le hook
should be single, from say 0 o 4- In
p'le

In the shallower channels of the bay
(enst of the trestle) from high water
slack to half tide down Is most produc-
tive of results, the trolllrw mostly being
done on the "stunt" bank side of chan-
nels, from six to ten feet away there- -

jfrom. Tt0'""? Is done slowly in reia- -

llUn lO Hie IllUVIllfi -- ftivt.
In the deeper parts of the bay, partic-

ularly where branches of channels head
up, trolling Is practised from half tide
down to low water, these sandy drains
never entirely running dry and permit-
ting flahlryj therein then. The theory-I- s

that the fish drop Into these drains
from the flats, which are left bare when
the tide recedes.

Trolling is most successful when the
proper tide condition occurs In the hours
from eunrlse to 9 A. M. and from 3 P M.

till sundown, or when In the middle of
the day cloudy conditions prevail.

Some anglers prefer bass tlsning on an
easterly wind In the bay, from their ex- -
perlence believing tholr best results are
attained then. Others pray for a north-
west wind. I have had my success
mornings and evenings and on cloudy
days, never having caught a bass in
bright sunlight, except late In the reason
(about October 15 to 30).

This season up to Aug. 1 has been
very- - good for striped bass In the part
of Jamaica Hay east of the trestle

A man to be successful as a striped
bass troller must fish that way to the
exclusion of all other fishing. Like surf
angling, for each productive day two to
four or more unproductive days must be
expected and tolerated, but the expec-
tancy and realization of the bite and the
capture of the exceptional granddaddy
with stripes, bristling fins and unfamll-larlt- y

with the sentiment of uncondi-
tional surrender, are what excuses a
man for going many days Ashless to
follow that mirage which, unlike the
Fata Morgana, will not fade at the
crucial moment and which leads to
something tangible when pursued with
steadfastness.

I suggest as to guides at The Raunt
Charles Grolz and Jim Jordan. Their
theories and methods are somewhat dif-
ferent, but both obtain results when tile
fish are there.

Anglers hiring guides for striped bass
fishing must understand that this is the
most uncertain of fishing, and unless
they are determined to give a whole
season to steady pursuit of bjisB under
the direction of the guide they are
doomed to disappointment by the fail-
ure which ih nlmost sure to attend mere
occasional following of that method.

Ing, nnd perhapt they could be found '
with little difficulty

Rut the outstanding fact la that this
fishing Is not for the Inexnert and'dllet-- 'tante. However much trolling In fresh '

water may seem gross, fish getting, nnd ,

the sign of the Inexpert, trolllmr for
striped bass Is on nn etftlrely different ,

plane.
I am convinced that In the coves and

mouths of creeks of the Jamaica Bay
meadows bait casting with spinners and
bait, and perhaps with one of the plugs,
would produce fish and added pleasure
because of the greater skill required In
this method. But we all hate to aban
don something known to he rand fop
something chimerical.

something worth white.

BEST OF THE-YEA-

Wnters Cooling Off nnd Appe-

tite of Bronze Backers
Awnkcncd by Frost.

GOOD STREAMS NEAR BY

By PLUG UGLY.
Fishing on Bunday at Kenslco Lake, I

saw a flock of wild ducks headed south,
the- - first I had notlcedf this season. A
few strays dropped wearily on the wnter
and paddled about, looking for food.
This was the surest sign that the fall
fishing for black bass, Jhe best of tho
entire year, was but a few weeks off.

The returning vacationist haB stowed
away his tackle, little dreaming that
almost at his door he can get that
"lunker" which haa eluded him all sum-

mer. Brothers of tho short rod and tho
free running reel, now Is the time for
action Instead of dreams.

The waters aro cooling oft, little by
little, each night: the nquatlc vegeta-
tion Is dying down and the basses, small
and large mouth, are preparing for one
long gorge before going Into their win-

ter sleep.
Walt till we havls had a few rrosty

nights nnd the maple leaves turn red.
Then of a Sunday take n train to
Kenslco Lake, to Cross River, Reservoir

or any of the countless lakes of
Westchester county And you need not
arrive on the scene before sunrise or fish
after dark.

When the frosty tingle once gets Into
the water a few hours of sunshine help
to jjet the bnrfl Into the shallows, where
the minnows Reek warmth and shelter.
New life and vkjor animate the basses.

Lnrger Game Xnwt Less Work.
A two pounder will at this time of the

year put up a finer nnd longer fight than
the chance four pounder of midsummer,
and he will not be finicky ns to the na-
ture or variety of the plug.

Anglers have complained of coming
home with empty creels and have
blamed me for leading them a wild
goose chase. True, the midsummer fish-
ing In tho watershed has been of the
In and out variety, yet seldom have I
returned without two or three sizable
fish ; that Is, anywhere from three and a
hnK to two pounds.

Such results, however, have been due
to hard work and nn Intimate knowl-
edge of the best spots. Now, I am
getting ready for larger game, more of
It and far less work.

Look well to your tackle. Tho cold
water bass will test It to the utmost.
See that none of the wrappings on your
rods are frayed or unwound, and put a
bit of shellac on any barn spots. Re
cement ferrules If they have worked
loose.

Take your casting reel apart, clean
It thoroughly nnd treat It to some good
oil. If you do not possess the neceS'
sary mechanical skill take the reel
to your dealer and ho will clean It for
you at but little expense.

Better buy a new line while you are
about It. The old one, used all sum
mer, may lose the biggest fish of the
yenr for you. A waterproof lino will
stand you In good stead. It carries very
little water with It and this makes a
considerable difference as far as com-
fort Is concerned, especially when a
chill wind Is blowing.

White nnd Ited Plans ftnnir Bass.
Surface, e and underwater

plugs will nil bring In the bacon The
sralo finish lures are excellent fish
getters, whll" white anil red plugs will
now rouse tho bass to fuiy.

Cast with your wrist ; do not use
the straight nrm movement and keep
your, reel well oiled The sight or a
fisherman casting with both hnndu,

reel and

tho hammer at tin nthletlc meet Is be-
coming rar too frequent.

Such men are dangerous. One of
them hooked in the nrm the other
day and my language was more force-
ful than polite. And I was thirty feet
from him when It happened.

These are the men who complain that
they have lost three In one day,
have had nothing but backlashes and
that the lakes are out.

Go softly, fish nnd do not get
excited. Kill your fish on the rod.
Though it may take a bit longer you
will get added pleasure out of the fight.
And, by the way, don't forget that
lunch, for the fall air wakes the appetite
of man as well as that of the bass.

CBOWD WATCHES TACTICS

By CIIPHCIIII.L HUNGEUFOnD.
Ocean Citt, Sept. 14. A record

breaking example of gamcness was
made .by a forty-seve- n pound channel
hiss caught from tho pier of tho Ocean
City Fishing Club at Ocean City on Sun-
day last This fish put up a continuous
flht lasting seven hours and ton mln-uto- s,

during which time tho fish was
in continuous action.

The fish was hooked at quarter past
clKht on Sunday morning nnd was
brought to tho beach at twenty-fiv- e min-
utes after three. For six hours this
fish was handled from the end ot the
Ocean City Fishing Club Fourtconth
street pier.

Twontv minutes after hetnr struck
lie was brought to tho ' surface within
fifty feet of the pier so that all or tho
rlub members! who were present had
nn opportunity to ro him perfectly
even to the spot on his tall.

At tho sight at the pier tho fish made
a rush for deep wnter. and for nearly
six hours the angler. Elmer Robinson,
was unable to bring him any nearer than
150 feet. The fish was fairly hookpd
In the hlngo of tho Jaw on the lnsldo of
the mouth,

The tackle used was an ordinary surf
rod mnde by Mr, Robinson himself, n
twelve thread line nnd a mtrf casting
reel of stnndard type. The reel carried

of the rod
Time nr.d time again Robinson reeled

the fish In to tlv 150 foot point, which
was the limit over tthlch tho fish could
not be brought, only to hate thi flh turn
and go far bonri the ISO yard mark

The fish followed tactics rather air

keep his lino taut
Reaching the 160 foot point, which

was evidently tlu edge of a bar, he
would then turn, and In spite of all the
strain that could be put upon him he
would go directly out to sea for 160
to 200 feet.

As time progressed the fish's rushes
became slower, but they were none the
less determined nor any shorter Tho
outward rushes were made at the sur
face of the water nnd the Inward rushed
near bottom. At the end of six hours
the flh evidently mlcalrulnted and was
brought over the outer har at the end
of tho pier 500 feet from shore and Into
tho gully.

Fortunately he turned northward
when In th guilty nnd ran away from
the pier for a distance of 150 feet or eo
Itoblneon then ran to tlm shore end of
the pier and dropped to the beach.

Even when on the beach It took an
hour for Itoblnson to bring this fish In.
I'nder ordinary circumstances a bass of
this weight would he landed In from
fortv-flt- p to slvty minute, nnd vet nffer
a six hour fight Oils fish was able lo
stay out In the water ond put up a
good fight for an hour longer.

This reniarknhlc record of seven hours
and ten minutes was not mnde by merely
letting tho flh stnv out nnd hold bot-
tom. It was an active fight from the
moment ho was trurk until ho was
finally brough' to the beach.

The tackle was strong nnd the angler
Is a veteran fisherman, who has caught
many large flh before. Last year he
landed the largest nh caught by the
Ocean City Pishing Club, a channel baas
of 4 4 pounds. In nlmut three-ntinte-

of an hour, and he u.ed the mme tac-
tics on this fHh that lio did on the
prize fish of last year.

According to the rule." of the Ocean
Cite Fishing Club no game nh can ho
gaffed. They munt bo landed without
a gaff by tho angler unaslted Pos-
sibly ten minutes (not longer) might
have been saved if the gaff could havo
been used.
