GOPELAND WARNS

AGAINST INFLUENZA

"Xcw York Wonderfully Free"
of Disease, but Precautions

Must Be Taken.

Emphasizing the fact that "New Tork
la wonderfully free" of the disease. Dr.
Royal S. Copeland, Health Commis-
sioner, Issued a warning last night
against the danger of Spanish influenza
being spread by sailors and passengers
coming ashore from navy and other ves-

sels. Twenty-thre- e new cases of the
disease have been discovered. Dr. Cope-lan- d

said, all of which were found to
have been among either sailors or per-
sons who had come Into this port aboard
navy vessels or ships engaged in the
coastwise trade.

Onb of the greatest dangers of the
disease. Dr. Copeland pointed out. Is the
development of pneumonia, two positive
and one probable rase of pneumonia
being listed among the twenty-thre- e new
cases reported yesterday. These figures,
according to Dr. Copeland, show a
"rather hlnh" percentage of pneumonia.

Cases Limited to Sailors.
"Apparently bo far as New York Is

concerned." the Health Commissioner's
statement said, "the cases are limited to
sailors. They are- - mild compared to
others which have come on ships from
abroad. This Is no doubt sccounted for
by the fact that there Is much greater
resistance In the makeup of the sailors
than In ordinary mortals to disease.

"The really great danger Is from pneu-
monia, which often follows. Many sailors
have a furlough over the Jewish holidays
and will be In this city. If they have
the disease and get In big crowds there
Is danger. All churches should be well
ventilated. If they are not other persons
may catch the disease.

Guarding Aaralnst Disease.
"There Is no occasion for alarm here

In New York, but the epidemic Is here
and e have got to guard against It.
Very old and very young persons are
most susceptible and they should guard
especially against It. Moreover, every
body should be careful not to cough or
sneere without catching the secretions In
his or her handkerchief. Children with
running noses should be sent home
school. 2"Fresh air and sunlight are fatal
the germs and everybody ought to get all
the air and sunlight possible. New York
Is wonderfully free of the disease. Bos-
ton is full of It. We want to keep Just
as free of It as we ran and the people
themselves by wise precautions can best
keep It from spreading."

SECRET OUT; JUDGE IS 101.

guess the age of Judgo Milton C. Louden,
admitted to be one of the oldest living
residents of that town.

NIGHT WATCHMAN FOUND DEAD

Police Believe He Was Killed by
Seven Story Fall.

Joseph Burke. 42, night watchman In the
twenty-fou- r story World Tower Building
at 110 West Fortieth street, was found
dead yesterday in the courtyard at the
rear of the building. His skull was
fractured and there were cuts In his
scalp. An Iron bar, 3 i feet long and
3 Inches wide, was resting across his
face. One end of the bar was pressed
under a fence. These facts excited the
suspicions of the West Thirtieth street
pollce and Capt. Carey of the homicide
bureau made a careful examination.

It was learned that llurke was under
the Influence of liquor at 11:35 o'clock
Saturday night, The police are satis,
fled that he fell from the seventh story
fire cscapo landing and dropped through
the wire netting of a shed. They be-

lieve that the Iron bar, which was very
rusty, was on top of the netting and
was carried through by the body.

HEARST AND SWANN

ACCUSED BY CHILDS

Fusion Chairman Says Talk of
"Slush Fund" Was Sinis-

ter Propaganda.

MITCHEL'S NAME CLEABED

Scheme, to Keep Self-respecti- ng

Citizens Out of Campaigns
Failed, Letter Asserts.

William Hamlin Chllds. who was
chairman of the Fusion Committee of
250 that worked for Mayor Mltchel last
year, and who with William Sulier and
Jostah T. Newcomb was Indicted for al-
leged Irregularities In reporting cam-
paign contributions, has sent a letter to
he other members of the committee fal-

lowing the decision last week of Supreme
Court Justice Finch sustaining a writ
of habeas corpus, thus annulling the in-

dictments.
After reciting the circumstances of the

Indictments and quoting from the de-
cision of Justice Finch, who said: "He
(Chllds) has done nothing for which he
Is Indictable, even assuming that the
facts are true, and the Grand Jury was
without Jurisdiction." Mr. Chllds's letter
ran:

"Mr. Sulier was paid 15,000 for
speeches. Mr. Mlscha Applebaum of the
Humanitarian Society was paid $6,500
for speeches, concerts and plan of cam-
paign. Both these Items appeared in the
report of the city publicity committee
under the head of 'speakers, meetings.
Ac..' as one Item of $11,500. The In-

dictments were based solely upon the
contention of the District Attorney that
the names of Messrs. Sulier and Apple-
baum should have been mentioned In
connection with this item. There was
no charge of misappropriation of money
or of Improper expenditure ot funds.

Jfa Secrecy Attempted.
"Personally. I was not a member of

the city publicity committee. I dfd not
sign the report and have never seen It
I made no suggestion as to the manner
In whlrh the report should be made up.
I gave only one Instruction about It and
that was that It should receive the ap-
proval of legal counsel before filing and
should be according to law In every de-

tail. It was submitted to our counsel
and he contends that It fully compiles
with the law.

"There as no possible object In at-
tempting to conceal the names of Sulzer
and Applebaum. and their activities In
the campaign were known to the press
and the genera public After all the
months of effort and expense by the Dis-
trict Attorney's office, the result Is a
vindication by the Supreme Court.

"It Is apparent that ths whole in-

vestigation has from the first been a
sinister political propaganda In the per-
sonal Interest of the Hearst-Swan- n com-
bination, as a groundwork for this fall's
State election. For when the Investiga-
tion was started the State had not yet
escaped the menace of Hearst's can-
didacy. The Hearst press has contin-
uously misrepresented the Fusion com-
mittee of 1917 by almost dally reference
to Its expenditures of a slush fund.
There was no slush fund, as the Grand
Jury Investigation has proved.

Errors of Democrats Ignored.
"A convincing evidence of the political

object of this Investigation Is the atti-
tude of the District Attorney regarding
the Democratic records. If It was the
disinterested desire of the District At-

torney to protect the community from
the evils forbidden by the corrupt prac-
tices act It. was his duty to Investigate
the Democratic records as rigorously as
those of the Fusion committee. But al-

though he has had these records In his
possession since last January, having
obtained them by subpoena from Albany,
he has brought no proceedings In con-
nection with them Our own expert ex-

amination of them show that they are
full of many technical If not serious Ir-

regularities forbidden by law
"As chairman of your executive com-

mittee my Job has beet to bear the brunt
of this outrageous political attack and I
have no regrets. My chief satisfaction
Is that Judge Finch's decision clears the
memory of Mayor Mltchel. with whom
I was proud to be associated, from the
Imputation that he accepted the support
of a campaign committee which was un-
scrupulous In Its methods.

"I warn the public spirited citizens of
New York that this attack, which was
obviously designed to frighten

citizens from contributing to
or taking active pari In future political
campaigns, was aimed not at me, but at
them, and unless they are awakened to
the far reaching results of such sinister
political propaganda and the alms of Its
authors. It will be serious for the best
Interests of the city and State."

WOMAN KILLS IN FAMILY ROW.

Says Brother-in-la- w Tvwler Called
Her a Bad Name.

Enraged fit mmes called her during a
quarrel In a bakery at 12S Klghth ave-
nue. Newark, yesterday afternoon, Mrs.
Maria Davlde. 25. 132 Eighth avenue,
shot and killed her brother-in-la- Giu-
seppe Davlde, 35, and shot and wounded
Vlncenzo Divide, 4.S, another brother-in-la-

Mrs. Davlde walked to the Second pre-
cinct police station, following the shoot-
ing, and said she had killed her brother-in-la-

She wss arrested. Her husband
was not home.

Mrs. Davlde told the police Vlncenzo
Davlde was cont4nually Insulting her
and that he tald she was not good
enough to be a member of his family

nvcr since she came to this country.
Mrs. Davlde said, she had rejected

proposals to be friendly with her.
Because of this, she alleged, he attacked
her character. Yesterdny while she was
passing through the bakeshop she said
he called her bad names, whereupon ,she
went upstairs, obtained her husband's
revolver and then asked him If he meant
what ho said

According to the woman, he repeated
the epithet, and she shot at him twice,
wounding him In the arm. Mrs. Davlde
didn't know whether she had killed him.
Giuseppe, she explained, Jumped between
them and seized her by the throat, when
she pressed the revolver against his
stomach and fired, He died In a few
minutes. "

Bcsults of Maine Election and
Hays-Tumul- ty Episode

Cheer Leaders.

FESS SEES MANY GAINS

Party's Platform Is "Win the
War," Says Bepublican

Campaign Chief.

fpeeial Dtipalch to Tnt Set.
WAaitiNOTON, Sept. 15. A noticeable

rise In Republican confidence has taken
place here, due to the results of the
Maine election and the Hays-Tumul-

correspondence. In which Republicans be-

lieve the Republican chairman easily
bore off the honors.

Representative Fess, In charge of the
Republican campaign, speaking of the
Republican chances, said y:

"The Republican party will make
gains In Kansas. Missouri, Illinois, Ohio
and other States In the Congressional
elections, in my belief. Of course nobody
can tell Just what will happen. I am
confident we will swing the House and
considerably reduce Democratic control
In the Senate. This does not mean ob-

struction on our part lf we win. We are
In the war to wire and that Is the plat-
form we are campaigning on that and
a more efTldent administration of war
work."

The battle royal this fall will be fought
to see whether Republicans can regain
control of the lower branch of Congress.
In the Senste the Republicans will be
satisfied with making some gains with-
out obtaining a majority.

Thus far the Democrats have little to
crow over. The Maine elections cast
gloom over their camp not that they
expected to sweep the State or anything
like thaC but they did hope to gain the
Second district. Instead of that. Repub-
lican Incumbent White beat Democratic
aspirant McGllllcuddy by a majority
five times greater than It was In IMS.
The Maine elections, coming along In
September, are regarded by Republicans J

as a fairly accurate estimate or tne way
the undercurrent of publlc opinion la
heading.

In the. Maine campaign Democratic
speakers went so far as to mnke It ap-
pear the election of Republicans would
be a positive Joy to the Trusslan war
lords. To the Joy of the silent Repub-
licans and the chagrin of the party In
power this sort of talk was labelled
"bunk" by the Maine voters, and put
out of their minds altogether. Had It
succeeded In Maine It Is probable that
every Republican candidate for Congress
In a close district would have had to
fight aganat this thinly veiled disloyalty
charge.

One real reason back of the desire for
Republican control of the House is that
through sticking to the "senior
ity rule" It has been termed the "snll-It- y

rule" the chairmen of many of the
highly Important House committees are
not all that could be desired. North
Carolina, for Instance, one Southern
State, has four very Important chair-
manships Representative Pou, Rule
Committee : Representative Small, Rivers
and Harbors Committee: Representative
Webb,' Judiciary, and Representative
Kltehln. Ways and Means.

In addition" to this fact, every Impor
tant House committee has a Southern j

chairman. The South represents such a
small nart of the country. Industrially I

and economically, that this fact Is more'
and more reented, the crowning touch
being put on by Representative Kltehln '
drawing up the present revenue bill on
his old theory of letting the Southern i

voter down easily and hitting the North,
particularly New iork,

CONGRESSMEN SHIFT

TO 'VICTORY' STAND

Nominees for Keeled ion
Change Attitude on Prose-

cution of the War.

The National Security League made
public additional replies yesterday which
have been received from Representative
In and nominees for Congress In answer
to a questionnaire sent out by the league
asking for declarations of their position
on preparedness and the prosecution of
the war. The statement giving the re-
plies received reads In part .

Thomas J Steele of Sioux City, who
represented the Eleventh Iowa district
In the Sixty-fourt- h Congre.s. and voted
wrong on all six of the principal pre-
paredness and war measures considered
by It, writes :

'"I consistently supported every meas-
ure tending to enable this country to
support Its dignity nd honor among the
nations, and to that end vfifed and sup-
ported all measures tending to strengthen
the army and navy.'

"Representative Ayre of the Klghth
Kansas district, who voted wrong on
four of the eight measures used In the
Security League's Congressional chart,
writes that he has been for preparedness
since July, 1911, and that his position Is
the same now 'only for more prepared-
ness.'

"A similar condition appearn in refer-
ence to Representative Helvering of the
Fifth Kansas dltrlet. .who, with four
wrong votes, replies to the questionnaire:
'I voted for every measure of prepared-
ness proposed by the Army and Navy
departments and b the National

"'We must go through the war to a
successful conclusion. The more money
and men we put Into it at this time the
quicker we will bring about such a t,'

writes John J. Casey of Wllkes-barr- e.

Fa., who represented the Elev-
enth Pennsylvania d'strlct In the Sixty-fourt- h

Congress and voted against the
Kahn amendment to the Hay armv bill
increasing the Regular Army and against
the recommitment of the naval appro- -
prlation bill In June, 1S1C, with Instruc-
tions for an Increase

"John C Knapp of Slsseton, S. D., who
was nominated for United States Senator
by the Socialists, writer that he has
declined to accept the nomination.

WAR BRINGS PSACE
TO HARRIED OYSTER

Labor Shortage Makes It
Safer for Bivalvet.
tpttial Dtipateh to Tax Sex.

BALTiuoKg, Sept. IS. The world war
Is giving oysters In the Chesapeake Bay
and Its tributaries a long needed reJt
because It has created a labor shortage
so serious that dredge ooats cannot be
manned. Even If crews is ere nblunablo
tt.e high wagec are beyond the purses
ol vessel owntrv

Bcause of conditions which will make
dredging almost Impossible during the
present season, oysters will continue, as
they now are, a luxury this winter, and
In fact until the war ends and labor
conditions again become normal.

Such oysters as will be In the mar-
ket will come from Virginia and the
tongers' beds In the tributaries of the
bay. The Industry will be still further
hampered by the new draft which has
called to arms owners and masters of
vessels andhelr crews.

HDGE POTATO CROP

KEPT BRITAIN1N WAR

Except for This She Might
Have Been Starved Into Sub-

mission, Says Prothcro.

LoNnoK, Sept. 15. The huge addi-

tional potato crop grown In England In
1917 enabled that country to maintain
Its position as a belligerent, visiting
American editors were told at a dinner
yesterday. Rowland n. Prothero, presi-

dent of the Board of Agriculture, the
speaker, said that but for this one crop
Great Britain might have been starved
Into submission.

Nothing, he said, so stimulated the
farmers to do their best as "the argu-
ment that every ton of food they raised
helped to bring over the American army
to shorten the road to victory."

Aorrlcnltural Problem.
Concerning the aid which the

has done and is doing to in-
crease production he said:

"Wo are finding men to replace the
labor they lost something like SO.OOo

returned soldiers. Thanks (o the energy
of 'our army we have something like
20.000 German prisoners at work on land
and we have Increased the number of
women land workers by upward of 200.-00-

For the harvest we provided an
additional 10.000 soldiers."

Among other provisions made to help
the farmers which he enumerated were
60.000 tractors, 100,000 threshing ma-
chines and 100.000 horses. The result.
Judging by acreage, Mr. Prothero said,
was the largest crop of wheat, barley,
oats' and rye ever produced In the United
Kingdom. Rome SOO.OOO tons of food
were raised by allotment holders alone.

Sir Worthlngton Evans spoke on the
production ol munitions and predicted
that America would equal if not surpass
the gigantic scale on which England was
producing munitions.

Gen. Branckers Message
Major John I Balrd Parliamentary

Secretary to the Air Board, told the
editors that "you can produce more
effect upon the enemy and do more
toward shortening the war by turning
out airmen and aero engines than per-
haps anv sphere of military activity"
He a.ldd :

"Gcr. Brancker. whom we cmmiesloneil
to go to America at your request, senrle
this message "Please tell our Anie--c-

friends ihat they have unlimited
supply of the nxxvt magnificent pilots It
Is possible to Imagine. Tell them aUo
that the Liberty engine i better than
even they seem to guess." ""

Major Balrd said some people wore of
the opinion that the war might be ended
In the air. This he doubted, adding that
although aviation might not finish the
war It would make all other wars Im-
possible, because carried to a logical
conclusion the atr forces can be de-

veloped to such an extent that the idea
of vvr from the air would be so appall-
ing that the human race would not
stand It

"Out of thlv marvelloush- - efficient
war weapon." Major Balrd declared, "it
Is conceivable that we should forge a
weapon for peace more potent perhaps
tlun any other weapon."

Whole Plan Based on Necessity j

of Making the Nation

building not absolutely necessary" In win-

ning the war, the War Industries Board
has asked the State Defence Council to
pass upon all proposed construct tea. The
work will be done through the County i

Home Defence Committees.
The county committees will transmit

recommendations, with a summary of
facts, to the State Defence Council, which
will review the case. "If the State coun-
cil rules against construction work the
War Industries Board will back up the
action. But if county councils and the
Stale, council are too lenient and approve
unnecessary construction the War Indus-
tries Board has power to step In and
stop the work.

The whole plan Is based on the neces-
sity of making the nation work or fight,
putting everything on a win the war
basis. All construction work where th
cost comes to 12,500 or more must be
referred to the county councils for
action.

Ability of the War Industries Board
to enforce this plan rests upon the fact
that It controls priorities and has also
secured from the manufacturers of build-
ing materials a pledge not to supply ma-
terials for projects which are not author-
ized under the regulations of the War
Industries Board.

National Powers Delegated.
Extension to the State Defence Coun-

cil of the power to stop unnecessary
building construction comes as a result
of the Interchange of letter between the
President and the Secretary f War,
who Is chairman of the Council of Na-
tional Defence, In which the President
approved the suggestion that the ma-
chinery of the State defence councils of
the nation should be used as much as
possible Instead of creating extensive
bureaus of Federal departments.

In ia letter to Gov. Whitman, chair-
man of the State Derence Council,
Arthur H. Fleming, chief of the section
on cooperation of States of the Council
of National Defence, said :

"It la hardly too much to say thHt
the success of the entire priorities sys-
tem of the Government will under this
plan depend upon you. We trust you
will give It your unremitting attention
and at the same time Impress upon your
entire organization the fact that this
task will be one of their most Important
functions."
