Coming after the recent speech of
Friedrich von Payer, the German lmpe-
tial Vice-Chanosilor, Mr, Balfour said
“thia oynical proposal of the Aus-
trinn Government is not a genuine at-
tempt te obtaln peace.

Mr. Balfour sald no one should take
wpon himmalf the task of rejecting with
a light heart any proposal which would
shorten the length of the war, He also
declared that no coallition ever had been
g0 strong as the allisd coalition and
that the enemy would not succeed in
breaking it.

Questions Now Definite,

Conversations such ax were proposed
by Austrin-Hungary, Mr. Balfour sald,
undoubtedly would have great valoe in
certaln  olreumstances.
