IS KILLED IN ACTION

Corporal Foster Carried Grocn

Banner Against the Ger-

man Advance.

WON CItOIX DE GUERRE

Wrote His Cousin That Boys of
G9th Wcro Thinking Only

of Victory.

Corporal Ilobert' A. Foster, S2, who
carried the Irish flag over the top when
opposing the' German advance at the
Marnc, wan kilted In action June 28.
He was a member of Company D, 165th
Infantry. As an enlisted man In the
old Sixty-nint- h he had been In service
on the Mexican border and after being
mustered out took a Government posi-
tion at Sandy Hook. When war was
declared he reenllsted.

Corporal .Foster believed that a won-
derful victory awaited the efforts of the
soldiers of the Allies; the old Sixty-nint- h

was making; a grand showing, the
boys were thinking of nothing: else but
victory, and he wrote to his cousin. Mrs.
Emma McGcehan, 700 Nostrand avenue,
Brooklyn, that he would rather be in a
trench fighting than back of the line.

It was this spirit that prompted him
to seize an Irish flag and go against the
enemy with It. "I held on to that old
preen flag," he wrote to his cousin June
14, "and went rljht 'over the top' with
my comrades. I feel mighty proud of
the feat, too." The Hag which Foster
carried "over the top" was brought back
to America and sent to President Wilson
at Washington. In May Foster was
decorated with the Croix de Guerre. He
was the son of the late Lieut. Charles
Foster and was born at the Fensacola
navy yard, where his father had charge
of a ship. His mother Is Mrs. W. Sea- -
grave, Tarrytown.

pose if they refused to do so.

"The men at a meeting voted to re-tu-rn

to wk thU morning, but I am In-
formed by their representatives that the
manufacturers refused 'to reinstate their
former employees. In view of the fact
that the workmen have so promptly com-
piled with my directions, I must Insist
upon the reinstatement of all these men.

U.S. BORN JAPANESE

MAY OWN PROPERTY

California Law Declared Not
to Apply to Natives of

tho State.

GIFT TO HIS CHILDREN

M. Harada Purchased Lot for
Them in Residential

Neighborhood.

Rivkrsipi, Cal., Sept. 17. Japanese
born In California may acquire and re-

tain title to Veal estate without viola-

tion of the alien land law.
Tills decision was handed down to-d-

by Judge Hugh II. Craig of the Superior
Court here In the case of the people of

the State of California versus M. Harada.
It was considered a test caso and was
the first under the State law.

Tho, California alien land law pro-

hibit persons not eligible to citizenship
from acquiring real estate In California
except to the extent and for the pur-
poses prescribed by treaty nnd with a
further exception In favor of leases for
agricultural purposes not exceeding three
years.

After the enactment of the law
Juklchl Harada, a Japanese, bought a
lot in a residentla, .iclghborhood In
Riverside and had the deed Issued to
Mine, SumI and Yoshlso Harada his
three minor children. They were born
in the United Staters and were therefore
citizens and entitled to hold real estate.

Residents of the neighborhood objected
to the Japanese occupying the property
and a committee waited upon Harada
with an offer to buy the lot from him at
a price above that which he had paid.
He declined to sell, explaining It was tho
kind of a neighborhood In which he
wished to bring up his children.

The State later, through the Attorney-General- 's

office, brought suit to have the
property declared escheated to the State.
It was the contention of Joseph L.
Lewlnsohn. Denuty Attorney-Genera- l.

who represented the State, that Harada
had the deed Issued to his children
merely as a subterfuge to evade the law,
Harada Insisted that in having the deed
Issued to his chlldren'he made them an
outright and unconditional gift of the
property. This was tho Issue involved
In the decision handed down

The question of the constitutionality
of the law was raised In a preliminary
hearing and the court held It was con-
stitutional. The Superior Court In Cali-
fornia Is the court of first Instance,
there being two higher courts in the
State.

BILL TO BE DRAWN

FOR TRADES COURT

Business Men Will Press Mi-

ller's Proposal Beforo the
State Legislature.

Men In various trades have been
much Impressed with a suggestion made
by Cyrus C. Miller, director of the
bureau of transportation nnd distribu-
tion of the State Food Commission, thnt
an net should be passed by the New
York Legislature establishing trades
courts In the, neighborhood of large
centres for the speedy disposal of trade
claims and disputes arising between
merchants.

Mr. Miller has addrcsred various
trades bodies1 and groups on the sub-
ject, and It Is understood that men In.
several trades will have a bill drawn
embodying Mr. Miller's proposition. Tho
proposed trades court is along the lines
of "tribunals of commerce" in Belgium
and "courts of commerce" In France,
which have long been maintained with
great success.

"The proposed law," Mr. Miller ex-

plained to a Sun man, "would be applied
by a Judge presiding over the court
who can Interpret the law, assisted by
tay Judges who are representative mem-
bers of the trade In which a dispute
arises nnd who would bo familiar with
trade customs governing such transac-
tions. Such representatives should be
nominated by the various trades, and
would be called upon by the presiding
Judge to sit when cases Involving the
particular trade they represent would
come up.

"The court also should have the iiower
of conciliation somewhat along the lines
of such powers provided In the munici-
pal court act of the City of NeV York,
whereby It might hear disputants before
trial and possibly reconcile their differ-
ences so that a trial might not be neces-
sary."

BUTTER SHORT; PRICE JUMPS.

U. S. Regnlntlon of Distribution

Youth Admits Thefts of $50,-00- 0

Worth of Japaneso
Art.

Tho mystery that surrounded the rev
cent disappearance of a number of Jap-
anese prints and etchings, estimated to
be worth $50,000 or more, from tho li-

brary of the Metropolitan Museum of
Art was solved yesterday when Alexan-
der Ilosenfeld, a nineteen-year-ol- d art
student, pleaded frullty to the thefts,
after lie had been arrested by private de-

tectives employed by BJward Hoblnson,
a director of the museum.

Ilosenfeld, who said he lived at 1085
Park nvenuc, told Magistrate Corrlgon
that ho had sold tho stolen prints to an
art dealer for $900 He said he repre-
sented them to be works of nrt thnt had
been recovered from Uelaium

Authorities of the Metropolitan Mu-
seum refused to give any Information re-

garding tho thefts last night except to
say that a number of .prints had been
stolen from the library of the museum,
that tho person responsible had been ar-

rested and that tho stolen treasures had
been recovered.

Ttosenfeld was held In $1,000 ball on a
charge of grand larceny by Magistrate
Corrlgan.

Iichlnd tho fact of the theft of the art
pieces by Ilosenfeld Is a story of a
young artist's efforts to obtain recogni-
tion, of years of frugal "Mng while he
pursued his art studies, of a love affair
with a girl who sympathized with his
ambitions nnd of his final approach to
almost the threshold of success.

'fence' operating on Fifth uvenue that
they look after It nnd Investigate." said
Magistrate Corrlgan yesterday when ho
heard the case against llosenfold.

Ilosenfeld Is understood to have told
the police nil tho details of how he dis-

posed of the prints.
After Ilosenfeld had been arraigned

yesterday an attractive young woman
who said she was the young man's
sweetheaK appeared nt the station house
where he was confined and told n story
of the young mnn's Interest In art and
his ambitions to achieve distinction In
an artistic career.

Itosenfeld's parents are Raid to bo
Austrlans and to have been wealthy be-

fore the outbreak of the war.

TOIISHUS'S FLFA REFUSED.

Federal Jadire IJenlrs Motion to
Postpone Trial.

AfBUItN. N. Y., Sept. 17. Judge
