In the Berlin Tageblatt, said the
Americans might undergo their first se-

rious examination In defensive warfare
under Berthelot, now writes an article
for the Dusseldorfer NacAHcMeu on the
battle of St. Mihlel. He says that the
German army command observed a fort-
night ago between the Meuse and the
Moselle suspicious French army move-
ments, especially on the Periphery Itlver.
at the bend'near at. Mihlel, which led
to the conclusion that a speedy attack
would ocur at this point

"The enemy." he says, "did not suc-
ceed In effecting a surprise. Since the
end of August German airmen had been
observing the massing of heavy artil-
lery, tanks and bridge material, and
In the .last dsys large numbers of In-

fantry on the east and south bank of
the river bend. The enemy had erected
workshops some kilometers from the
bank, where Individual bridge parts
could be so prepared as to be able to
be put together without hammer blows.
All this led to the conclusion that a
speedy attack was Imminent.

"The German army command could
not contemplate advancing to meet It In
the river bend near St. Mihlel. because
a defence and resistance (verteldlgung
und gegcnwehr) might have been at-

tacked concentrically.
Strategical Value Lost.

".Moreover, the occupation of St.
Mihlel and the ground before It long
since had lost strategical value. SI.
Mihlel was washed out by the tidal
wave of the German Invasion In 1914.
In the ebb which followed the German
occupation It remained behind, like
water in coastal sand banks. The po-

sition seemed to gain Importance Indeed
when by a brilliant deed of arms by a
Bavarian battalion the Fort Cam des
Romalns, dominating St. Mihlel, wus
stormed and Individual supporting
points, especlairytKe Combres heights,
were won.

'"The value of this possession, how-
ever, only lasted so long as the German
army command still strove to take Ver-
dun."

Gen. Ardenne repeats the official
apology that the evacuation of tit. Mihlel
was contemplated for years snd that a
new .position to the rear was begun
which closed the bend, as with the
string of a bow. This string can be
pictured as stretched roughly between
Fresnes, In the Lorraine hills, north of
the Combres heights and Pagny, on the
Moselle.

Gen. Ardenne says that Marshal Foch
could not l)ave failed to note the move-
ments, for he hastened the attack as
much as possible because he wished to
attack the German Infantry divisions,
which still remained at the river bend
near St. Mihlel, and to envelop and de-

stroy them. "Foch," he says, "too often
has seen the successful results of con-
centric attack by the Germans not to
attempt consistently to apply It him-
self."

Pralaea Austrian Forces,
After briefly describing the course of

the battle Gen. Ardenne says:
"Austrian divisions brilliantly par-

ticipated In safeguarding the German
withdrawal. Especially were the Bos-
nian regiments noted. This was the first
time that mixed Austro-Hungaria- n

troops cooperated with their German
brothers In arms on the battlefield. Hith-
erto only Austrian tanks with 30.5
centimeter mortars appeared on the bat-
tle front. The common struggle was a
visible sign of the fidelity of the e

of both imperial Powers which the
Entente vainly cndeaors to undermine.
The American, frontal attack had rather
great success, gaining ground and con-

siderable prisoners nnd guns.
"The whole course of the war shows

the French command has not ceased to
wish to thrust through the eastern
shank of the army, a position which was
adopted after the first battle of the
Marne; the battle order thereby being

Mihlel Is now seen to have been a care-

fully planned undertaking" of considera-
ble magnitude. The number of attack-
ing enemy divisions Is not yet known for
certain, but we know that 'our losses In
prisoners were due to the extensive use
by ' the enemy of tanks. More than
1,000 armored cars of all slieB partici
pated.

"One of our divisions counted In Its
sector atone sixty large and forty small
tanks. Troops who hold out stoutly In
their positions are always liable to be
surrounded by this mobile arm."

ALLIED LABOR GETS
U. S. PEACE TERMS

London Conference Asked to
Indorse Wilson Position.

London', Sept. 18. The American del-
egates to the Interallied labor and So-

cialist conference to-d- presented pro-
posals that the conference indorse the
fourteen points laid down by President
Wilson In his address to Congress Janu-
ary 8 as the conditions on v.Mch peaco
may be established and maintained.

The .proposals assert that the follow-
ing basic principles should also be In-

corporated In the treaty of peace:
"In law and In practice the principle

shall be recoenlzed that the labor of a
Lhuman being Is not a commodity or an

uriicie oi uoiniiiori;r.
"Involuntary servitude shall not

exist except as punishment for crime
for which the party shall have been
duly convicted.

"The right of free association, free
assemblage, free speech and free press
shall not be abridged.

"Seamen of the merchant marine shall
be guaranteed the right to leave their
vessels when they are In a safe harbor.

"No article or commodity shall be
shipped or delivered In International
commerce In the production of which
children under 16 years of age have
been employed or permitted to work.

"The basic workday In industry and
commerce shall not exceed eight hours.

"Trial by Jury shall be established,"
The American proposals favor a world

labor congress at the same time wnrt
place as the peace conference, and also
direct official representation of workers
In the official delegations of each of the
belligerents formulating the peace treaty.

U. S. FLIER DOWNS 3

DISEASE RAVAGES

TOWN NEAR ESSEN

Populace Deserts
Swept, by Dysentery War

News Adds to Woes. 1

The llAattR, Sept 18. In conversing

to-d- with a neutral who arrived yes-

terday from Dulsburg, the great river
and manufacturing town not far from
Essen, I learned that much dlsatlsfac-tlo- n

exists there over the way affairs
have been mismanaged. My Informant

"said:
"1 have been living In Dulsburg for

five months. Conditions there now are
particularly bad owing to the prevalence
of dysentery, which Is making great rav
ages among the population."

My Informant produced a copy of Sat-

urday's Rhcine und Rugrzeitung, which
contained a display advertisement warn-
ing the public that dysentery Is very
infectious. Is Increasing rapidly and giv-

ing rules for avoiding It. Continuing
this neutral said:

"Of the ten Inmates of the house In
which I lived four died of the disease
last week, whereupon I decided that ft
change of air was advisable. Dule-burge- rs

are disheartened over the re'
ports of the German retirement. They
were Informed tht the German army
had taken up new positions In order betk
ter to defeat the enemy, but they know
better. They now say that Germany
cannot win the war.

"Dulsburg Itself presents a dismal ap-

pearance since most of the shops have
been closed or are being closed. There
Is no life In the town, the cafes are de-

serted and only one or two moving pic-

ture houses arc open.
"The Kaiser's popularity Is not what

telegrams to the various societies with
the object of keeping himself In evidence
and reviving loyalty.

that he has incurred disgrace, and
though It Ib not known whether this Is
true he certainly has suffered a loss of
prestige owing to the terrific sacrifices
of the army under his command without
any thing but failure to show as a re-

sult of Its operations.
