70 BOOM BIG LOAN DRIVE

Altar of Liberty Will Be Bailt
in Madison Square—Day
for Each Country.

Through the coaperation of the Wifth
Avenus Assoclation ths Liberty Loan
fommittes announced yestefday that {t
tas completed plans whereby virtually
the entire shopping distriet of Fifth wfe-
nue will ba converted into & huge u_lr‘l-
otie display for the benefit of the fourth
Liberty Loan, which begins next Satur-
day. ‘The avenus will lose fta fdentity
practically from Madison  Square to
Fifty-eighth atreet, becoming the "Ave-
pos of the Allles,” and each of twenly-
two blocks wifl have a decorative scheme
based on the flag of one of the allled
nations.

The plan has besn carsfully. worked
out by a committes uf prominent artists
ond architects and Is the chief feature
o' the educational publicity programme
by which the Liberty Loan committee
expectn to stimulate the sales of the
Government bonda in this district. Sec-
ond oniy In interest to ths flag display
will be an “Altar of Liberty,” which
wi'l be erecled opposite the Worth Mon-
wument In Madison Square, This will be
the focal peint In the various eventa
which are scheduled {10 take place during
the campaign, & sort of patriotic eéivic
centre for the aity.

Each of the blocks Imcluded In the
scheme will be marked st sach end by
& large banner bearing the name of the
country to whose flag it Is devoted. Mid.
wiy in each block.a flag wHl be ralsed
in addition to thoss floallng from the
staffs in the'windows of the ssocond and
fourth floors of avery bullding. The
third floor windows will iy the bannars
of the Liberty Loan, The tweaty-two
blocks will be divided Into three groups
—{rom Tweaty-seventh to Thirty-ninth
streel, from Forly-third to Forty-ninth
sireet and from Fifty-second o Fifty-
sixth street. The remalning blocks will
display only the flag of the United
Etates,

Spots for Specinl Decerations.,

The blocks taking in the Publla Li-
brary, Madison Bquare and 8t. Patrick's
Cathedral will receive apecial decorative
treatthent. Directly in front of the Li-
brary and of 8t. Patrick’s Cathedral and
in Madison Bquare thers will be groups
of twenty-two tall poles displaying the
flags of each of the nations side by side.

The cost of the dimplay s being borne
entirely by subscriptions ralsed by a
special commilites of the Fifth Avenus
Assoclation.

Wasnirnorox, SBept, 11.—Whila a hun-
dred French veterans stood at saluts
the fourth Liberty Loan honor flag was
ralsed to-day st the top of the Treas-
ury, where It will iy throughout the
Loan on which starts next Bat-
urday. ' It was the first phblic display
of the banner, which la similar to the
amblem of the third Loan, _that
‘At bears four instead of thres blue bara
on the interior fleld of white.

Becretary McAdoo from the' south
wteps of the holsted the bane
ner whils a throng of Government em-
Ployets and repressntatives of allled
natlons cheered repsatedly for Gen.
Pershing, France, England, Italy and
the other allies. Moving ploturs cam-
eras ground out yards
will be diaplayed soon in theatres over
the entire country. The soldiers who
took & part in the ceremony
included membare of ths Forelgn Legion,
who are to tour the country during the
