Chairman Kitciiin's blatant boast
has been that he would assess the io

of the war on that part of the
country north of Mnson and Dixon's
line. His pertinacious ambition has
been not merely to assess It north
of Mason and Dixon's line, but to
wring It out of a few hundred thou-au- d

persons north Of Mason and
Dixon's line. Wherefore, he has
drawn against Industry taxes to kill
Industry. He has drawn against In-

dividuals tiur.ee to empty their pock-

ets. But the chicken that Is plucked
to Its skin Is Incapable of furnishing
more stuffing for feather pillows, ; the
man or woman that Is permanently
strapped may become useless for fur-

ther taxation purposes. The wheat
field that Is blasted by frost will pro-Tid- e

no bread; the tudustry that Is

throttled In Its necessary operations
will yield slimmer production.

These things, Mr. Kitchis, chair-
man of the Ways ami Means Commit-
tee, has been doing W lever best'to
bring about. Vet some of the things
that he declared never should happen
are actually taking place. He pro-

posed, but God disposed. (
Because Kitchin would strap them,

tens of thousands of Individuals may
take fewer bonds than they were able
to take before. Thousands of Indus-

trial and commercial concern may be
able to take fewer. Because Kitchin
would strap them, tens of thousands
of individuals may not be abld even to
pay the Income taxes they paid e.

Thousands of Industrial and
commercial concerns may be In the
same box. Nevertheless, the economic
law takes Mr. Kitchin by the collar
end shake some of his economic stu-

pidities out of his pystem.
Deliberately Mr. Kitchin excluded

millions and millions of American
citizens from tho Income tax pro-

visions. But now the higher cost of
living Is recruiting them by millions
In the Income tax army.

like the advances that have boon given
In other Industrial fields. Yet tho
official records show that more than
l.'i.OOO railway workers iu general and
division officers, averaging consider-
ably lower than $2,000 a yeuMn 1017,,
have gone over the income tax top by
several hundred dollars each In 1018.
Some C,!)00 travelling agents were fur
below tho Income tax deadline last
year; now they aje on the very edge
of It, and goodness knows how far be-

yond It they will be next year. The
name Is true of nearly C.000 train
despatchers. Some 4,000 yardmnsters
who were clean out of It until this
yenr are now In the Income tax zone.
The snnie Is true of some 22.000 yard
engineers, while nearly .'18,000 road
freight engineers have gone over the
Income tax top, with more Hum 30,000
load freight conductors close at their
lieols. More than 20,000 passenger
engineers and conductors wero lu the
tixempt dugouts last year; now they
aro right out on the firing line. Some
350,000 brand new Incomo tax payers
In this one field alone!

But u great deal more than this has
happened. Hundreds of thousands
working directly and Indirectly for
dm fiovernnient- - shipbuilders, steam-li- t

tors, rlggen Iron and steel workers,
trcimral mechanics, muultlon workers

nod tho like havo had their earnings,
through hlghor pay and through
heavy overtime allowances, run up
from $24, $27 and $30 a week to $50,
$00, $70 and even $80. Skilled labor,
In other words, has been hoisted Into
the Incomo tax class by war prices.
That Is where our colossal war costs
are going to limited numbers In mill-Ion- s

of dollars, but to those general
workers In billions of dollars.

Now, tho fact that the higher wages
are supposed to havo been granted
merely to keep up with tho higher
cqst of living makes no difference In
tho way tho earner of tho higher
wages Is caught In the Income tax
lines. All must be grlit for the mill.
Kitchin had the nerve to declare
ho never wduld lower the Income tax
line sufficiently to cntch them, but
he will nover have the nerve to keep
raising and raising the Income tax
line so that they can't get In, al
though they are being swiftly Inflated
by hundreds of thousands Into tho
Income tax class.

This Is a matter of vast Impor-

tance to tho nation and to the world,
whose fate hangs upon our part
In tho war. The thinking minds of
tho country always knew that If
Kitchin took every penny of tho
rich man's Income, every penny of
the well to do man's Income, It wouM
not be enough altogether to finance
the war for more than a few weeks.
The thinking minds of the country
always knew that If he took all tho
earnings of the corporations It would
not bo enough altogether to finance
the war for more than a few weeks.
Every thinking mind always knew
that the big proportion, .the over-
whelming proportion, of the national
Incomo, which Is the country's pro-

duction, goes to the American people
as a mass. Everybody knew but
Kitchin. Vet neither with a low
Income tax exemption nor with gen
eral consumption taxes would this
revenue creating genius go to the
Held where the revenues were and
where they will to tho
American people.

Secretary McAdoo of America Is
not economically crosseyed. He has
seen It all from the beginning. Ho
has forecast It to the end. So, al-

though he could not get Sir. Kitchin
of Scotland Neck, N. C, to see tho
truth or to admit It when he saw It,
the Secretary still did not become
unduly excited even when panic
hurst over Washington at tho news
that the war In this fiscal year would
require several billion dollars more
than Washington had estimated. No
doubt when we begin to hear from
the Senate wc shall find that there
are minds as clear there as In the
Treasury Department. No doubt the
Senate will not try to close mills and
factories and foundries, but will try
to kwp them open. No doubt the
Senate will recognize that all Ameri-
cans, men of big Incomes and men
of little Incomes, wish to dedicate to
the winning of this war all the taxes
they can pay, but that it is sheer
fool business for the Government to
tax men, to tax Industries, to tax
anything out of taxable existence.

Yet, even If the Senate cannot suc-
ceed In putting reason and safety
and effectiveness Into tho rcvenuo
measure of Mr. Kitchin of Scotland
Neck, N. C, the law of economies
will still be on the Job.

Queen Marie's Bevolt Against Ger-
many.

. Dr. Wir.HET.M Sor.r, the German
Colonial Secretary, and Field Mar-

shal Mackknskn have been ordered
to Bucharet, according to a despatch
frm Amsterdam. The semi-offici-

Xorddeuttclic AUyciiuiine Zciturtff,
quoted in tho despatch, says that an
"agltntlon" has been started in Bu
maulun districts unoccupied by the
German military forces "which alms
at nothing less than to Induce Ru-

mania to side with the Entente and
to declare war again against the
Central Powers."

The Rumanians do not forget, nor
are they ever likely to forget, that
they were cheated ont of their share
In the war through tho treachery of
StI'bmkb and Soukhomunoff, the
two evil geniuses of Russia. Before
the ltumaiiluns had an opportunity to
prove their strength or to carry out
their military plans they were be
trayed Into the power of Germany,
to bo robbed of their national re-

sources and defences, and subjected
by tho exactions of a military treaty
to n political and economical sub-
servience to Berlin. There has been
a sullen and defiant opposition to
tho enforcement of tho demands
which Germany Insists upon ns her
rights, under the pence treaty, and
uprisings of the people ngainst their
oppressors havo resulted In frequent
clashes ltotwccn the Bumnnlaiiri and
tho German army of occupation.

That tills opposition may have seen
Some hope in the early successes of
tho present Balkan offensive Is pos-

sible. But the willingness of Germnn
official and semi-offici- newspapers
to acknowledge tho "seriousness" of
the agitation and their statements
that It has the encouragement of
King Keddinano and that "the soul
of the movement Is admittedly Queen
Mauie" aro significant, Vienna and
llerllu have for years made tho
Queen the subject of attacks. These
attacks wero especially malevolent
and cruel when slio exerted all her
power and Influence to align Ru-

mania with the Allies.
Tho former Rumanian Premier,

'lKF, Jonkscu, in his Interview In
Pnrls, said that ho had posithe
knowledge that "the Gcrnlnns will
seize tho first opportunity for tlepos-In- g

the present dynusty and replac-
ing It by a German princeling, who
would definitely accept tho humiliat-
ing rfllo forcibly Imposed upon the

King of Rumania at tho present time,
that of being In reality a stnto prls-- ,
oner." Berlin would wolcomc tho
present agitation, Insidiously credited
to the leadership of the Queen, as a
long sought pretext for carrying out
this design. There can bo no doubt
that the mission of Dr. Sotr and
Marshal Majckensin will result In
further oppression and humiliation
for Rumania.

The Note on Kuisla's Horror.
The telegrnm which Secretary Lak-s- i
no has sent to the American rep

resentatives In all allied and neutral i

countries, asking that civilization
register Its abhorrence of the elaugh- - j

tor In Russia, takes pains to say that
the Immediate action which should
bo taken "Is entirely divorced from
the atmosphere of belligerency and
tho conduct of war." That clauso
probably Is for the cars of the neu-
trals, who see, as well as the horror
of tho murders, tho German purpose
behind them. Theso neutral nations,
some of them already tho victims of
German frlghtfulness, may bo moved
not only by tho appeal to humanity
but by the fact that Germany, which
has established anarchy In Russia,
would be quick to try It on In any
other land whero It would serve her
Interests.

Tho American attempt to arouse all
decent nations against tho Russian
outrages Is avowedly "to Impress
upon the perpetrators of these crimes
tho aversion with which civilization
regards their present wanton acts."
Of course the mere aversion of civili-
zation would not deter Lenine and
Tbottky and their vicious followers
from keeping on. They are criminals,
but they are not idiots, and they
know quite well how the outer world
regards the butcheries which they
havo Incited under German pay. We
have, however, to read between and
beyond the lines of Washington's
note. An expression of aversion one
with teeth In It might Indicate to
the betrayers of the Russian people
the intent of civilization to follow
the pen with tho sword.

Tho conspirators In Russia can
hope for little help from a Germany
that Is falling back to her own fron-
tier, beaten. Lenine nnd his crew
know this. The prospect of having
not only thp allied Governments but
also the t neutral nations arrayed
against them might cause them to
halt tho red debauch. Fear, not
shame, will check them.

The Spirit Back of the Austrian
Disaffection.

Jugo-Slav- a report from Wash-
ington says, will soon rccelvo official
recognition from the United States.
The acknowledgment of the right of
the southern Slavs to n separate na
tional existence will be In intent nnd
purpose the same as the declaration
of Czecho-Slova- k Independence. This
Is the recognition of practically the
entire Slav population of Austria-Hungar-

numerically the strongest
racial element of the country. It
represents a separatist movement In-

volving the whole or the eastern por-

tion of the Dual Monarchy, a line
urihroken, save for the Hapshurg
crown lands of upper Austrln and
Styria, from the German frontier
quite to the southern boundary of
Dalmatla and Bosnia.

The impotence of the Austro-Hun-gnrla- n

Government against the sep-

aratist tendency of the Slavs Is one
of tho remarkable outgrowths of the
war. The ficnuco ll'cfpinicie
y.cltunp, the Krupps organ nt Ksen,
expresses the Teutonic fear In this
movement In saying Unit since the
recognition by Great Britain aud tho
United States of Uie Czecho-Slovak-s

the agitation for tile establishment of
an Independent Slav State "has risen
to unprecedented heights and tho
Austrian Government eeems unwill-
ing to dare to take action against
tlie 'traitors.' "

It is perhaps not so much fear
that halts repressive measures by tho
Austrian Government as Its Inability

'to meet the actual difficulties which
tho attempts would Involve. The op-

position of Hungary to the conduct of
the war, to the dominance of Berlin
nnd to occupying n minor position In

tho monarchy presents nn nlmcmt
equally serious problem to Austria.
Hungary has openly questioned Aus
trla's right to force her continuance
in the war and has accused Austria
of sacrificing Hungnrlan troops on
tho battlefield to nttaln purely Ger-
man ends. Here, however, there has
been nn organized Government with
nn able Premier at lt head to deal
vflth, and a represcntatho parlia-
mentary body to give volco to the
dissatisfaction of tho people. But In

tho Slavs Austria meets an appar-
ently lenderless body, but at the same
tlmo a masterful power united through
some mysterious, Intangible, Inde-

scribable means for tho attainment
of a common purpose.

In the Jugo-Sla- v movement there
has not been the name of a single
lender that has appeared. Tho con-

ference of Corfu was called appar-
ently by the Serbian Premier, Pas-itc-

It was tho South Slavs, not
any especially designated leader, who
drew up the declaration of Corfu
and who gave the conference Its na-

tional character. Iu the dramatic
Journey of tho Czecho-Slovak- s across
Rutisla there has been named no
leader, In their struggle to maintain
tho position of the Allies In Siberia
nnd In Russia in Europe there has
been no one Individual who has as-

sumed command or sought honors
for himself.

The Austrlans have found this
same difficulty of fixing upon some
definite leadership in their efforts
to forestall the desertions of Slavs
to tho enemy. There aro reported to

"r
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bo 80,000 Austrian Slavs lighting with
tho Serbs In the Balkans. There are
Czecho-Slovak- s In 'all tho armies
along the western front. They havo
Joined tho enemies of Austria not,
apparently, at the solicitation of any
high representative of their race, but
as Individuals, Tho Austrlans wero
evidently unaware of the lack of loy-

alty of their Slav regiments In tho
recent Italian offensive until tho be- -'

ginning of Uio advance.
To this fact tho Vienna reports

laid much of tho responsibility for
tho failure of tho offensive. The
Austrian official report complains that
although tho military commandqrs
had been Indefatlgablo In urging tho
Czocha to fight, they admitted a
heavy desertion to tho Italian lines.
Those Czechs, It was stated, gavo in-

formation to tho Italians that de-

feated all the surprises planned by
the Anstrlan commanders. "The
main share of theso revelations,"
says an Austrian communique, "the
military command has reason la
ascribing to Lieutenant Kabx. Stint
of an Infantry regiment, who de-

serted near Novcnta." Another offi-

cial report soys that Rudolf Papsi-ka- r,

Jumped
Into tho Plavo and swam tho river
at the risk of his life, "He revealed
position, strength nnd disposition on
his sector.

The
significant feature In these reports
was the absence of any evidence of a
concerted plan of action nraong the
Slav people, but acknowledgment of
an attainment through apparently In-

dividual acts of a wflil designed and
unified purpose.

Tho Slava' fight for Independence
Is thus not a manufactured, manipu-
lated movement of a few self-chose- n

leaders, but the mind of a great peo-

ple expressed In action. It Is the
same spirit that kept alive In the
Serbs through four centuries of Turk-
ish misrule the love of freedom and
tho determination to preserve their
nationality. It Is the spirit of a
united race, struggling for release
from oppression, a spirit which Haps-bur- g

autocracy now sees that It will
never again be able to conquer.

It Is a comfort to know that the
United Statu has taken flrat place In
ship production, and that lat month
our ship deliveries amounted to more
than all the tonnage, allied and neutral
that waa destroyed by the enemy. If
we ore doing so well now, In spite of
me slacking exposed by Mr. rizx, how
much better our shipbuilders will do
when General Crowds has kicked tha
shirkers out of the yards!

The Lack of Time It Harmful to
Artistic Effort.

To tub HaiToa or Tub Sun Sr: Born
and rained In a lare European city,
nmonp other things famous for Its art
nt cookery, my rirlhood education In
cluded a course In a cooking-- school
whero the pupils were Introduced to the
("ecrcta of delighting the palate. I took
pride nnd pleasure In the composition
of either exquisite or plain dishes, both
of which ere taught with thoroughnMs,
every detail recelvlnc attention and
using tho scalea freely.

Mra. Wilcox, who wishes American
womanhood trained away from the
measurements commonly known aa "a
pinch" and "a handful," overlook the
fact that It Is not the lack of good will
or even of knowledge which has In-

duced the American housewlfo to adopt
these. In the averigo case, however.
conditions under which this kind of
cooking Is done Is to blame for belnff
at the root of this evil.

Almost every European household of
tho middle class, as already mentioned
In this controversy by some other cor-
respondent, is provided with servants.
They may bo expensive In some of the
European countries, as for instance In
northern Italy, but they are available
for money.

Time most necessarily plays an Im
portant factor In tho American house
hold, whero the entirety of Its manifold
duties rests on two shoulders atone.
Hood cooking Is not difficult to learn, as
Mrs. Wilcox says, but to cook well re
quires time, a most precious and scarce
commodity in this country. Cooking
done as an art requires attention and
thought, and nobody can accomplish a
good dish without concentrating nil her
btit efforts on it at the time being. It
is not possible to devote such efforts
to this task, however, and at the same
time being harassed by the Idea that
baby upstairs might fall out of the high
chair.

Onco trained In the high art of cook
ing, necessity has forced me to adopt
the "pinch" and the "handful" with
gratitude. It Is mostly not a question of
knowing how to, but unfortunately of
being able to.

THE HUN'S FOUL TRICKS.

A Slxty-nlB- Haa Writes of German
Mliate of tke B Cross.

Dear Unci. Bill: Since I received
your letter of June 27 I have had quite
a lot of excitement which began on
July II while on a certain big front
through which tha Hun wished to push.
His best troops, the Prussian Guards,'
could not help him much In this case,
because there wen a bunch of New
Tork Irishmen against thim, Wa lift
them or rather what was left of them

where they started and went to a
place which was beginning to show
greater prospects for a real battle.

On July 28 the old Sixty-nint- h met ths
Hun again, this time on the front,
and here again tn Prussian Quards
were pitted against us. This time we
had them on the open and gave the
Huns no time to dig In. We sailed In
as skirmishers against his machine
guns with our good old Sprlngflelds,
Wow I how they did hop. We adranced
without artillery support, this because
the doughboys were pushing the Hun
back so fast that the artillery, much to
their sorrow, could not keep up with us.
Oee, Billy, It was a treat tight I can-

not on account of censorship rules men-

tion towns or rivers. Ac, but suffice It
to say that we went tar past our ob-

jectives.
The Hun as usual was playing rotten

foul tricks. He dressed his slaves tn
French uniforms as stretcher bearers,
with the Red Cross brassard on their
arms. They carried machine runs and
ammunition In their stretchers Instead
of wounded. His airplanes swooped
down and used their machine guns on
the wounded that were being carried off
the field. He also threw his shrapnel
Bhells at our Red Cross station, which
was plainly marked.

In this place a bunch of us were laid
out helpless on stretchers waiting tor
ambulances. They put one shell In 'a
hollow square around which the lied
Cross bulldlna- - was situated and about
nrty feet from where I was lying, but
luckily the shrapnel got none of us.

At one place we found the Hun's ma-

chine gunners chained to their guns and
at others lots of dead women dressed In
Hun uniforms, who had been operating
the runs beside which they were found.
During our march to the point of attack
we passed through woods and villages
hastily evacuated by the Hun. and In
these places he left behind rifles, trench
mortars and enough ammunition to start
another drive against the Allies.

The Hun does not like our bayonet
above all other things, and the Tanks
take great dellrht In showing him how
It Is used. I came out this time with a
bullet (machine gun) throuth the knee
lolnt. but It Is coming around fine now,
thanks to the diligent care of our doc-
tors and nurses. They deserve great
credit and praise, and they get It from
us If from nobody else. If things keep
on going the way they are now I think
T n 111 be eating my meals back In West-
chester pretty soon.

Send the Yanks over In goodly num-
bers, and pretty soon we'll all be say-
ing: "Oood-b- France; O Tou Broad-
way!" Then we will come home satis-
fied that we helped "make the world
safe for democracy."

WHAT ONK HUMAH BEING

Tim Sum a rew days ago I described my

two remarkable escapes from death by

I now feel It my duty to relate,
through the medium of Tub Sun, other
miraculous escapes, that I may Increase
the hope of ths 11,000,000 odd men called
to tho colors In the recent selective
draft. Thero will be a consoling deduc-
tion at ths conclusion of these reminis
cences, so I urge all draftees to read on
to "the end.

When I was 3 years old 1 got Into
the family msdlolne chest, with tho re-

sult that I tested tho contents of a bot-
tle of carbolic acid. Tho acid went
down my throat. In response to an
alarming squawk my mother thrust a
handful of lard down my throat and I
was well and unscarred vhtn the
doctor arrived.

When I was 12 years old I rolled over
a precipice while wrestling with a com-

panion at school. The fall was approxi-
mately forty feet. I landed In a bed
of rock, my head striking a boulder tn
tho descent. I was rendered uncon-
scious, but was revived after an hour,
and continued my studies.

Entering Western Journalism at an
early age, I followed the lead of cele-

brated frontier Journalists and wrote
in deflanco of all libel taws. 'As a con-

sequence I was twice sought .by men
who were known to be quick on the
trigger and who had vowed to shoot
me on sight. It Is a matter of record
thst each of my pursuers met a violent
death before he had a chance to carry
out his threat One was run down by
a locomotive and the other was
drowned.

On a rainy night, and In a locality
well known In the progressive Western
community of Kansas City and Its
seventy hills, I missed my footing at
the top landing of a flight of ninety-tw- o

steps, and rolled headlong to the
bottom. I was uninjured and walked to
the Silver Dollar buffet without as-

sistance. (The Silver Dollar was so
j named because Its artistically arranged
tile floor was Inlaid, at six inch Intel-vat- s,

with bright silver dollars. Several
of these had once belonged to me.)

t have been In two ntilroid wrecks,
each a head on collision, and la neither
occurrence was a single Injuty reported.
Two trains, which I had contemplated
boarding, but which I missed by a few
minutes, met with tragic results, entail-
ing great loss of life.

In the White Elephant ealoon (now
defunct) In Fort Worth, Tox., I was
hit full In the ripht eye by a man of
ponderous bulk. Tho blow measured me
to the floor, and my assailant, thinking
he had killed me, fled and lias not
been seen by me since that time. As a
matter of fact, once sure that he had
gone, I aroso and went to the wash
stand, where 1 bathed my own wound,
and taen went homo. I will admit,
however, that on tlio following day the
right side of my face looked as if It

had been stopping six Inch shells.
Compared with other adventures, my

drop of fire stories In a passenger ele-

vator at Omaha, Neb., would hardly be
worth mentioning were It not for tho
fact that the safety refused to woik,
and the stoppage of the car (apparently
of Its own accord) thirty feet above the
cement floored basement was declared
to be due to miraculous Intervention.

Somewhat similar was the adventure
In St. Georse's Canyon near Colorado
Springs. In company with one Abra-
ham Levy of Memphis. Tenn., I hail
gone to an elevation of 2,000 feet. I
was astride a burro and wo had begun
the descent, overlooking a ledge, with
2,000 feet of space below us, when my
burro slipped over a broad rock. Un-

derstand, the burro did not loso Ills
footing. A burro never does. But this
burro, with only the ledse between us
and the valley below, slid uninterrupt-
edly n distance estimated by Mr. Levy
at 500 feet. Of course I remained with
the burro.

My last Important adventure will re-

count a remarkably narrow- - escape,
a conceited attncl; of double

pneumonia nnd delirium tremens. It was
during my drinking days, to be suic.
and the tragedy was staged In ML

Louis, Mo. Awaklna tu a realization
that I had pneumonia and convinced
that I would not live many hours, I
mado my own- way to a local hospital.
There I swooned and was put to bed.
After several hours the attending phy-

sician took my history and ordered
that I should not havo any whiskey. At
T o'clock that evening my pneumonia
delirium began and the alcoholic de-

lirium was announcing Its preliminary.
I had strength enough to tell the nurse
that If the would get me a big hooker
of whiskey I was euro 1 could forestall
one of tho attacks. She culled the doc-
tor und I feebly repeated my argument.
"I'm going to die. anyhow, Doc," 1 said,
"so If I am to die don't let It be said
that I died dying for a drink."

lie jlehled nnd 1 was provided with a
small goblet of red liquor. There must
hac been at least, three ounci-- of It.
The mental effect was something ex-

traordinary. Tho delirium tremens dis-
appeared ond I breathed defiance at tho
other ailments, which now Included a
(.harp attack of pleurisy In the rlsht
side.

For seven, days I battled with the
pneumonia deliriums, the chief feature
embracing a vivid production of a wild
West moving plcturo In the making, tn
which about 1.000 people and COO

horees wero ued. The surroundings
wero those of Fort Kennedy, Ia., a
molng picture amphitheatre In th
woods, I recognised all these scene
and the 500, horses trampled over ini
regularly. Stranjre to say, thlrty-on- o

days after I had entered the hospital
I was down on tho plains of Oklahoma,

j riding a bronco and recuperating in
' splendid fashion.

The foregoing marks my" last and
most colorful of spectacular escapes,

j Now for the draft. I am In It. I
' signed up at ten minutes after 3 on the

fte nooi nt Sent, mbe 12. What do I

see? The battlefields, with German
siege guns and machine gun nests and

J angry bayonets? Nothing of the sort,
j Tho psychlo hunch leads In tho other
direction, and my psychic hunches uru
absolutely reliable.

With the grand onrush of Fershlng
as reported In despatches 1 see
the beginning of tho end. It bears out
what Psyche already has foretold. We
will never get thero. We won't be
needed. My last grand ftna; escape has
been recorded. Tho drafting of ours
obediently spells the end of the war. I

trust that 13,000.000 fellow draftees will
bet tlielr la.t thrift stamp on my

Surely they will admit that my
.record for escaping death by violence Is
not to be sneezed at.

Dr. Bombaugh refers, llks "Dr. Syn-

tax," to the Mippoaed Greek, Swedish
and Danish origin of the word, and also
to Its possible tracing to the Irish Bible,
and Dr. Bombaugh closes his treatment
of ths matter as follows:

An old version of ths Irish New Testa-
ment contains tha passage, "For It la writ-

ten. I will smite the shepherd, and tha
sheep of the flock shall be egedad oU"

This compound Irish word "sgedad ol"
(all scattered or utterly routed) was prob
ably used by some Irishman at uuw nun,
and, being regarded as felicitous, was at
once adopted.

for It U a compound of "skid,"
to run quickly or hurriedly, and "addle,"
to confuse, muddle a figurative use In
provincial English of "addle" as applied
to the disorganised condition of an ad-

dled egg.
The word "skid" Is a variant form of

"scud," of which Dr. Henry Bradley says
(New English Dictionary, vol. 8, s. v.) :

"First recorded In the sixteenth century,
but probably much older In colloquial
use. The Initial 'sc shows that the
word cannot descend from Old English:
if not formed onomatoposlcally or by
phonetic symbolism, it waa presumably
adopted either from Scandinavian or
from Low German or Dutch. Formally,
a possible origin would be Middle Low
German, Middle Dutch 'schudden,' to
shakn (Old Saxon "scuddlan"), whence
Swedish 'skudda,' Danish 'skudde,' but
tho 6ensa seems not sufficiently near.
Tho Old Norse 'skunda,' to hasten,
agrees In sense but not in form, tit has
been usual to refer the word to Danish
'skyde' (with long vowel), to shoot
(Old Norse "oklota"), 'skud,' shot
(Old Norse "shot"), but the Danish
change of V Into 'd' la a late develop-
ment, and Is not represented tn Eng-
lish words of Anglo-Danis- h origin. It
may be noted that several dialects have
a synonymous "scut' verb, of which
scud' may be an altered form. As the
earliest Instance of 'soud refers to the
movement of a hare, and this hLS always

It seems possible that It may be con-
nected with 'scut' substantive, the tall of

ja hare, sometimes applied to the animal

j The meaning of "skid" ts "to mn or

move briskly or hurriedly as a hare,"
and the earliest use found In this sense
dates from More's "Confutacyon of Tyn- -'

dale's Answero," 1632.
As for "addle," Skeat gives It as Mid.

die English. I found It in Phillips's
"New World of Words" (1706) defined;
"Empty or rotten; properly spoken of
an Egg, and figuratively apply'd to a
Halr-braln'- empty scull'd fellow." Here
Phillips used halr-braln- 'd (a term he
does not define) for "hare-brained- ," a
form that dates from 154S (Hall,
"Chronicle, Henry V.." p. 216 b), which
Is commonly understood to mean "hav-
ing no more brains or sense than a hare:
heedless, re ekless ; rash, wild, mad. Of
persons, tneir actions, sc." (fico New
English Dictionary, vol. 6, . v.)

Therefore, one may claim "skedaddle"
to be a compound of "skid" (corrupt,
"sl.cd," sometlmoii also "keeJ"), to run
hurriedly, and "addle," heedless or wild.
Hence "skedaddle" means running hur
rledly In a heedless and wild way, or In
a sauve qui peut method. Q. E. D.
