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Kitchin Taxes and Liberty Bonds.

In his Liberty loan address Secre-
gtary McAnoo emphasized the fact,
which Tur Sty has been lmpressing
upon the Congress revenua makers,
that the third issue was taken by
small subscribers. There were 1n all
18,000,000" subscriptions; the average
was only $240. IPurthermore, out of
the 18,000,000 subscribers, Secretary
McApgo told his audlence, there were
only 22500, Including corporations,
who bought Liberty bonds In excess
of $10,000 each. He saya that for
Jhe fourth loan, mow all but under
way, we must largely Increase the
number of subscribers between $10,-
000 and £100,000,

It 1s indeed important that the
number of blg subseribers should be
fnerensed. It I8 necessary to the
success of the fourth loan that both
business interests and Individuals of
big Incomes should join the milllons
of emall subscribers ithat are assured.
But to do so It |s essential that they
ghould have the money in hand or
in prospect.

1n the third Liberty loan campalgn
business interests and Individuals of
big Incomes dependent upon businewe
d1d not know whether they could eub-
seribe In dollars or in pennlies. They
dld know that right on the heels
of the bond subscriptions were com-
ing the payment of Income taxes and
of profits taxes. They were all at
sea as to how the provislons of the
revenue act would be Interpreted;
the tax collectors themselves were all
at sea. So those business Interests
und Individunls, even of moderate In-
comes, were gathering and holding
their cash resources for the Ilmpend-
ing taxes,

“It would ba preposterous” de-
clared Mr. McAvoo, “to say that there
are only 22500 men, women and cor-
porations In America able to lend
more than §10,000 each to thelr Gov-
ernment on Liberty bonda™

Preposterpus, !f men, women and
corporations know that tbey will be
able to meet the bond payments, But
if they do not know and eannot know,
what then? They do not know and
eannot know now, when thers is no
way to tell what the Congress tox
*schedules will be; how much of the
income of a business the taxes will
take; whether the taxes will permit
the business to live or kill it

Business loterests and individuals
of blg mncomes, even moderate In-
comes, are in a deeper doubt to-day
ns to thelr abllity to pay for bonds
1than they wera before the third Lib-
erty lonn. They know to a dead cer-
talnty that thelr taxes are golog to
Le still higher than they were last
year, but they do not know how much
higher. They wish to pay In taxes,
and are prepared to pay, all they can
pay safely. But they do not know
whether the tux gatherers will leave
them enough surplus to put Into bonds.
They do not know whether the tax
gatherers will leave them enough to
econduct thelr business as It must be
eonducted to be sound. They do not
Lknow whether they will be able to
stay In huslness, much less take big
allotments of bonds. They eannot, as
they have been urged to do, borrow
money from the banka to put Into
Londs with any assurance that they
can pay it back, |

The nvorage man, immune from the
pursulng Kirenin, knows that one
way or another he can eave so much
n month, so much a week, so much a
dny, to pay his Liberty lonn Inetal-
ments. The business Interests and
the Individual whose Income depends
upon the busloess Interests eannot he
sure of anything of the kind. They
may save In every posslble way ; from
the beginning to the end of the year
they maoy rake amld serape to halld up
a fund"with which to buy bonds or to
pay Instnlments on thems; but all
that they ean be sure of 13 that the
Congress wiar (axes may come along
und scoop It

These tnx laws are enacted almost
falnlly nt the end of a business year,
In November or December the busl-
ness dnterest or man of big Ineame 18
toldd swhnt tnxes he must pay for the
whode preceding year. Ho  hasn't
known n sipglo thing alfout It durlng
n!l the weeks and months he has been
compelisd to do husiness wilth this
shndow of uncertainty bhanglng over
bim, Chalrman Kircuis's work thie
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yenr Is worse than ever. It Is not
merely that he proposes more and
heavier taxes—everybody expects
them as the war goes on. Tt 18 the
method by swhich he proposes to lay
the taxes; the way he proposes to dry
up oll by making it Impossible for
prospectors, upon whom the supply of
all depends, to go out and hunt for oll
wells; the way he proposes lo force
Industrinl and commerelnl conderns to
pay out surplus earnings which odght
to be held ns reserves for the safety
of the business, especlally In such
times as these; the way he proposes
to draln the life blood of nntlonal
praduction,

From the nltimate consequences of
Kircuin's economle madness the Sen-
ate, which now has his bill In charge.
ean protect the country In the weeks
or months of Improvement that It may
put into his destructive measure. And
the Senante can also help the fonrth
Liberty loan by giving In the next
throe weeks n clear, strong Indleation
that 1t will never consent to the Kitch-
in perversitles which in the third Lib-
erty loun merely made It doubtful
whether interests and men of big in-
¢ome, even moderate Income, could
subscrdbe, but which this time would
make thelr subseriptions Impossible.

The Senate’s Opportunity.

Particularly In this Siate, where
the boon of egual suffrage {8 just now
belng enjoyed for the first time, there
is deep Interest In to-day's proceed-
ings of the United States Senate. It
18 the day set for the Senate to voie |
on the resolution, already adopted by
the House, which wenld submit to
the States the constitutiongl amend-
ment granting euffrage to women in
the sume measure that it Is beld by
men, It ]s the Senate's opportunity
to end its long delay over what might
once have been a question but Is now
on obvious fact. It Is the Senate's
duty to grant to the Btates the op-
portunity to make equal suffrage n
uationwlde reform.

The objection we have heard *o
some of the legislation that has been
udopted in Congrees, and to some of
the even more important regulations
by executive authority, has been that
the leglslation and the regulation
hampered the Individual.

No such objection stands In the
winy of the suffrage resolullon, for,
if ever there was a paper designed
to set free a larger number of re-
sponsible and intelligent individuals
than will be liberated by the vote of
three-fourths of the Btates—Iif the
Sgnate gives the signal—we have
falled to read it.

Will the Prealdent Attend to This?

A campalgn circular signed In au-
tographlic facsimile by W. D. Jasmre-
som, Assistant Treasurer of the Dem-
oeratie Natlonal Committee, and coun-
tersigned In ordipary roman capital
jetters by Vawmces O. McCorsicx,
Chairman, serves to fliustrate the ad-
journment of politics in this ex-
traordinary fashion:

“You know the glorious record of
achiavement of our party since Presi-
dent Wirson was elected. You know
the consiructive and progressive laws
which have been passed affeoting our
domestle and economlo concerns,

“You know our glorfous war record
We stayed out untll the fulness of tima,
but since golng in we have amased
the world and amased curselves with
what we have done in every line of
wetivity, President Wimsox has han-
dled the whele situation In such & way
that he has not only wom the loving
und enthusinstic admiration of our own
peaple, but he has by the very forre of
merit won the place of world leader-
ship among the peoples who belleve In
freedom and democracy.

“Is he not entitied to the support of
& Congress that Is with him on the 100
per cont. basis, not only on war ‘mat-
ters, but on his other programmes?

“You reallze a Republican Congreas
means a @lvided suthority, Do you
want him to be blooked in this great
world enterprise by any such ohatruc-
tion? Don't you realise that any such
division of authorly or any such ham-
pering moans s lessening of our war
eMaclency T

“The election of a Republiean Con-

gresa in November would be viewed as
a defeat for President Wison by our
allies, and partiouiarly by our enemien. |
It would be viewed in Germany as a
proof of thelr unwarranted claim thutl
our country i not behind our war Pres-
{dent. Tt would be a source of com-
fort and elatlon to the Kalsar and his
cohorts,”

This is the production of a nin-
compoop, but he Is a nincompoop who
requires the prompt and vigorous ap-
pliention of the snuffers, Ile s cn-
pable of doing more harm, if he Is
allowed to keep on as he Is going,
than half a dozen Prussian and Ba-
varian divisions.

Archblshop Irelandg.

Jonn Imeraxnp was as distinetively
Amerleéan ns If he had been the sclon
of successive Amerlean generations.
118 Irish Infancy—Iin that dlocess of
Ossory which gave so many distin
gulshedd men to the Roman Catholle
Church—and his edueation In Franee
were but a small part of his long
unid useful life, From 1801, when he
became a priest and went to the war
a8 the chaplnin of a Minnesotn regh
ment, his work bhad been almost en-
tirely concerned with Americana or
Amerfcans to be. e was still inter-
ested In Ireland, and the helplng of
its people to come here and be good
Americans, He was devoted to hls
Chureh and particularly concerned In
seeing that his flock, by belng good
Amerleans and good Catholies, ndded
to the honor of State andl Church.

Undoubtedly It was IreLaxn's deep
admiration of the country of uis
adoption that ecaused him to feel,

If he did ever '‘con-
celve and desire a church in Amerlen
different from that which is the rest
of the world,” it was only In the
sense that his zeal for the dpiritunl
advancement and reputation of Cath-
olle Americans made hln strive to
pot them spiritunlly ahead of their
coreligionista In other lands.

1 helleve that you would have n
development of tha minerals now In
slght, and you would never find any
mors minerals that are lying hldden
under the ground. I think you would
drive away from the Wast the pros-
pector, a pocullar individual that elr-
cumstances hinve developed in that coun-
try, and without whom ne mines would
fhiave been found, You will drive Lim to
South Ameriea, you will drive him to
Stberin, to China, to Africm, to every-
whers else on earth where thers Is a
reward for (ndividu" suffering and
initiative."

It may eeem overlnelusive for the
Western Senator to say that without
the prospector “you will never fnd
uny more minernls” and mayhe had
ha spoken with more eonsldered
thought he would have restricted hils
11st of minerals to gold and silver, or
even gold alone,

The prospector hunts for gold; In
dry gravel, over which rivers rin In
the Alm past, In the beds of living
streams, In ledges of gold beoring
quartz, gold, the visible, palpable yel-
low metal 18 what he seeks,  Ile cares
1ittle for gold In combinatlon with
other metpls: even In quartz he
wanls gold that ean be garnered by
simple process: “free” or “nntive"
gold ns he enlls it

Your prospector Is a lover of na-
ture, n dreawer, o poetl. Hawte was
writlng of the “Luck of Moaring

)
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Camp,” but he might have written
thus of the prospector: “Nature wns
his nursa and playfellow, For him
she wonld let slip between the leaves
golden shafts of sunlight; she would
send wandering breezes to visit him
with the balm of bay and resinous
gum; to him the tall woods nodded
familiarly and sleeplly, the bumble-
bees buzzed nand the rooks cawed a
slumberous accompaniment.”

The progpectors who discovered all
or nearly all the great mines of the
Slerrns and the Rockles had no
knowledge of geology or of the chem-
lstry of minerals; they cast aside all
such as uwecless mental serap with
the saylng "You ean see no further
into the rocks than the pick goes."
Even in thiz day of Improved tools
the prospector's work!ng outfit con-
slsts of llttle more than a pieck, shovel
nnd o pan for washing gravel; little
else, for thelr one little burro hne
other burdens to carry, blankets and
food for the two men he follows faith-
fully Into purple dusky canyons, Lo
rocky heights, to the desert's edge.

There 18 po hurry In the prospee-
tor's day, no unwalting trains, no
Itinerary, no factory whistle's call, no
orvdered time of labor. In pleasaot,
watered 1ittle valleys to be found even
high up on mountailn flanks, camp, at
ngreeable intorvals, will be pltched,
the burro rested nnd fattencd on
plentiful, rich grazing; deer or hear
shot, 1ts meat dried In the molature-
less mountaln air; & thumbed copy
of Dickexs, or maybe LoNarrrLrow,
read ngaln by the eamp fire,

Yet they find much. The prospee-
tor who Iazlly followed a cnnyvon
whose stream grudgingly filled his
canves saock with gold dust, bothered
by the black sand &0 heavy that it
relnetantly separated from the heav-
fer gold ns his pan was dipped and
shnken in the stream, came ot last,
08 he knew he wounlld, to the qnartz
cropping from which through the nges

wearlng water had dragged particles |

of free pold, But he profited noth-
Ing from the Comstock lode, which
gave to the world two hundred mill-
Ions in gold and sllver, Probably he
did not much lament his lost wealth.
e would have been troubled to have
glven up his wvagrant joys for con-
cern in the monster enginery which
with pneumatie or electric drlll,
blasts of dynamite, roaring holst
works, thundering stamp mills, whirl-
lug, grinding steel, loosened, broke
down, holsted, erushed, ground a
mountain of ore, concentrating the
bothersome blaock sand from which
chemlsts took gold and sllver,

The prospechern who located a erop-
ping of a Rocky Mountaln ledge car-
rying frea gold sold It gladly enongh
for a trifle, and were curlous, prob-
nhly, rather than regretful when they
learned that tha ledge turned into
one of the greatest copper mines in
the worlil. They remalned free from
the tangle of high fingnce, from po-
lHtieal turmofl and disappointment,
from folled-—or fulfilled—socinl am-
bitlon. Thelr burro yet carrled for
them an ample store of bacon, coffee,
sugar and corn meal, they tramped ns
much or as Iittle as they llked, nod |
they had po master, If they locnted
n mine they would, when It snlted
their faney, bond It to an Imperzonal
curporation whose experts would re-
port on lis probuble value, If they
rocelved one ten-thousandth part of
that as thelr reward it was enough
for them. Tt gave them a month nt
some grand hotel 1o Denver or San
Franclsco; they saw plays, heard op-
orn, Impaired digestion with clty food,
wilted wunder city air. Then they
gladly answersd agaln the Inre of the
mountains, the better companionship
of truer friends, trees, mighty rocks,
wild sireams whose falls slng sweetly
nt night when they read the loved
storirs or poems—or gleep, free, un-
troubled ; sovereigns of thelr hours,

SUFFS WIN OR LOSE
IN SENATE T0-DAY

Administration Using Every
Effort to Pass Anthony
Amendment,

ANTIS PREDICT VICTORY

Vote Advocates Say Pairs Aro
Arranged to Carry Meas-
ure Through.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 25.—The ¢limax of
forty-thres vears of persisient batuing
for tha right of suffrage for women will
come in the Senate to-morrow when the
final vots on ths Susan B, Anthony
amendment to the Federal Constitution
{s scheduled to take place. To-night on
the eve of tha test both suffragist and

antl-suftragist loaders in and out ol
Congress expresa confidence In the oul-
come,

The prediction of the suffrage leaders,
Senator Curtis (Kan.) for tha Hepub-
lleans and Senator Bheppard (Tex. ) for
the Democrats is of victory for thelr
eaure  On the other hand, Senator
Jones (N. M.), c¢halrman of the Com-
mitiea on Woman Suffrage, to-night ad-
mitted that he was not sure of succens.

It will require two.thirds of the Hen-
ators present to adopt the concurrent
resolution known as the Anthony amend-
ment. This means that If the entlre
Benata were present thirty-thres negn-
tive votes would defeat ths measure.
Hut there willl be many absentees For
every absentes opposed to the amend-
ment two Senatora supporting it must
bha found willing to palr with him in
order to offsct the absence. Thess pairs
usunlly aro effected In ordinary clreums=
stances, when only a majority vote la
necespary for the passagas of a bill or
resolution, with the greatest sass. But
whaete the two to one ratlo prevalis
numerous difficulties arise.  Tha last
timna thse Anthony amendment came up
for r vols the refusal of the suffragists
to mrrangs palrs for the late Senator
James (Ky.) precipitated o filibuster
which ns soon as it had gotten umder
way halted the procesdings abruptly and
put off the voto for intervening months

Scorecy Marks Vote Plans.

For to-morrow the palre are eald to
have been urranged in advance, but the
greatest secrecy prevills an to how they
have been worked out. The suffragints
assert that there can he no repetition of
the James apinode and the antis express
entire satiefaction that all of the palring
has been effected In such & way that the
vote of the Senators pgenent will exactly
oxpress the will of th® Senate.

To-night the anti-suffrngists asssrted
that they had thirty-thres members of
the SBenate pledied to vole down suffrage.
Accessions to the suffrage side mince the
1ast vote was taken Include Senator Cul.
berson (Tex.), Benet (5. C.) and Martin
(Ky.). But even with these acquisitions
of atrenygth the antl-suffs will only yield
that ths proponents have all told 63
voten out of the 96 Senutors.

the elaimas of the wanti-suffa are
reallzed and the members of thelr fac-
tion stand firm suffrage will be beaten In
the Benate to-morrow by the lack of A
single vote, but on the other hand the
suffs have the vast power of the I'reei-
dent to rely upon and likewlse, nw In-
variably happens when great questions
of natlonal Importanca are under dis-
cussion, the possibility of a stampede.
