URGES SUBSIDY T0
DEYELOP CHEMISTRY

Dr. Herty Points to Need of
Organization Like Rocke-
feller Institute.

WAR HAS DRAWN TALENT

Manufacturers Tell of Pro-
cesses Invented to Meeot
Blockade Situation.

Speaking at the Afh sesslon of the
National Exponition of Chemleal Indus-
tries at the Grand Centeal Palace, yes-
terday, Dr. Charles Herly, chalrman of
the expomition mdvisory oommittee, ad-
vocated the establishment of an instis
tution, similar to the Rockefeller Instl-
tute for Medloal Research, where chem-
ista would be provided with thes naces-
sary facllities for experimenting with
maedioinals,

The war, Dr. Herty deciared, han de-

veloped many brilllant orgahle chemists
In this country whose talents could bhe
applied to the rellef of suffering through
the establishment of such an [nstitution
whioh would work In conjunction with
the hgspitals and the organic labora-
tories of the blg universitles, To this
institution, he sald, manufacturing or-
ganigations could send well tralned young
man Lo work cut speciic medioinnl prob-
lems,
“Rarsly,” sald Dr. Herty, “doea the
chemist possess the technique for testing
his medicinal products. He must rely
on the pharmacologist and the phymolo-
glat to detarmine tha themapeutic power
of his product. .

Endowmenis Ald felence.

Fortunataly through the generous pro-
vision of wealthy Individuals certaln in-
altutions have bean established and en-
dowed whers the ¢hemist and the bindo-
giat ean wark In the clossat cooperation.

“The Importance of Intimate coopera-
Lion belween thess workers ia evidenced
by the work on ths synthesls of & new
anti-syphilitic drug which was recently
necomglished 1o the laboratories of the
Rookefellar Institute for Medionl Re-
search. This remedy ls now tested from
the clinloal point of view in the hospital
of the same Inmitutjon. Bimilar Inetitu-
tlons, however, are few in number and
the capacity for work of thin Kind ia
necepaarily limited.”

The olher speakers at yesterduy'n
mension epoke of the lmpetus which the
war had Imparted to the deveiopment of
the metal industries In this country.
Alcan Hirsch of the Hirsch Labora-
tories, sald that befors the war the en-
tire supply of the cerlum metals used
In the production of pyrophoric alloys
in this country came from the Central
Empires

New Industry Developed.

When the Britlah blockads made the
Importation’ of the cerlum metals Impos-
sible, the wspeaker sald, he and his
brother, Max Hirsch, hit upon a method
of producing the metal and developed
the ocerium business in this couniry
through the New Process Melals Com-
pany.

“From ehortly after the war lo the
sutumn of 1817, he mmid, “this was
the only company In the worid outsids
of the Central Powers making metallio
cerium, and the pyrophoric allovs made
from this product supplied the neads of

STRIKERS FOR ARMY

Government Takes Drastic
Action Against Shipbuild-
ers at Clyde Plants.

PEOPLE RESENT WALKOUT

Newspapers Denounce Action
of Men a8 Deliberate Effort
to Ald Germany.

LonnoN, Hept. 317.-—~The Britlsh Gove
ernment has declded to take a drastie
siep In dealing with the wsirikers In
the iyds shipbullding pianta  Thia
actlon takes the form of oalling up all
mrikera of military age for Immediate
servios In France,

A Governmment gproclamation calls at-
tention to the strikers' breach of agrees-
ment to refer all disputes to arbitra-
tion. All shipyard men are warned that
those absent from work aftar October
1 will automatioally forfeit thelr ex-
emption from military service.

The demand of the men for a flat
wage of §26 & week |s not Indorasd by
the officera of thelr own unlona,

At a time when every ship launched
meana just thai much more welght, In
troopa, food and supplies, 1o the blows
the Allles are now daelivering In all
theatros of war, the action of the Clyde
shipbullders In refusing to continue
work lina aroussd the bitterest feellng
among the great mass of the Britlsh
people.

The Manchester Guordian stigmatizes
the Clyde strike an an (rresponsible,
violent actlon of the minority, acting
in defiance of agresments and In open
opponition to thelr own leaders and with
apparent diaregard for the public inter-
est. The Fuvening Stondord sayn: “Cer
many's only hope llea In the possibllity
of creating such divislonsa among the
Allles, or much revolutl ¥ 4
among the civillan population. Thelr
only chahce Jles in the chance of sue-
cens In thess outbreaks (n hampering
the progreas of our arms, or foreing
us to accepl- an inconclusive peace, 1t
is a sinister fact, therefors, that certain
people who desire to save the ehamy
from the penalty of his crimes ars doing
their best to reproduce in this country
the conditions which enabled Germany
to disarm Russia

“These nien have played the eaemy's
game by exploiting, with too great suc-
cess, labor's alleged grievances In Indus-
tries essentinl to the successful prosecu-
tion of the war, It Is clear that in
reoent Iabor disputes the sconomio factor
playsd only s secofidary part, the main
object of the men behind the atrike he-
Ing to Impede the carrying on of the
war.
