was asked to pay.

In time of war to keep such a man
at the head of the Ways nnd Means
Committee is both a wrong nnd a
peril.

An Expert on Coal .Saving,

Practical opportunities for saving
coal are receiving the nttcntlon of
experts who nrc In the best position
to know the various problems, thnt
Is, by the mnnngers of gas companies,
factories and grent industries. Their
opinions nrc now available in the
British (lax Journal, which considers
the subject from all ldes,

The results are not so simple nt
the public, and even many inunu-fncturer- s,

might suppose. If it be
granted that a ton of coal, when" con
verted Into gas or Into heat and light
as electric Illumination, will yield a
certain number of mathematical units
of heat, it seems by no means to be
agreed that theMS units can be as
exactly calculated as a sum In mathe
matics. Some manufacturers, basing
their plans of economy, on the cstl
mated vnlue of coal, have reasoned
thnt a ton represents 15,000- - cubic
feet of gns or SOO units of electricity
nnd thnt, these being the official fig-

ures, It Is evidently cheaper to uo
the coal In their furnaces nnd stoves
thau to employ gas or electricity. As
it mntt,er of fact, expert knowledge
nnd Investigation have led lo a differ-
ent conclusion. As tin Gas Journal
points out, "the 15,000 feet of gas
nnd the 800 units of electricity nrc
more or less arbitrary allowance
made per ton of crude coal." In
other words, the quality of tho coal,
and of the machinery consuming it,
nro factors In the problem thnt must
bo cnlculntcd on tho basis of nctunl
experience.

It is n matter of common knowl
edge amon: technical experts that
the machinery nnd different devices
for snvinir nnl In mllla and s

The pension was granted and the
chairman called the next case, but the
Archbishop reminded the chairman
that the Murphy case was not closed
as It was axreod that anything else, if
tho reply was satisfactory, that he (tho
Archbishop) would ask would also bo
granted.

A DOLLAR AN HOUR.

Shall the Industrial Army Hate It
When Fighters Get SI n Puyt

To the Editor or The Sr.v Sir: In
time of war we should have two armies,
the fighting nrmy and the industrial
army. Kach should wear a uniform nnd
be under absolute governmental control.
Tho wages, the hours of labor, tho
rules of living, all should be determined
by the Government.

Every man In the United Slates owes
his life to the country. The manner In
which his life .s used, whether In tho
front Una iu France or In the essential
Industry here, is none of his cencern.
Those In supreme authority nlone nre
beat able to determine how that life
should be used to the best advantage.

In tho fighting army a man gets his
maintenance nnd J31 a month. As to
hours of labor, a friend of mine In the
old Sixty-nint- h has Just written home
that he had been fighting two weeks,
almost without rcit. Why should tho
fighting army have lers pay, more
hours of labor and less privileges than
the Industrial army In essential indus-
tries?

A soldier overstays his leave and
becomes technically a deserter. If
caught and convicted he gets from one
to twenty years In a military prison.
Why should a worker in nn essential
industry be treated differently?

How will you explain to the fighting
army when It returns the special privi-
leges ot the industrial nrmy?

I know nn enlisted man who worked
eight hours a day and mado $15,000
a year In his business. Ho now gets
about J60 a month and Is liable to
work twenty-fou- r hours a day. What
would happen to him If he struck,
either for shorter hours or for moro
pay? If his strike happened at the
front he would bo Introduced to a firing
party.

Why should a worker In an essential
Industry, a shlpynrd or a munition fact-

ory", be treated differently?
A friend of mlno who Is personnel

officer In n enmp where many of the
men are expert mechanics tells mo that
when he sjgns the payrolls he notices
that many of the men only get J8.C5 a
month. The balanco goes for Insurance,
Liberty bonds nnd to dependents.

What will theso men think of ship-
yard men, 58 per cent of whom are of
foreign birth, demanding n dollar an
hour and double pay for overtime?

If men in essential Industries are to
be exempted from the draft let them at
least be enlisted In an .Industrial nrmy.
Put a uniform on them, have a Gov-
ernment board fix their hours of labor
and their wages, and give them no priv-
ileges over the men who night and day
are facing the machine guns, gas bombs
and cannon of tho German nrmy.

ItnU from the eauator to the poles, ine
avenue was hazy with tho nags, the
windows of the wonderful snops gioweu
with the art of the country's foremost
n.ilnters. and all day and evenlr.fr
through tho cloudy magnuicence muntu,
north and south, from building lines to
curbs, a throng of the kind one sees
there on any sunny Easter noontme.

For almost forty blocks the Hag array
was of tho kind that almost Bhut oft the
blue sky. Twenty-tw- o of these blocks
wrrn irlven over to the national and
maritime nags of twenty-tw- o allies, each
of these national blocks being devotcu
solely to tho colors of a particular na
tion. Scattered at intervals Deiwen mc
stretches of allied colors were diooks-
"Liberty Ioan Blocks" which were
great splashes of crimson bunting deco-

rated with the Ited, Wlilto and Blue.
Luckily the day was gaslcra, nt least

almost nasless; for down beneath the
fivlne flae storm the crowds of slow
moving pedestrians nt times were ro
dense that perforce the happy sightseers
as often as not found themselves over-Howl-

to the asphalt at points of
especial Interest.

At the Alfar of Liberty.
The Madison Square section of tho

avenue, for a block north and south
of the beautiful Altar of Liberty, wns
chiefly of the "Liberty Loan Block"
scheme of decoration. The avenue from
Twenty-sewnt- h to Twenty-eight- h streets
was given over wholly to Uncle Sam
and his Stars and Stripes. Thp next
block to tho north wns hazy with the
banners of far off Slam.

Serbia had all of the stretch from
Twenty-nint- h to Thirtieth street to her-
self. Even Itussla the Russia of tho
Allies had her own block, from Thir-
tieth to Thlrty-flis- t street. And then
as one looked up the slope, where tho
avenue climbed to tho Roaring "Forties
r.nd Fluttering Fifties, a trembling rain-
bow stretched away, blazing with tho
colors of Portugal, Panama, Nicaragua,
Italy, Montenegro, Japan, Honduras,
Haytl, Guatemala, Greece, France, the
Czocho-Slovak- s. Cuba, ICngland, Brazil
and the wonder nation, Belgium.

At the Altar of Liberty, In the neigh-
borhood of the Library and at St. Pat-
rick's Cathedral were particularly beau-
tiful flag displays long lnnes of tower-
ing white staffs, from each of which
floated an Allied banner. And bound
and woven, twisted and twined nmong
all theso wore the special Liberty Loan
banners and the evpr present Stars and
Stripes of the greatest land of all.

Fifth avenue had seen Itself nil aflutter
with flags before, although never to the
lavish extent of the present Liberty
Loan display of bunting; but never had
the avenue, or perhapa any street seen
so great and continuous a display of the
handiwork of foremost painters and
sculptors. Paintings of mammoth size,
sometimes In tho dazzling colors of tho
plelnairists and again In tho sombre
tones which scenes In sorrowing Belgium
demanded, held their crowds of admirers
In every block. Plaster figures of heroic
size, tinted to resemble bronze, lipid their
rifles or tho high flung heads of their
chargers out toward the crowds in
memclng fashion.

France, gas masks, machine gun ex-
hibits, big gun shells, cumbrous looking
German helmets almost as dense and

when night fell the rows of street lights,
tinted to a golden yellow glow, stretchedaway nmld the glories in thn same fault-
less alignment In which, some dav wion,
tho lads from Pnrls and Antwerp nnd
Medicine Hat and Sknnentole nnd 1in.
don town will swing along I'nter dm
Linden to the bang of drums and the
blare of brass will swing along, nt
least, if the throngs In the "Avenuo of
the Allies" yesterday obey promptly the
slogan to "Loud as They Fight !"
