Breach Stubbornly Defended.
The breach that has been made in tho

system of defence here Is a narrow one

BELGIANS IS TO SO

Civilians Being Deported
From Flanders District.

frontier correspondent says that since
laft Wednesday the Germans have been
drawing up lists of all Belgians between
tho ages of IB and S. Rumors arc cir-
culating that this Is being done to estab-
lish a patrol service, tho public Inse-
curity necessitating such a step.

"From Flanders," says the correspond-
ent, "come crowds of civilians, who are
being removed to the Government dis-
trict The populations are again being
brought from Menln, Roulera, Wervlk
and Comlnes nnd taken rearward be
tween Brussels and Nyvet and housed in
great quarters prepared for them.

"Despite these happenings the confi
dence of the people was never to great
as now. Deserters from the German
army are roaming all over Belgium. The
Germans along the Flanders coast are
extremely depressed and their guard
posts are frequently reduced from SO to
20 mm. Long trains of wounded come
Into Ghent In wretched condition, attest-
ing to the severity of tho struggle on
the front around Ypres and Dlxmudn.
The attack was so unexpected that tho
wounded are left behind, receiving prac-
tically no attention except what they
get fronf their captors."

U.S. TO FORM LEGION

OF SLAVS AT ONCE

New Force of 500,000 Will Bo

Added to Army During
- Winter.

MINERS CANNOT SERVE

Officers Will He Selected From
Units Whenever Tossible,

Regulations Say.

Washington, Oct 4. The Slavic

Legion of the United State Army, au-

thorized by Congress last spring, will
be organized Immediately. Under the
direction of President Wilson the regu-

lations governing Its creation and ad-

ministration were made public
Tho force, tho maximum numerical
strength of which has been variously
estimated at from 35(1.000 to 600,090.
can now bo considered as under way.
with a prospect that It may be added
to America's fighting man power in
tho course of the winter.

Jugo-Slnv- s, Czecho-Slovak- B and
may enlist or be Inducted by

the regular draft boards under the terms
of the regulations promulgated
Under the plan of the War Department
the entire force will be moulded Into
Infantry units. Lines of nationality will
bo preserved In the company organiza-
tions. The Slavic Legion will be a
veritable foreign legion, something
hitherto unknown and unrecognized In
American Army organization.

The War Department's regulations
provide for no larger units for organi-
zations than regiments. They provide
that In the creation of companies of
Infantry national lines shall he ad-

hered to strictly, but In the rcgtmentil
organizations all tho elements may be
combined The regiments, when organ-
ized, drilled and equipped, will bo as-

signed to divisions with American na-

tive troops.
In furnlshlns officers for the new

force the regulations provide that field
officers shall be designated as Is usual
with Infantry units, but as to company
officers It is specifically set forth that
they must speak the language of the
units with which they will be con-

nected In addition to English.
Men of proper qualifications who en-

list for the Slavic legion will be given
an opportunity to complete vacancies in
the desired number of candidates at the
officers training school ; that Is, such
vancancles as are not filled by methods
set forth ln the two preceding para-
graphs.

The draft boards will require satis-
factory proof of loyalty to tho United
States and that the applicant desires
to fight the Imperial German and

Governments nnd their
allies.

With n view to preventing Inroads
upon the essential Industry of coal
mining. In which thousands of Slavs
nominally of Austrian nationality are
employed, tho regulations -- pacifically
forbid th Induction of coal miners.

Camp Wadsworth at Spartanburg has
been selected as the training camp for
the Slavic Legion. The officer candi-
dates for commissions will be trained
at Camp Leo.

GUCHKOFF SLATN BY ROBBERS.

Was Former Hniilan War Minister
and Octobrlst Leader.

London! Oct. 4." Alexander J. Guch-kof- f,

former Russian Minister of War
and leader of the' Octobrlst party, has
been murdered by robbers. This Infor-
mation was received to-d- by the Cen-
tral News In a despatch from Amsterdam
quoting Moscow advices.

Alexander J. Guchkoff, Minister of
War and Marino In the first Revolution-
ary Cabinet, and Speaker of the Third
Duma, Joined the Octobrlst party In tho
revolution ot 1905. In that year he
founded the newspaper Ootos .Uosktrnt.
In 1907 he was elected a member of the
Council of the Empire and then of the
Duma, where ho led the Octobrlsts. and
In 1910 became Speaker of the Duma.
He resigned as Minister of War In May,
191", declaring that no refused to share
responsibility for conditions thon existing
In Russia.

In September. 1917, ho Joined the
IConiiloff movement and u few days
later It was reported that he had been
arrested at I'skov, but was released
shortly thereafter.

A despatch from Amsterdam. June 21,
declared that GuchkofI and Prof. Paul
MlllnkofT. leader of the Russian Constl-tutlon- al

Democrats, had arrived at
Harbin, Manchuria, and placed them-
selves at the head of a counter revolu-
tionary movement.
