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Speed Up .he Revenue Bill!
Secretary McAnoo urges the Senate,

as The Sun has been urging It, to
make haste with the revenue measure.
Warning the Semite that failure to
finish the work promptly will "disor-
ganise and endanger the national
finances," ho specifically cxplalus that
unless the Treasury has time enough
to prepare Itself oud the public for the
collection t)f the taxes that will Iw due
under the new measure, the Govern-nien- t

cannot get those revenues In
time to pay Its war bills.

But the plain English of what Sec-

retary McAdoo also means is that
Chairman Kitciiin of the Ways and
Means Committee of the House has
done nbout ns much as any mortal
man could do to "disorganize and en-

danger tho national finances." Aside
from the havoc which Kitchin's
niensure, If uncorrected, can work
ultimately with tho very fountain-head- s

of all revenues, public and pri-

vate, even now It threatens this
Fourth Liberty Loan.

There aro not merely thousands of
Interests that do not know what they
can do for the Liberty Loan, because
they do not know what the Kitciiin
tnxes nre going' to do to them; there
are tens of thousands of Individuals
In the same predicament. It Is not
the Income tax itself which dismays
them ; everybody has expected to pay
n heavily increased Income tnx. It Is
not the surtaxes, If they aro to be
anything In reason. It is the doubt
of such Interests ns to whether when
they pay their other Kltchln tnxes
they will have any funds left;
whether, In fact, they wilt be able to
'take care of the needs of their bust
ness. It is tho fear of such lndl
viduals, whose Incomes depend upon
business returns, that they will not
get their usual Incomes either to put
Into bonds or even to pay their
tiutcher and grocer.

The Senate needs to hurry with the
revenue niensure, so that the tax

may prepare for their work.
Tho Senate needs .to give as clear nn
indication ns possible to the public as
o what tho taxpayer is going to be up

against, so that he may estimate, or
at least guess, what he can do for the
Liberty Loan.

The Pacifist Reaction In Germany.
Germans seem to Imagine that

whentllsnster Is possible on the bnt
tlefield the situation can be retrieved
by n death bed promise of amend
ment nnd repentance. The Bulgnrlnn
surrender may be regarded as an ad
mission that tho original authors of
the policies have made grave mis
takes, and mlstnkes which they re
fused utterly to acknowledge nt the
time when pointed out to them In the
clearest langunge. In Germany Itself
books nnd pamphlets nre now apiear
ing In which arguments for peace nre
dangled before the people ns part
and parcel of the whole system of
procedure. One of these eleventh
hour repentnnecs has received wide
attention, for it comes from a profes
sor in one of the universities. The
tone of a small bofck by HiNiucnstN,
n young exponent of the psychology
of the belligerent nations, Is one of
regret; something has been done
nmlw for which It Is Impossible not
to be sorry, n most reasonable nttl
tune, lor every one makes mistakes,
but regret Is also felt because you
have been found out, a totally differ
ent proposition.

One of tho favorite tenets of Ger-
man propaganda Is that there Is hope
In discussion. Discussion by univer-
sity professors In philosophic

is one sign that n remark-
able change has come over pub-
lic opinion In Germany and Austria.
It is an official device which makes
It much easier for the Government
to follow the lines Indicated by cur-
rent events. The curtain hns been
lifted from secret motives. In this
wny Dr. IIinrichskn attempts to
form from n psychological iwlnt of
view nn estlmnte of tho dominating
Ideas of the German nation.

A limited number of Ideas held and
seeking expression In different groups
of the people were the primary
causes of war. In tho collective
mind nn Infectious war psychosis or
monomania began to grow. The Ger
mans believed that they were driven
by collective sentiment nnd drifted
helplessly along until tho undercur
rent of thought was turned In an
other channel. To tho professor the
basic fact is that nations nre sub
Jcct to psychological epidemics. Un
der this Influence the nation shows
"tho giant hysterical reaction," and
In this reaction the suggestions In
accord with the underlying feelings
of the community are accepted:

The war sentiment may reach great
height. Sentiment has been a great
driving power. Suggestion and the
psychical Infection have been at work,
and tho clawtes have been widely af-

fected. When dealing with llila feeling
only extreme factors which appeal to
fundamental Instincts are of real Im-

portance. Wen lose themselves and be- -

. .

com mere unit. War cannot be fought
with weapons alone; propaganda Is
necessary."

The publication of such views In
Germany at this time Is certainly

If war Is an infectious
psychic state, It seems to follow that
peace may be equally a manifesta-
tion of mental suggestion. The In-

ference Is not stated In the book, but
In view of the political and military
situation tho peace, suggestion Is very
thinly veiled.

The publication of such n persua-
sive argument In Germany Is cer-
tainly flnt hnnd evidence of nn In-

ternal change which will probnbly
soon bo eeen In other directions. It
Is one more sign that tho Vnr epi-

demic In Gcrmnny Is subsiding and
that n peace epidemic Is Invading
the mind of tho nation.

The. Allied Naval SueceHcs In the
Adriatic.t

Ry the destruction of tltclr base at
Durnzzo the Austriuns have suffered
another sevcro blow to their boasted
naval prestige In the Adriatic. Two
of their other strong naval stations,
Trieste nnd l'oln, have been success
fully attacked. The Italians recently
entered the harbor of Pola and de-

stroyed two Austrian dreadnoughts;
a short time before they made n dar
ing raid on tho harbor of Trieste.
sinking three battleships and n num-
ber of smaller crnft. Both of these
ports were so strongly mined nnd
fortified that they wero considered
safe from attack; the entrance In
each case was effected by small,
swift vessels that, after achieving the
purpose of the raid, made their es-

cape uninjured.
In the attack upon the base at

Dura 7.7.0 the Italians were assisted
by American nnd British vessels. The
report from Borne snys that the at-

tacking warships entirely destroyed
tire fortifications nnd depots contain-
ing material for the Austrian army
In Albania, and torpedoed nnd sank
the enemy destroyers, n transport nnd
some light craft. Tho Italian Ad-

miralty also announces: "American
submarine chasers, escorting the war
ships bombarding Durazzo, destroyed
two enemy submarines'."

From the time of their advance
Into northern Albania the Au6trlnns
have endeavored to make Durazzo
tho strong point of their occupation.
The harbor Is one of the best of the
Albanian const and was considered
cnpable of le!ng converted Into an
almost Impregnable naval base. The
town Itself wns made the prlnclpnl
depot of supplies for the forces op-

erating In the Interior. It was the
ability of the Austrlaus to rccnforcc
their armies through this port that
enabled thenv to halt the recent Al-

lied advance at the Skumbl.
The success of this attack will give

Lthc Allies decided advantageo in their
present campaign in the Balkans. The
elimination of Durazzo as a nival sta-
tion gives security to the Allied con-

trol of the Strait of Otranto and the
southern Adriatic. The menace of
an Adstrlau naval attack upon the
transport service of the Allies from- -

Italy to the Albanian port of Av-lo-

is greatly lessened. With the
Austrian fleet forced into the protec-
tion of the northern ports, the chief
source of supplies for the Austrian
army hi Albania is removed and the
complete restoration to the Allies of
the western Balkan region will becf-fectc- d

with less difficulty.

Shortening the Course at West rolnt.
The course at the Military Acnd-em- y,

shortened nt times In previous
wars from four to three years, will
now be reduced by order of the War
Department to one yenr. The gradu-
ation exercises this year, to be held
In November, will send tho two upper
classes from the Academy directly
Into the field, nn opportunity for ae-tu- al

war service which has seldom
come to the cadet before in West
Point's hlsWy.

In the civil war the class of 1801,
numbering forty-tlv- o members, left
In May of that year, and the class
of 1802, with thirty-fou-r members,
left In June. In 1809 and 1001 dur-
ing our trouble In the Philippines
the graduation exercises wero In
Februnry Instead of June. Last yenr
201 cadets wero graduated, the class
of 1018 being sent Into service al-

most n year lu advance of Its sched-
uled time. This, however, did not
materially decrease the number of
cadets; for the second and third
classes wero both strong In numbers
nnd the new cluss wns the largest
that ever entered the Academy.

In order that tho attcndnnCe may
still be kept up to the capacity of the
Institution It is the Intention of the
War Department to fill Immediately
the vacancies made by the gradua-
tion of the two classes. The appoint-
ments will be mntle, ns in the past,
by tho llepresentatlves, the Renntors
and through other prescribed chan-
nels.' The purpose, though, Is to ob-

tain the nppolntement of youths nt
least 18 years of age. nnd tho en
trance examinations will bo held at
an early date so that the newly qual-
ified cadets may be ready to begin
their work nt West Polut Novem-
ber 1.

In discussing these changes nt the
Military Academy General March
said that tho purpose was to utilize
"this valuable and expensive plant to
the limit during the period of the
war." This is in reality tho continu-
ation of the purpose of tho measure
passed In April, 1010, for Increasing
tho usefulness of the Institution.
Provision was at that time made for
n modification of the method of tho
appointment of cadets; two cadets
Instead of ono wero to be sent from
each Congress district and Terri-
tory,, four, fro m each Stato-at-lar- ge
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and eighty from tho United States at
large, twenty-- ' of whom were to be
recommended by tho President as
honor graduates from military Insti-

tutions. Provisions were nlso mndo
for appointments from the National
Guard nnd the Ilegulnr Army. It
was planned that the corps of cadets
would thus be Incrcnscd from 030,
Its slzo at that time, to 1,200 or
1.300, nml that between 200 nnd 300
cadets would be brought luto active
service each yenr.

The. present plnn will increase
even this number. Tho War De-

partment expects that West Point
will, furnish .to the army at least
1,000 well trained officers a year for
the duration of tho war. Through
the shortening of tho .course tlic
purely cultural studies will be elimi-
nated nnd the time will be devoted
entirely to subjects specifically mili-

tary. The training will lie Intensive,
ns will nlso be the Instruction ; the
work will be harder for the cadets
as well as the Instructors. The ca-

dets will hnvo the unusual advan-
tage of practical Instruction In the
most modern methods if warfare
from 'the men who hnvo had actual
experience on the battlefield. There
Is, too, an Inspiration to excellence
In the deeds of their Immediate pre-
decessors In the service.

The present plan Is the result of
the abnormal demand for thoroughly
trained officers. Despite his fewer
days at the Academy, Young America
will meet this demnnd efficiently nnd
ably equipped for his duties.

1,910,000 Unanswerable Reasons for
Buying Liberty Bonds.

The War Department Informed the
members of the House Committee on
Military Affairs yesterday that:

"A total of 1,810,000 American troops
have been sent nverseu to date "

They constitute tho 1,340,000 su-

preme reasons why Americans, men
nnd women, who have not been sent
oversens should buy Liberty bonds,
not to the limit of their convenience,
not to the extent nn easy adjustment
of their Incomes suggests, but to the
ultimate possible limit of their capac
ity to buy.

Were there not another argument
to be advanced in support of the
purchase of Liberty bonds, these
1,810,000 splendid American soldiers.
whose exploits already have won for
them Imperishable fame, would lu
themselves require of us the eentlnl

money.

And the worst fate that can be
wished for any non-buy- of Liberty
bonds, or for any buyer of Liberty
bonds who does not buy the largest
number ho can possibly buy, Is that
he may have to explain his conduct
to one of these 1,840,000 upstanding
soldiers.

A LEAGUE OF NATIONS.

Certain Preliminary Heqolreraenti of
Its Formation. v

To tub Editor or Thb SuN-f- r; The
project of a leaguo of nations to fa-

thered by great m&tt, audi as- President
Wilson, Viscount drey, Lord Bryce and
other well known statesmen. Being the
expression of lofty Idealism, It has met
In democratic countries with a wide-

spread and hearty acceptance. Tho pur-

poses and aims would bei
First, to prevent war, threatening to

ruin civilization by the Immensity of Its
horrors and waste on account of the
rapid perfection of alt Instruments of
warfare, and to abolish destruction of
life and national wealth;

Secondly, to settle IntornatloniJ. dis-
pute by a tribunal of arbitration nnd
board of conciliation In accord with a
code of International laws and rules
made by the collective efforts of all part-
ners of the league:

Thirdly, to effect a universal, real,
military and naval disarmament to curb
burdensome expenses for costly future
armaments and by such disarmament to
enable all nations to pay off their na-

tional debts;
Fourthly, to create n, friendly Interna-

tional cooperation In all labors directed
to raise the economical, social and v- -

I lltlcal standards of all units of the
league. The unselfish alms of such a
union are so ideal that many doubt that
such a league Is possible.

The difficulties ahead are great The
experience of mankind and history
teaches us that heretofore all disputes
between nations have ultimately been
settled by the force of arms, that peace
has followed every war and war has
followed peace. Nobody can deny It.
Human, nature has not lost its ferocity,
but rather increased It, If we Judge by
the terrible cruelties perpetrated In this
war. The passion for national unity
and Independence Is the supreme Instinct
and tho supreme right of all free and
oppressed nations, and uso of force and
war is accepted as the last resort to de
fend or get national freedom and rights,
ft it Is done now. No nation can or
will renounce that supreme right.

Apparently the obstacles are colosvat.
but the benefits of a real union of na
tions would be so Immense that a league
of nations may be formed If the follow-
ing preliminary essential conditions of
a league are established as the result
of thlB world war:

1. German militarism, the real and
great obstacle of a union of nations.
must bo broken by a crushing defeat of
the German armies.

2. All oppressed European nations
and all races In tho Otto-

man Empire must be free and Inde-
pendent nations. That condition de
mands the dismemberment of Austria
and Turkey.

3. All states must have constitutions
based on really democratic principles. It
I not a question of constitutional mon
archy or republic. That decision may
be taken by the respective nations. But
the acceptance of democratic principles
by all present Independent nations and
all nations to bo reconstructed and freed
by the war must be one of the principal
terms of peace. To regard It, as here
tofore, as an Internal aiTalr of each state
Is not right, because on the real democ
racy of the respective states depends the
peace of tho world. By making tho ac
ceptanco of democratic principles obll
gator) for all nations no ono shall have
reason to object.

Don't we know that in many coun-

tries, on account of privileged classes.
the democratization of the government
would be slow or Impossible without out
side pressure from the existing democ
racies? That Is the only way to make
"the world safe for democracy." The
world Is not yet democratic no autocra
cies must be replaced by democracies by
the terms of the coming peace.

The democratic principles to be ac
cepted by all nations should be:

First, universal, equal, secret ballot Is
given all men In every country.

Secondly, woman sulfrage is conceded.
Thirdly, parliamentary representation

is to be based on the number of votes,
not districts.

Fourthly, parliamentary responsibility
of ministry will be enforced.

Fifthly, tho declaration of war and
making of peace Is to ba the right of the
parliaments by four-ntth- s of the num-

ber of members.
Sixthly, the right to veto the declara-

tion of war Is conceded to the inter-
national tribunal at Tho'IIarue. All are
to accept the judgment of the Interna-
tional court In exceptional cases the
tribunal at The Hague may recommend
a reconsideration of the declaration of
war by newly elected parliaments of the
nations Involved, promising

That would mako a local war
theoretically possible, but In practice
very difficult on account of the Influence
of woman suffrage, new elections and
delays.

Seventhly, open diplomacy, the pub-
lishing of all treaties between nations
must be enforced, Alt nations must
have access to and the freedom of the
seas. If such preliminary conditions can
be established as the result of this war,
the formation and successful mainte-
nance of a league of nations, based on
international, military and nnval force
and muttral pledge and faith to obey
International rules, may become a re-

basis. If the destroyer, when built, Is

found to have cost 11,800.000, the ship

In other words, 'If the company builds
the destroyer for $1,800,000 Its profits
are $180,000, but If It builds It for

the profits are $330,000, or nearly
twlco as much.

Therefore It Is naturally to the build-
er's advantage to make the article cost
as little ns possible, for tho more profit
to him and less expense to the Gov-

ernment

A MAN WHO WENT AND SAW.

The Change In the Mind of an Artist
Who Hated Mar.

To the Editor op The Sun Sir: A
j

young man whom I havo known from
his childhood Is serving In the camou-

flage section of the American Expedi-

tionary Force In France.
An artist by profession and tempera-

ment for the first two years of the
war, while the United States was neu-

tral, his nttltude was that of utter re-

pugnance to the horror of war, without
stopping to disentangle the merits of
the belligerents. He "did not want to
see France suffer; he loved France; but
neither did he want to see Germany
crushed; he did not want to see any
nation crushed."

His was the attitude of many decent
people. He did not deny the stories
of the Huns' atrocities; he could not,
but still less could he believe them with
the belief of realization. Like most of
us, he was benumbed with horror and
took refuge in a sort of mental denial of
facts.

Now he Is serving In the army. From
dislike of military discipline he has
become Its adherent. From artlstlo and
humane jrtirlnklng from what war en-

tails ho has been converted to- - an In-

tense desire for victory ; he no longer
hesitates to wish for the complete con-
quest of the Prussian power for evil.
He Is over there; he has seen and
known. He Is a more otnivinclng wit-
ness for our cause than one who was
at first Inclined to military means to
right the wrong.

Permit me to quote from a letter re-

ceived from him this week, written be-

fore the September victories had com
to cheer the Allies, --yet after the Cha-
teau Thierry and early August Joy. He
says:

Since my arrival In France I have seen
the dorged determination of despalramong
Ilia Trench turn to the conviction of ul
timate and complete victory. Militarism
waa forced on the French and they have
become the nnest soldiers in tho world.
They havo never fouzht for conquest.
They wouldn't. They have never been
reiengeful. They have never been any
thine but generous In their interpretation
of their cause and in their method of
carrying It cn.

They have refused to stoop to conquer,
though that ml(ht have helped to end
things sooner. And now they becln tr
talk of victory! They were discouraged
last sprlnr and It la rood to see the
change. Tney have conducted themselves
with so much finer spirit than the enemy
that the enemy has been beaten at his
own same.

It has taken a tremendous faith In
morality to do this In the face of auch
hideous examples of what a nation at war
can do. The German bugaboo frightened
tome' for a time, but the Trench know
Us name now, and though It furious at
being discovered, like Itumpeistlltikln, It
raves and dances without avail.

The world already Is a better place to
live in. If only those who made it better
could enjoy UI We are hopelessly In
debt to them, the more because we can-
not thank them. We have to see to It
that the world they were destroyed to
build la preserved now and for the tlm
to come.

"Let us highly resolve that they shall
not havo dlrd In vain!" "We have to
see to it that the! world they were de-

stroyed to build Is preserved now and
for the time to come." Thus Lincoln
and my young American soldier.

The Fourth ILberty Loan Is our pres-
ent opportunity to fulfil the hope of
this splendid France. It moved me
deeply to read In this letter of her
awaking to hope, even to confidence
and in us!

Allow me fo offer this letter, hoping
that It may help to urge others to send
to our allies of our abundance of wealth.
We have given bo much more In young
Americans like this one, and they too
call to us from their over advancing
line tx wend them on, on to the glorious
end, to the end of the war and to the
end of the tyrannous rule of despotic
militarism that murders with the sword
and poisons with the gas of lle.i.

Bcpublicans Ready to Turn

ern Congressmen.

CITY WOOD FOR FUEL.

Doomed Trees Might Warm Us This
Winter.

To the Editor or The Sun Sir: 'Here
is a copy of i letter I have sent to the
Board of Estimate. As the fuel prob-
lem Is of such public concern I believed
you would be Interested In tho proposi-
tion that I herewith submit.

7IUOH B. McLauohuN.
New York, October 4.

Dear Sir: As an auxiliary measure
to provide fuel during the approaching
winter I desire to point to a big supply
of wood available to the community.

The city owns or has laid out on final
lines many, future, streets and avenues
In the outlying districts. Those thor-
oughfares measure hundreds of miles In
length and to a great extent are cov-

ered with, trees, a large proportion of
which cannot be saved when the thor-
oughfares aro built

All those trees that must eventually
be cleared away could now be removed,
cut and sold to the people for fuel by
the city authorities.

Where tltlo to the street has already
been vested In the city, the condemned
trees could be removed at once. Where
title has not yet passed to tho city, the
property owner's consent would bo ob-

tainable, as the removal of tho trees now
would lessen tho cost of building the
street later on and the subsequent as-
sessment on affected property owners.

With the gradual shutting down of
municipal Improvements owing to the
war, the city could turn its corps of
suneyors and engineers toward this
work, as they are familiar with the
plans of proposed thoroughfares, the
adopted lines and grades, and they could
quickly mark every tree to be caved
or to be removed.

I have also noticed Innumerable trees
on vacant lots fronting finished streets
nnd avenues which will bo cut down
as buildings go up. Their owners might
benefit their property by giving such
trees to the city at this time.

The value of wood for fuel Is great
Its price and scarcity last winter mndo
the coal shortage cVen moro damaging.
Houses equipped with hot water heat-
ers, ulr furnaces, ranges or Moves can
be heated with wood when short of coal,
and In all cases a good supply of wood
will Insure the community warmth
through tho coming winter.

Tho change proposed by tho Senate

will increase tho number of Income tax
returns under the now law. It wjll en-

compass a vast clats or earners In in-

dustry whose gross Incomes exectd the
$1,000 or the $2,000 exemption, but who
by reason of numerous permissible de-

ductions have not been forced to make
any returns.

Horn! Districts lilt.
Farmers In particular wilt be hit by

the new provision. It Is the committee's
belief that a material Increase in the
gross amount of revenue return from the
Income tnx can bo effected If a broader
requirement Is written Into the law and
thereby a broader opportunity for
scrutiny for returns Is furnished the In-

most highly technical portion of the In-

come tax law. It ploughed through tin
mane of technical paragraphs and wrote
in scores of minor changes.
