for the reason that so.many of these pisnists appear to hug to their
breasts the delusion that tone, bewildering and intoxicating tone, smitten
or coaxed with fingers, wrists and arms or veiled in uystlul fmists by
pedals, is the ultimate object of their akill

Accent, upon which rests the prosody of the melody, and emphasis,

which makes clear its purport, are either misunderstood or just missed.
And yet most of the vital force of music inheres in accent and its logieal
development in rhythm. The whole subject is exhaustively treated in that

sdmirable old book, Adolph Christiani's

“Principles of Expression in

Piano Playing.” But pianists now before the public have had wise words
to utter. James Francis Cooke collected and put in & book called “Great |
P'ianists on Piano Playing” some of the most pregnant_sayings of the |
artists, and every student and every critic ought to read them.

"Our sole means of expression In
jMano playing,” says Harold Bauer,
“lies In the relation of one note to the
other notes In a series or in a chord.”

Accent Is Impertant.

All of Mr. Bauer's ideas about plano
playing are original and stimulating,
llke his exquisite art. His views on
the Individualization of the fingers are
feound In suggestion. But in nothing
vise has he gone to the root of the
technical performance of musio with
sach unerring wisdom as in that state-
ment about the importance of the rela-
tion of notes, Now no one would think
of Bauer and Ferruclp Buson! at the
wmime instant. In etyle Busonl is the
untipodes of Bauer, and yet he says:

‘"l do not mean to say that if one

were in another voom that one could
invariably tell the mbility of an artist
by hearing him strike one note, but if
tho note ia heard In relation to the
uiher notes In & composition its pro-
portionate value should be so delicately
and artistically estimated by the highly
truined performer that it forms part
o} the artistic whole"
. The principal thought in the minds
of thess two distingulshed artists was
the correct placing of accents so that
not only the fundamental meter of the
bar measure should be clearly pub-
Ushed, but also that the sum total of
e nceonts In a phrase should estab-
lsh beyond gll doubt the beginning,
the climax and the flnish of that
phrase, or what is often figuratively
vulled the melodie line or curve.

Hyateria in Musie,
