Demondtration Lasts Five Minutecs.

The demonatration when President
Wilson entered lasted at least filve min-
utes, and no forelgn potentate ever had
A& welcome Ilke It, for there wasn't alone
the clapping of mary hands and shout-
Ing—there were heartfelt smiles on
every face In that great audience as it
rose to greet him, smiles whirh must
have heartensd the Chlef Executive with
the senne of the nanrness and reality of
the people’'s support.

Above all the cheering, soms of which
was ih Itallan, some In good plain United
Htates, blared the notes of “Hall to the
Chief™” played by the Metropolitan Opera
"House Orchestra, with Roberto Moran-
sonl conducting. :

Then the Metropolitan chorus filed
upon ths stage, the bright dresses of the
women flowering against the khakl of
the soldlers, and they sang the Hymn
to the Bun, from Mascagni’s “Iris.”
After them eame Mischa Eiman, a slim
black fgure, with his violin, and held
the house spellbound with his wonderful
rendition of & Rondo Capricelo of Saint-
Basna.

‘Beveral mmrtial Itallan things the
Ereat lenor sang, just to make the nudl-
ence know that It was Caruse, and then,
eoming back for his 'steenth eneore, he
made a mysterious sign to the orchestra,
and they burst into the strains of “Over
There.” What a ahout arose, how the
people clapped and yelled. Then, an they
rtilled suddenly, Caruso sang the song in
Fnglish, and the peopla listened, with
now and then a good natured laugh at
his quaint promunciation, and an enthu-
slasm that could hardly hold in for the
final rousing “And we won't come back
till It's over over there!™

Caruso Rans Off Stage.

Such a roar of applause thers was
that the tenor fairly ran off the stage
and wouldn't come back, so all that
could happen then was the Intermisalon,
fince that was next on the programme.
At least there might have been an In-
termingion If Burr Mclntosh had per-
mitted, but he wouldn't. He had geveral
articles he was minded to muction off
for the blinded soldlers of Italy, and he

Militants Plan to Pt Torch to
Speeches Within Capital
Chamber.

Wasningron, Oct. 12 —Tired of havs

An eolaBorate programme has Dbeen
mapped out., The women's Idea Is to
pretect  themselves by ocarrying the
American flag, hoping it will not be taken
from them. If the banner Is wvelzed Jis
benrers think they will have a fina argu-
meut to use In the future. They intend to
CArTY no banner except the purple, white
and yellow one of thelr organisation.

For tho last several days thess women
have besn trying to conduct & campalgn
aguinat the thirty-four Benators who
voted against the suffrixe measure. Thae
only casualtiesthus far in the demonstra-
tions have been one policeman bitten and
one kicked. This ls the programme
mapped out for Monday :

The women will march from the Plaza
In front of tha Capito]l up the steps to
the Benate wing anfl on to the floor of
the Sennte, the parade beginning at high
noon. They will earry the apeeches on
demoeracy which have been made by ths
thirty-four men who voted against “votes
for women,” and the press annpuncement
stated “In the flame of & torch carried
Just behind the Nag these speschea will
be burned.”

It 1s wimost certaln no such programme
will bs mllowed to be carried through.
Probably realising this, the militante
bave plcked a number of thelr youngert
and moat enthusinstio adherents to take
rl{.‘ in the parade which may end In
n 1

Members of the Natlonal American
Woman Buffrage Assoclation, the organi.

HOME, GRAVELY ILL

Taken Directly to St. Luke's
Hospital on Arrival of Ship
From England.

Walter Hines Page. veliring Ambas-
sador to the Court of Bt James's, Is In
& serlous condition In St. Luke's Hos-
pital, whither he was takan {n an am-
bulance from the steamwhip on which he
arrived yesterday. Af a late hour [mst
night it was reported at the hospital
that Mr, Page had falled to show any
Improvement—he |y suffering from heart
disease and was carried from the ship
on a streicher—and that Dr. Bamuel W,
(Lambert of 130 East Thirty-fifth street
has been at his bedalde constantly.

Mr. Page wan sccampanled on the
trip by Mra.

Lient.-Col. W. A. Bishop, Win-
ner of Victoria Cross, Viec-
tor in Many Air Battles. -

Lieut.«Col. Willlam Avery Bishop,
Canadian ace of acves of the British
Royal Flying Corps, whose active fight-
ing days ended four months ago when he
was appointed to the British Alr Board,
arrived at an Atlantis port yesterday on
A month's visit to his home at Owen
Sound, near Toronto, wearing the Insig-
nin of wtill another war decoration for
vonlor In the air. His latest medal is the
Croas of the Leglon of Honor, first class,

In n campalyn wiich ended June 19 in
France he “clashed’” 26 German planes.
n twelve days, five being downdl in a
‘wo hour flight on the day mentloned,
Prasasd for some account of that fght,
the British aviator, who hins seventy-two
enemy planss to his eredit officlally—
twice ps many unocially, according to his
fellow oMrcers—usald :
