PLANNING INDICATES
BOOM IN BUILDING

Great Construction Moyement
Only Awaits Release of
Necessary Supplies.

MANUFACTURERS ACTI\"EI

Response to Call to Replace Ex-
plosion Damage Reveals
Sitnation.

Changes that have occuired In the
Pastern bdullding situation within (the
last ten days are directly traceabis to
the turn In the fortunes of war, sayae the
Dot Hervice Dolly Buwlding Reporis lo-
day. There are cvidences to show that
a reconstruciion era is already in prog-
ress, not only 1n commercinl and indus-
trial departments of the nation's elivil
industries, but in many of the mso-cailed
non-essential lines, such as privats
bullding construction and In the allled
pr of archi ure and engineer-

ing. Pusiness men Are thinking and
even actively working toward getting
lines in shape for the big bullding move-
ment that s sure to develop afler vie-
tory ls positively assured.

The firet definite suggeation of the ac-
tual turn in the bullding outlook came
on Wednesday afternoon at a luncheon
given to Randolph P. Miller, who has
beent the representative of the Natlonal
Contractors’ Assoclation at Washington
and who has been in close touch with
the cooperative programme between the
American bullding contractors and sup-
oly Interests and the wvarious war bu-
reats.  The dinner was an Informal ons
and the conversation was along confi-
dential lines, but the Unpression dls-
tinctly gathersd by those prasent was
that the authorities at Washington, real-
izing that the peak of Government war
time requirements for bullding materials
and construction has practically been
reached, have perfected a regulative,
rather than arbitrarily sestrictive, ma-
chinery to guide bullding construction
through the unprecedented rush that ia
sure lo oocur as soon ns Federal war
requiremants mre mel. An authorl'y
close to the War Industrics Board sald:

“No one knows better than the varioua
bureaus {n Washington the actual cond!-
tion of bullding material supply and de-
mand. Foresight has been a prerequlsile
in all commitiees and the bullding Indus-
try ns a whole han not been forgotten.
Knowing the conditions of supply and
also that of demand, It in perfectly ap-
parent that there would be an unprece-
dented rush of men, materials and build-
ing money into new construction. To
Ignore such a condition woald result in &
mampedes of bullding material prices and
almost an exp' wive boom condition. The
quick chanr [(n conditions abroad, the
fall of Lews with its rich coal supply
and the posaibllities of the fall of Metn
with {ta yvast resources have had a bear.
ing upon the fuel and metal supply hers,
and the fact that the war ls actually being
won &ll combins to creats the very seeds
that would produce a wild stampede to
bullding that would he disastrous to the
builder, to the invesiar, and would create
& condition for the Government itself
that would ba difficult, to say the least,
especially since there are other depart-
mettsy bexldes war, yards and docks and
navy that will have construction pro-
grammes for severnl years to come, and
are now being retarded merely because
tha departments nuamed must have the
right of way.

Tha South Amboy explosion revenlsd
the fact that Intimation of this changed
condition In the natlonal bullding situs-
tion had been permitted to leak out. The
vudden appearance of malerials that
weare consldersd almost unobtalnable re-
vealed the fact that manufacturers had
been anticipating the turn about. Nota-
ble was the prepared roofing interssts
Whean the call eame for a rush order of
prepared roofing ten houre after the order
wis recelvad In New York a trainload
of thisn material wons on the ralla on its
way to the stricken area. Glass poured
into the stricken zone in adequats supply
despite the fact that there has been an
acute shortage In the hands of distribu-
ters. Basic bullding materials also
loomed large In the emergency, But
aside from these evidences of general
preparation for the return of bullding
prosperity there are further Indications
of changes under way (n the fact that
practically all. bullding material prices
are holding for further advances and
quatations are belng mads rubject to
prompt acceptment.

It was publicly stated Inst week at
Washington that more stee] and cement
would be avallable for "sccepted™ bulld-
ing projects after the first of the year.
A releass of bullding lumber is also
Inoked for coward the year end, and the
pluster und calclned products depart-
ments already anticipatsd a change for
the better. Clay products will probably
have a falrly free manufacturing season
next year,

TRANSFER OF HONEY

New York Federal Reserve
Bank Shifts $£63,053,276,-
500 at Cost of 88,000,

How more than sixty-three bili.ons of
dolinrs haw been teansferred from thia
centre to other parts of the country
at & total cost of only $£000 was the
story told yesterda; by the Federal
teserve Bank. From May 20, 18156, to
August 22, 1P18, the total amount trans-
ferred was F63,053.276.500 and the total
cost of operation was largely for book-
keeping and clerical employment and
which slhiowas, the biank says, how eco-
nomically such transfers ars made,

“One of the principal features of the
Federal reserve sysiem."” mecording to
the statement Iasued yesterday, “which
was recognized by thoss responsible for
ita inception was to tranafer eredit as
quickly, economically nnd silentifcally
from one part of the couniry to the
other as might be possible and to create
the necessary machinery for doing that.

“Few people realizs and many of the
banks do not nppreciate how gquickly and
economically funds can ba transferred
without Any expenss by telegraph over
the private telegruph lines operated ny
the Federal reserve system, reaching
any part of the United States through
the TFederal reserve banks and their
branches.

“Thin {8 accompilahied by the estab-
llehmeant, under the control of the Fed-
eral Reserve Boand of a Gold Settlement
Fund, which Is maintained and operated
in Washington. Al the close of business
each day & complete settlement Is mnds
hetween all of the Pederal resarve banks,
the bajunces helng scitled in the Gold
Settiement Fund.

“Thowoe who hoped for a material Te
duction In the cost of clity government
under the prerent administration will be
unbhappily disappointed with the tenia-
tive bhudget for 1818, They will proba-
bly find the final budget much highar
than this first estimats. But before any
eriticism of the administration ls ven-
tured, conalderation ahould be giten to
the special handlicaps under which It has
worked this year.

“One of the first tasks resting upon
the present clty administration is the
formulation of & programme of charter
revialon nnd general legislation that will
permit of economies in adminiatration,
Economies could be mads which would
ardd to rather than impalr the efficlency
of the ity government.”

Harmony With Employers Ex-
ists, Says Secretary Larger
of Organiz'ation.

vLeveELAND, Ohlo, Oct. 13.—American
unlen tallordom’s vanguard, more than
200 delegates of the United Garment
Workers of Amercia pepresenting 68,000
members of the craft in the United Slates
and Cannda, have arrived for the bi-
ennial convention, which will opan hers
to-morrow and will continue untll Satur-
day.

“We now hnva the eight hour day and
are In perfect harmony with the majority
of the emplovers,” sald B, A. Larger,
secretary of the organization, which {s
afMlinted with the American Federation
of Labor, "There is no fixed programme
for the convention, but the delegntes will
bring up for Jdiscussion and settlement
such problems as have arisen in the last
four years, the 1916 blennial having Leen
omitted.”

Among the questions expecled to be
discussed, according to Mp. Larger, will
be that of holding the convention every
four years Instaad of blennially. Wage
increasea, use of apprentices and work-
Ing conditions also may be on the pro-
gramme,
