Tho corporation up to October 1 had
advanced through banks 12,112,000. Alt
loans were secured by collateral which
aggregated $64,033,000. of which only
$800,000 was In Liberty bonds.

Actual payments under the advances
authorized amounted to $24.1(3,000,
with the balance subject to draft.

Tho corporation has declined to mako
public the names of Interests to whom
advances were made, acting on the as-
sumption that Its relations with borrow-
ers were confidential. Interest rates
charged ere not disclosed, although It
Is known a number of loans were made
at 7 per cent. TSe law provides that
the rate on loans direct to war enter-
prises shall be at least 1 per cent higher
than prevailing rates for discount of
ninety day commercial paper. These
