LOAN RALLY STAR

Comedian Adept in Selling
Bonds nnd Amusing Union

eomlo opera cut-u- p. proved that he
could enthuse as well no amuse an uudl- -
cneo when he nppeared yesterday as tho I

star attraction at tho Liberty Loan j
tally held under auspices of tho Union
league iuo at rnirly-nlnth street and
rum avenue, ins appearance on tho
temporary platfqrm on the Vlfth ave-
nue side of the ctubhouse was greeted
with a roar of approval frora the crowd
which thronged the avenue.

It was tne .comedian! first open air
speech in the present Liberty Loan
campaign. He was Introduced by Sam-
uel w. Falrchlld. formerly president of
the Union League Club and master of
ceremonies at the club's bond rallies, as
(ho man "who has made us all laugh
hut who Is now going: to make us all
buy."

"X am not a vindictive man," said
Mr. Hopper afUr the preliminary ap-
plause had subsided, "but I hope with
all my soul that France and Bolglum
have a chance to devastate some of
those German cities before the war Is
called off. Tou must lend so they can
do It. Think of what Belgium and
France have endured and then considerthat they have not as yet fought onone Inch of German soil. For the loveor our callant allies, for .the love ofour country, for the love of those wo
hold dear, let us buy; let us dig downIn our pockets' while the cash supplylasts to put up the money that ourcountry needs."

ter. The creaking or the pul'eys. which
seemed to resent the odious burdensupon them, attracted Mr. Hopper's
attention. He turned Just as Hangman
Hhanley wns accommodating a J100 cus-
tomer, and, pointing to the effigy of the
Crown Prince, shouted :

"Just look at that. now. Where do
you think would the Crown Prince be If
it were not for the prestige of his natalorigin? He thinks he's' a great general.
Well, he Is, fron? the standpoint of thoi

jib nu a receaing cnin, a re-
ceding forehead and a receding army."

Willie Mr. Falrchlld was endeavoring
to Introduce another speaker the patriotic
pulleys shrieked ,out, j another protest.
Leaning out over Ihe platform rail. Mr.
Falrchlld waved his hand at the hang-
man and cried :

'Please don't hang the Kaiser while
we're trying to speak. Of course, we want
to see him hanged, but we've got him
now where we can hang him at any time,
and we've got to sell the Liberty bonds
Just now,"

Other speakers on the programme
were Senator William H. Calder. Lieut.
Montaro of the Portuguese army, who
recently established n record by selling
$300,000 worth of bonds during a speech
in Chicago; W, 11. Marcy and Lady
Anne Azgapetlan, who appeared In the
earb of a Russian Red Cross nurre.

Senator Calder assured his audlenco
that New York city would see to It that '
the Fourth Liberty Loan was floated
even If the rest of the country fell down
on Its end of the proposition. The city
would make good the remainder of the
loan Itself If necessary he declared.

Hardships Endured In Russia.
Lady Axgapetlan, who was born In

Russia and is the wife of a Russian
General, told of her return to her native
land at the .start of the war and or her
experiences as a nurso with the RVsslan
army In the Caucasian campaign. She
described the hardships and privations
that she and her husband and baby en-
dured after the Bolshevik Government
was established In Russia. Holding aloft
a piece of dried bread about the size of
a man's fist she cried :

"With my baby In my arms I stood
In line for hours waiting for just such
a dirty, miserable bit of bread as thla,
and I paid five rubles the equivalent
of $2.50 In American money for It

"Tou will never know the horrors ofa bread line here, thank God, but what
are you 'doing In return for your bless-
ings? What are you paying? After the
war there will be Just two classes of
persons. Those who helped and Uiose
who didn't, and God help those who
didn't."

When Mr. Falrchlld thought that tho
crowd had heard enough oratory to last
for a while he asked his hearers how
much they would give to' henr a pond
whistler. The crowd responded by pur-
chasing $3,300 worth of bonds, where-
upon the master of ceremonies Intro-
duced his daughter-in-la- the wife of
Lieut. Tappen Falrchlld, who Is now In
France. Mrs. Falrchlld whistled "Sm'le.
Smile, Smile" and "That Old Pal of
Mine." and after she finished the crowd
decided It had not paid too much for
Its whist e.

Teowoman Edna Joyce, "the songbird
of the navy," sang "My Belgian Rose"
and "Give,Me All of Tou." She was
accompanied by the Police Glee Club
and the Navy Recruiting. Band. Other
features of the programme were solos
by Miss Evelyn Herbert and Howard
Smith, a member of the Police Glee Club,
who sang "A Long, Long Trail" and
"Keep the Home Fires- - Burning."

So far the Union League Club through
Its loun rallies has so'.d Inside and out-
side the club about $r,700,000 worth of
iionds.

National Bank of'Commerce and mem
ber or the Liberty Loan Committee, said
yesterday that the Prudential Lire In-
surance Company, or whose finance com-

Talk has been heard that the corpora-
tions have been holding back their sub-
scriptions. Mr. Alexander asserts that
It has been the policy of the large cor-
porations In this drive to buy all they
could at the outset on the basis that this
record loan required a much greater
start. He says that the additional sub-
scriptions that are now coming forward
from corporations do not represent de-

layed subscriptions, but a determination
to buy more than perhaps they "really
ought.

"This policy will also have to be
adopted by Individuals, who Should buy
until they have thereby obligated them-
selves to take on amount of bonds that
wilt make them lie awake nights. Just
like the boys In the trenches', wondering
what Is going to happen to them," said
Mr. Alexander.

Strongf Slakes Appeal.
Benjamin Strong, chairman of the

Williams. Issued a statement de- -
cianng mai me banks of the country
were never In a better position to finance
purchases of Liberty bonds for the

wage earners of the United
States who should, ho said, be able to put
U least a part of their earnings In these
bonds.

The Comptroller called attention to the
fact that during the tast year of stress
and sacrifice the banks had enjoyed un-
precedented prosperity and that under
amendments 'to the Federal Reserve act
they were permitted to lend money on
Liberty bonds without regard to previous
restrictions of law and up to any amount
approved by their directors.
