A large number of photographs had
beenn taken from A low altitude when
the two Britishers were attacked by =
fiylng circus of Fekkers and surrounded,
Machine gun Millets were rained upon
them and they were subjected to a heavy
fire from antl-alrcraft guns beneath.
They had turned and were starting for
thelr own llnes when a shell burst just
above them, killing the observer, sever-
ineg the thumb and Index finger from
Lieut. Curtis’'s right hand, wounding him
In tha left leg and smashing the control
lever of the machine. With his unin-
jured hand Lieut. Curtls grasped the
stump of the lever and succeeded in
righting his plane as It was about to
crush to earth. Then dashing through
the cordon of enemy planes which
barred his way he returned In safety to
his hangar seventy miles away.

The arrest of Gaffney has brought a
breathing apell for the police In the most
discouraging plece of work with which
they have had to deal in a great many
months, for the exploits of Uaffney and
his abllity always to alude them, no mat-
ter how great thelr numbers, had been
& thing of exasperation to them. His
most recent career astarted with his
escape from the Tombe, n feat that was
consldered Incapable of accomplishment
In the manner that Gaftney did accom-
pish It on June 13, when he jumped
seventy feet and got away.

Escapes in Gun Fight.

That same might, with police bullets
popping all about him, but hitting only
Innocent bystanders, he eluded the
police during a running battle along the
West Side In Tenth avenue. Weeks
later and while the detectives atlll
wore smarting under the defeat, Gaff-
ney had heaped upon them on the night
of his original escape, he again got
away from the home of a relative, with
the police bullets humming after him.

“Get Gaffney!” went forth the order,
but the police sesmed unadble to obtain
aven a hint of where he had gone
Nover, however, did the vigilant eyes
of the detsctives lft from the move-
ments of Kitiy Coyle. “Gaffney's girl"”
a8 the police knew her. Every day and
every night pollce eyes weres on her.
Last night the word went to Inapegtor
John Cray, In charge of the Detective
Bureau, that Kitty Coyle was dressing
with especial care.

Quickly detectivea, led by Acting

Captain Glidea, were sent to follow her.
They trailed her to North '
a squad of local police was picked up
and the start made for the dance hall,
whence telephone messages came that
Gaffney' and Kitty Coyle both wers
present.

Every entrance to the place was
covered. At a given signal the police
entered and Gaffney was caught, with-
out even the chance to draw a re-
volver If he had one, a fact which the
early reporta of hin arrest fall to dis-
close,

Gaffney will be arraigned In court In
New Jorsey this morning, and then It
will be determined whether ha will maks
A fight for sxtradition or come willlngly
to New York

How Gaffney Escaped.

Gaffney, whosa bullets and accurats
marksmanship the detectives hunting him
feared ns much as he feared thelrs, got
out of the Tombs In a manner mors
spectacular than even that historic old
refuge ever before had witnessed. He
was jodged In a geventh tiar cell, brought
down from Bing Sing on a techinlcality, |
under n sentence of twenty years for
mansinughter and harboring a reputa-
tion among the police of the city as a
gunman who knew no fear, was qulck
with the trigger and would kill and
ono who threatened interference with his
piana  They beld him In almost as much
foar e they did the notorious Reynolds
Forsbrey, but Forsbrey was older and a
little more experionced, they thought, In
the technle of “beating the cops to {t.*

A oook In the seventh floor kitchen of
the Tomba saw a man's hat blow off at
the same moment a dark fgure clam-
bered through a window of the kitchen.
The cook gave an alarm, but bafors his
voles reached the keepers ahd others out-
slde the seventh tier cells Gaffney had
made the firet of & series of leapa that
were to carry him down seventy feet to
the lével of Leonard street beaide the
Tomba. Closs behind, posseased of leas
nerve for the dangerous jumping. went
& prisoner named Callnhan, Callahan's
shaky nerves caused him to miss a foot-
Ing on the way down, Keepars picked

him up on the ground a little later, He
had broken a leg.
An the exasperated toomba keepers

picked up the crippled Callahan—who
waa credited with planning the escape
because he was a trusty and had the run
of the kitchen—they just barely caught
slght of Gaffney's coat talls as he rounded
the carner Into Centre street. That was
the last sight that waa caught of him
officially until late that night.

Fled in His Underclothing.

Detectives who poured all over the
elty searching for the youth figured he
could not keep away from the haunts
of the Gophers and Hudson Dusters,
West 8ide gangs of rowdies. They
started up town and n taxicab londed
with dsetectlves was caught in a traffic
Jam In Tenth avenue. Another machine
also was caught in the jam and the de-
tectives almost loat thelr speech when
they saw Gaffney on the seatl There was
A pistol Aght and a chass over roofs,
Two Innocent ehlldren stopped pollece bul-
lsta, Nelther died. Gaffney scaled tens-
ment roofs, fire escapes, terrorized o
whole nelghborhood and escaped.

Reports kept drifting In through un-
derground channels to the police that
Gnffney had been seen hers and thers In
his old haunts on the Waest Side, hanging
out with his old friends of the Gopher
gang, In which he was a leader,

But the real tip came Soptember 80
when some atoolpigeon told how CGaff.
ney was In a flat at 307 Weat 118th
street in the midst of a “boozs party.”
Detectives surrounded ths house and
swarmed up the stalre Four of them
knocked at the door, and, pausing a
minute, broke In. Tha minutsa was
anough. Gaffney, olad only In his under-
clothing, had dived out of a window to
the fire escape, went down to the street
or up to a roof—anyway he was gone.

Whether It shall be employed
must be determined by ths individual,
but there have been no instances of un-
toward or {1l effects, and It Is our opin-
lon that It deserves as extenalve a trial
as the rate of production of the wae-
cine will permit.”
