The letter also establishes the fact
that the Marinea who helped to stop the
German drive on Parls, at Belleau Wood,
early in June, were honored by being
brought forward from this wood (o
Viersy and Tigny, near Solssona, for
participation with & crack French divl-
gion In the great counter attack which
warted the distintegration of the Ger-
man front in tha Wesl

Names that became familiar through
the fighting in Belleau Wood are men-
tlored in Major Denig's letter as being
prominent In allled counter
attack—Lleut. Col. Thomas Holoomb,
Lisut Col. Benton W, Bibley, Lieut. Col.
John A. Hughes, Captain Pere Wilmer
and others who took a prominent part
in the fighting when the Hun was
bioeked In his drive on Parls. The letter
follows :

“The day before we left for thia big
push we had a most Interesting fight
hotween & fleel of German planes and
& Prench observation balloon, right over
wur heads. We saw five planes circle
over our town, then put on what we
thought afterwards a sham fight. One
of them, after many fancy stunts, headed
sight for the balloon. They wers all
palnted with omr colora except one.
This one went near the balloon. One
lept right on. The other four shot the
Lalloon up with Incendiary bullets. The
ohearvers jumped Into their parachutes.
fust as the ‘oufit ‘went up in & mass of
flame,

“The next day we took our positions
+t varions places to walt for camlona
1hat were to take us somewhere in
I'rance, when or for what purposs we
Jid not know. Wass passed me =t the
lead of his company—we made a date
for a party on our next leave. He
was looking fine and was as happy
»s sould be. Then Hunt, Keyser and
% heap of others went by. I hawe the
battalion and Holcomb the reximent.
Oy turn to en-bua did not come till
nenr midnight. °

“We at last got under way after a few
blg ‘sea bagh' had hit near by. Ilmer
and 1 1éd in » touring ear. We wént at
a good cllp and nearly got ditched In &
coupls of new shell holag . Bhells were
falllng fast by now mad As the tenthy

fruck went under the bridge & big one

Paar with a ormsh, wounded the
two drivers, kflled two marines and
wounded five more. We did not know It
&t the time and did not notice anything
wrong till we came (o a crossroad, when
wo found we had only eleven cars all
told. We found the rest of the convoy
after & hunt, but even them wers not
told of the loss, and did not find it out
til} the next day,

Start March Mangry.

“We were finally, after twelve hours
ride, dumped In & big fleld, and after a
few hours rest started our march. It
was hot as bhades and we had had
nothing to eat since the day before. We
AL last entered & forest; troops seamed
to converge on It from all polnts, We
marched pome six miles in the forest, a
(finer one I have never seen—dber woyld
scamper ahead and we could have eaten

down in a pouring rain to slesp,
kinds passed us in the
over n half
h ofbers toid
such cencentra-
then,
next day, July 18, we marched
through a jam of troops, trucks,
&o., and came at last to a ration dump
whers we fell to and ate our heads off
tor the first time in nearly two days.
When we left there the men had bread
wtuck on their bayoneta. I lugged a ham,
All were Joaded down,

“Here 1 pussed one of Wase's Lieu-
tenants with his hand wounded. He
was pleased as Punch, and told ua the
drive wans on, the first we knew of It. I
then passed a few men of Huunt's com-
pany bringing prisoners to the rear, They
had a Colonel and his staff. They were
well dressed, tlean and polished, but
mighty glum looking.

“Weo finally stopped at the far end
of the forest near a dresaing station,
where Holeomb again took command.
This station had been a blg, fine stone
tarm but was now & complete ruin
~—wounded and dead lay nll abou
Murray came by with his head all done
up—his helmet had saved him. The
linea had gone ahead, so we were qulte
safe, Had a fine asro battle right over
us. The rtunts that those planes did
cannot. be described by me.

“Laate in tha afternoon we advanced
agal™ Our rodle lay over an open fleld
covered with dead, We lay down on a
hillside for the night near some cap-
tured German gune. apd until dark I
watched the cavalry—somes four thou-
sand—come up and take positions,

“At 3:30 the nexwmorning Sits woke
mo up and said we were to sitack. The
regiment was soon under way and we
plcked our way under cover of a gas in-
fested valley to a town where we t
our final instructions and left our packa.
I wished Bumner good luck and parted.

“We formed up on a sunken road on
two sides of a valley that was perpen-
dicular (o the enemv's front; Hughes
right, Holoomb left, Hibley support. We
now began to get a few wounded; one
man with ashen face came charging to
the rear with shell shock. He shook all
over, foamed at the mouth, could not
speak. 1 put him under a tent nnd he

Overton call to one of
hin friends to send a certain pin to his
mother If he should get hit.

“At §:30 we Jumped off with a line of
tankw In the lead. For two “kilos’ the
four lines of marines were as stralght as
a dle and thelr advance over the open
plain in the bright sunlight was a plc-
ture 1 shall never forgel. The fira got
hotter and hotter, men fell, bullets sung,
shells whizzed-banzed and the dust of
tmitle got thick. Overton was hit by a
big plece of shell and fell.

ficer, J. M. Overton of Nashville, Tenn
Johnny Overton wanm ona of the best
amataur runners thia country has pro-
duced. He established the record for
1,000 yards at 2 minutes 16 and 2-56 mec-
tonds In 1916, and In 1815 he won the
Intercollegiate cross country champlon-
ship, He enlisted In the Marine Corps
soon after the Hnluﬁ Siatesa got into the
war and speedfly won o commlula'ltl.

"A man near me was cut In two,. Others
when hit would stand, it seemed, an
hour then fall in a heap. 1 yelled to
Wilmer that ench gun in the barrage
worked from right to left; then a rabbit
run ahead and | watched him, wonder-
Ing If he would get hit. Good rabbit—
it took my mind off the carnage. Looked
for Hughes way over to the right; told
Wilmer that T hed a hundred dollars
and be sure to get It. You think of all
kinde of things.

“About sixty Germans jumped up out
of & trench and tried to surrender, but
thelr machine guns opened up; we fl
back: they ran and our left compahy
took after them ‘That made a gap
that had be to fllled, so Sibley advanced |
one of his to do the job, then a shell 11t
In & machine ' gun crew of ours and

Few Lelt Out of 800,

“At 10:30 we dug In—the attack jusl
died out. I found a MWmle or old trench
and when 1 was fiat on my back 1 got
some protection. Holcomb was next me ;
Wilmer some way off. We then tried to
gel reports, Two companies we never
could get In touch with. Lloyd tame In
and reported he was holding some
trenches near a mill with slx men.

*“*Cates, with hia trousers blown off,
sald ho had alxteen men of varlous com-
panies: another officer on the right re-
ported he had and could see pome forty
men, all told. That, with the headquar-
tern, was all we could find out about, the
Of ths twenty
company offlcers who went In threes
wame out and one, Cates, was slightly
$ounded.

“From then on to about 8 P. 31 life
was a chance and mighty uncomfortable,
It wam hot as a furnsce, no waler, and
they had our range ‘to a ‘T ‘Three
men lying In a shallow trench near me
were blown to bits,

“I went to the left of the line and
found elght wounded mon In a ahell hole,
1 went back to Cates's hole and three
shells landed near them. Wa thought
they were killed, but they were not hit
You ecould hear men calling for help In
the wheat flelds. Their cries would get
weaker and weaker and die out. The
German planes were thick In the alr;
they were In groups «of from threa to
twenty., They would look us over and
then we would get & pounding. One of
our planes got shot down; he fell about
1,000 feet like nn arrow and hit in the
feld back of us. The tank exploded
and nothing was left. g

“We had a machine gun officer with
us and at 6 o'clock a runner eame up
and reported that Sumner wan killed.
Hs commanded the machine gun com-
pany with us. He was hit early In the
fighit, by = bullet, I hear: 1 can get no
detalls. At the start he remarked : “This
looks easy—they do not meem to have
much art.' Hughes's headquarters were
all ehot up. Turner lost a leg.

“Well, we just lay thers all through
the hot afternoon. It was gréat—a shell
would land nearby and you ‘would
bounce In your hole., As twilight came
we sent oul water partles for the rellef
of the wounded. Then we wondered If
wo would get rellaved. At 9 o'clock we
got & message congratulating us and
saying the Algerians would take over at
midnight. We then began to collect our
wounded. Bome had been e ted

up on his hands and keees, T asked him [

what he wanted, He sald, ‘Look at the
full meon,’ then fell 1 had him
buried and all the rest T could find, Al

the time bullets sung and we
that ahalling would not start while we
had our wounded on top,

Algerinns Suffer Severely.

“The Algerians came up at midnight
and we pushed out. They went over at
daybreak and got all shot up. We made
the relief under German .flares and the
lght from a burning town,

“We went out as we came, through
the gulley and town, the latter by now
all In rulns. The place wan full of gas,
80 we had to wear our masks. We
pushed on to the forest and fell down
In our tracks and mlept all day. That
afternoon a German plane got a balloon
and the observer jumped and landed in
& high tree. It was mome job getting
him down, The wind came up and we
had to dodge falling trees and branches,
An It was was we lost two killed and
one wounded from that ocause.

“That night the Germans shelled us
and got' three killed and seventsen
wounded. We moved a bit further back
to the crossroad and after burying a few
Germans, some of whom showed signs
of having been wounded hefore, we setl-
tied down to a short stay.

“It looked ilke raln, and so Wilmer
and [ went to an old dressing station to
maivage some cover, We collected a lot
of bloody shelter halves and ponchas
that had been tled to poles to make
stretohers and 'were aboul to go when
we stopped to look at a new grave A
rude cross made of two slats from a
box had written on It:

“The old erowa at Ht. Nasaire and
Bordesux wan gone—Wanss and Bumner
killed, Baston and Hunt wounded, the
Intter on the 18th, n clean wound, I hear,
through the left mhoulder. Wa then
movad further to the rear and camped
for the night. Dunlap came to look us
over: his car was driven by a sallor who
got out to talk to n few of the marines
when one of the Ilatter yelled out: ‘Hey,
fellows' Any one want to see a real
live gob? Right this way.' The gob

*A carrier pigeon perched on a tree
with a X We decided to shoot
him. It"was then quite dark, so the shot
missed. I then heard the following re-
marks as I tried to sleep: ‘Hell, he only
turned around.’

We are now back in a town for some
rest and to llck our wounds, As I rode

“After the last attack I cashed in the
gold you gave me and sent It home along
with my back pay. T have no idea of
being ‘bumped off' with money on my
person, awr If you fall Into the enemy's
hands you are first robbed, then buried,
perhaps ; but the first Is sure.

Bastom Nearly Loses Legns.

“Baston, the Lieutenant that went to
Quantico with father and myself, and
of whom father took gome plctures, was
wounded In both legn In the Bola de
Belleaw:” It was some time before he
wan evacuated and gas gangrens set in.
He nearly loat his legs, T am told, but i
coming out 0. K. Hunt was wounded
in the last attack, got his wounds fixed
up and went back again till he had to be
sent out.

"The tanks as they crushed thelr way
through the wet, gray forest, looked to
ma like beasts of the pre-stone nge.
In the afternoon as 1 lay on my back
in & hole that I dug decper the dark
gray German planes with their sinister
black crossem looked llke Death hov-
ering above. They wers for many,
Bumner, for' one. He was may-
ing, ‘Denig, let's go ashows! Then
there was Wass whom I wwually took
dinner with—dead oo, Sumner, Wass,
Baston and Hunt—the old crowd that
ntuck together ; two dead, one may never,
be any good any more; Hunt, 1 hope
will be as good as ever.

"To pleture a fAight, mix up a lot of
hungry, dirty, tired and bloody men
with- dust, nolse and asmoke. Forget
the clean sawords, prancing horses and
fapping flaga, At night, a gas fAlled
woods, falling trees and bright, blind-
ing fiashes—you can't mee your nelgh-
bor—that Is war, In the rear It is all
confusion. The General told me ‘Hurry
to such a place, all goes well, we are
advancing!” Hin staff miles away, all
clean—one was mhaving, another eating
hot cakes—we had not had a hot bite
for two days. As I reached my jump-
ing off placey wounded men, killed men,
horses blown to bits—the contrast!

“We advanced ten kilometers, with]
prisoners and guns, and the belld rang
In New York for vietory, while well-
dreased girla and white-shirted men no
doubt drank our health in many a lob.

Axprenpanm, Oct. 19.—The' Don Cos-
sack volunteer army and other detach-
ments have surrounded the BolsMevik
forcen In the northern Caucasus, says &
dispatoh.from Kiev, Tha retreat of the
Bolsheviki to Astmkhan and Tsaritzyn
has been cut off.

AncHanomt, Northern European Rus-
sin, Oct, 17 (Delayed).-=Allled forces
on the Dvina have been withdrawn &
little over mix milea In the face of an
attack by greatly superfor forcea which
had been relnforced from Petrograd
and spparently commanded By compe-
tent ofMcers. The withdrawal was sue-
corpful under a severe bombardment.

Al Iast reports tha Bolsheviki rein-
forcements were reported advancing and
the Allied forces were under a deluge of
shrapnel shells and “pom-poma’” Oec-
enslonally a 6 inch shell from a Bol-
ahevikl gunboat or a land battery would
sirike.

The positions abandoned by the Allles
were held for & week agalnst greatly
superior forces, The Allles operating
along the Dvina and Vega rivers have
been handicapped by & fall of the water,
which left boata stuck on sandbars and
barred progreas by gunbuats at critical
timen.

One of tha feats of the svacuation was
the removal of the American wounded
from a hospital In the sone of fire to &
hospital boat. The American doctor
commanding the vessel three times
slipped up the river In the darkness
through the zone of fire before he suc-
ceeded in gelting the wounded away.
