Political Lenders Accept Issue
and Resent Dictation From

the "White House.

DR. D. J. HILL CONDEMNS

"President Asks People to Sign

Blank Checks," Snys Sena-

tor Frclinghuyscn.

President Wilson's appeal to the peO'
pt to return a Democratic Conirtm
yrtM the main topic of discussion among
politician yesterday- - It had an electri
cal effect upon the Republicans nnd was
responsible for the tightening up of the
tinea all around nnd the speeding up of
the Congressional campaign.

Some Democratic leaders here pro-

fessed to bellove that the appeal as-

sured the success of the campaign for
a Democratic Congress. They even went
further and averted that tlio President's
utterances would assist no materially In
the campaign for Alfred M Smith, the
Democratic candidate for Governor, that
hla election was no longer In doubt.

But on all sides were heard evidences
of a reaction. Many persons favorably
Inclined to the Democratic ticket re- -

, vented what they termed an attempt to
dictate on the part of the President and
aid they would show their resentment

.by voting for the Republican candidates.
Chairman Hays of the Republican Na

tional Commltteo spent yesterday In this
city In conference with Republican lead
ers. Asked what he had to say on the
President's appeal he replied:

I shall address a statement to the
Republicans of the country

Roosevelt to lie II curd
It Is the general Impression that Col.

Roosevelt will deal with the situation
In a most vigorous fashion In the speech
h Is to make at Carnegie Hall

night. Preparation la .being made
to give wide publicity to his remarks.

Dr. David Jayne Hill of Rochester,
formerly Ambassador to Germany, said
that If the people were to surrender
their right to choose their reoresonta- -
tlvrs In congress that body might as
well be abolished, that the propos.il of
the President was a revolution under the
cover of war necessity.

"The appeal Is partisan," said United
Btates Senator Frellnghuysen of New
Jsreey, "and Is based on the assumption
that the people cannot decide who they
Want to represent them. The question
of. ability. Integrity, patriotism and toy.-H- jr

is not to be considered. The party
stamp Is all that Is required to elect
Democrats to Congress to make the
world safe for 'Democracy,' The Presi-
dent has asked the people to sign blank
checks and put them In the President's
hands."

The Senator added that "the firm of
Tumulty. Palmer & Co., which through
the alien property custodian act has
conducted an employment agency for
deserving Democrats, paying them fat
salaries and dlrecto-.- V fees," would be
restricted. In Its op.iations under a Re-
publican Congress.

It was preposterous, the Senator went
en, that Great Britain. Krance or Italy
would regret having the party of Taft
And Roosevelt, of Hughes and Lodge,
With their fine war records, prominent
tn Congress. Nor did ho believe that
each a situation would give any en-
couragement to Germany.

Views of Dr. Hill,
Dr. David Jayne Hill saw In the an-

nouncement of the President a drive
uralnst the Republican Btate ticket here

as well aa the Republican candidates for
Congress. He said :

"Having understood from 'Washington
that on account of the war It had been
agreed that politics should be adjourned
I had decided to avoid the subject for the
present, and while retaining my convic-
tions as a Republican, to do or say noth-
ing of a partisan character during the
present electoral campaign.

"The determination of Democratic off-
icials at Washington, not residents of this
Btate, to use .their Influence against the
election of a Republican Governor of
New York shook my faith In the profes-
sions of a Interest tn the
war. No Governor in any State has
taken a deeper Interest not only In the

'affective prosecution of the war but In
timely preparation for It than Gov.
Whitman. If loyalty and efficiency in
relation to the war were the test In the
present election the President of the
United States would be Justified in com-
mending Gov. Whitman's course as an
example that might well be followed by
Governors of his own party In other
States.

Test Not One of Loyalty.
"Rut. it seems, the test In the present

election Is not one of loyalty and eff-
iciency In the prosecution of the war,
but the personal standing of the Chief
32xecutlve before the belligerents, which,
it is represented, requires that the Re-
publican party'-shoul-d renounce Its con-
victions as a political entity and utterly
efface Itself In order to make It appear
that the Executive really represents the
country. To this end no Republican,
even tho most loyal, or at least only a
few approved by the Executive, the
President demands should be chosen for
either the Senate or the House. J

"It has suddenly become the duty of
, all citizens, t Beems, to abandon theirparty convictions. In order that the

whole power of government should be
Tested In one man, and this at a time
when this nation Is engaged In a
foreign war to overthrow an autocratic
Government and make the world safe
for democracy. What better plea could
tho enemy employ than to allege that hisopponent fears tho restraints of thefreely chosen representatives of the
people and demands a legislative body
entirely subject to his control?

"We are thus brought squarely faceto face with an issue which this coun-try never before has been called f-r- face.It Is this: Is the country to tatt gov-
erned solely by the will of the Execu-
tive or by free and responsible legis-
lative deliberation?
llngriitrfiil Itrtnru to Republicans,

"It is an Issue which emerges at amost unfortunate moment. It wasclearly coming, but no patriot couldhave desired even to discuss It, unlessforced to do so, in the midst of war.Jt Is an ungrateful return for Itepub-llca- n
loyalty to rnlsn It now.

Them Ih one, and only one', nttlng ans-
wer-an overwhelming ote for everyloyul Republican candidate nt the com-- 1
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r.ow been made very plain. The Con-
stitution authorises all measures neces-
sary for the prosecution of the war, but
the choice of Congress by the President
Is not one of them. If the people were
to surrender their free choice It would
bo well to abolish Congress altogether.
This Is virtually what Is demanded. It
Is the proposal of a political revolution
under cover of a wnr necessity.

'The choice between an extension of
executive power and government by ad-
ministrative edict on the one hand, and
free, responsible legislation on the other,
after the .wax. Is now before us. It Is
a moment of solemn Import, for the de-
cision involves the destruction or the
maintenance of the republic."

Proceeding; Cnlled Unfair.
"The whole proceeding was so manl-festl- y

unfair," said Newton A. K. Rug-be- e,

chairman of the New Jersey Repub-
lican State Committee, "that we do not
fear any bad results from the Presi-
dent's appeal so far as our party Is
concerned. On the contrary. I believe
that a large number of Democrats who
otherwise would have voted their straight
party ticket will resent the Presidential
Interference with their ballots.

"I ask the people of New Jersey to
pause for a moment and consider the
President's statement that he 'craves
tho support of New Jersey, whose people

It an honor to have served.' It
Is a beautiful sentiment, and the Presi-
dent would be entirely Justified In ex-

pressing It In a personal or private way.
When, however. It Is used In a public
way as a means of procuilng the election
ol one political ticket over another It Is
tinged with selfishness, to say the least.

"The present Governor of New Jersey,
who has been even more closely asso-
ciated with the people of New Jersey,
and for a greater number of years, In a
public way, than tho President. Is equally
Justified In 'craving the continued sup-
port and confidence' of the people of the
--State. Moreover, he Is a candidate and
must have this support to be elected,
vrhlliFtne President has no other rela-
tion to the election than that of a 'voter."

AVhltmnn Campaign Unaffected.
Asked If he thought the President's

appeal would have any effect on the
candidacy of Gov. Whitman Joseph H.
Sears, chairman of the Whitman white
book committee, said:

"In the beginning our committee as-
serted Its unqualified support of the Fed-
eral Administration In all matters hav-
ing to do with the vigorous prosecution
of the war toward a peace which should
Involve aft unconditional surrender nfj
Prussian militarism. T)ur purpose Is to
continue to Dnng tnis reori to me at-

tention of the voters and tn contrast It
with Tammany rule. It would seem un-
necessary to make any further com-
ment."

Robert S. Hudspeth, member of the
Democratic National Committee from
the President's home State, attempted
to defend the President's appeal.

"The war Is nearly won." he said.
"Should we hatard victory by sweeping
changes in one branch of the Govern-
ment? This consideration Is especially
Important when we bear In mind that
such changes unquestionably would
bring vital disagreements between the
Chief Executive and the law making
body. Republican control of the com-
mittees of Congress would tie the hand'
of the President In both legislation and
the making of treaties."

Francis O. Caffey, United States At-
torney for the Southern District of New
York, an appointee of the present Ad-

ministration, Issued a statement yester-
day calling attention to tho Federal
statute recently enacted making It an
offence punishable by fine or Imprison-
ment to promise, offer, give or solicit or
accept anything of value to Influence a
vote cast for a candidate for Senator or
Representative In Congresn In a primary,
a general or a. special election.

FEELS SURE HE CAN
BEAT SHIPLACOFF

Haskell, Postal Card Poll Re-
jected, Will Press Fight.

From a careful study of conditions
In the Tenth Congressional district.
King county. Representative Reuben
ti. Haskell bellaves he can be reelected
running as the straight Republican can-
didate. This Is in spite of tile menace
of the candidacy of Abraham I. Shlpla-cof- f,

the Socialist candidate, which led
the National Security League to issue
a warning to the residents of the dis-
trict

This samo menace led Representative
Haskell, although he Is now representing
the district, to suggest to George W.
Martin, his Democratic opponent, that
ifter a postal card poll to be made by a

agency, to determine which
of the two had the greater strength the
weaker candidate withdraw and throw
his support to the other.

Mr. Martin, backed up by John H. y,

refused to listen to the proposi-
tion. But Representative Haskell now
declares that he will tight Shlplaooff
alone and win.

The Tenth Congresfdonal district Is
composed of the Fifth. Sixth and
Twenty-thir- d Assembly districts. The
two latter are now repreeented by So-
cialist Aesemblymen. Mr. Shlplacoff
himself Is the Assemblyman from the
Twenty-thir- d, having been elected over
a fusion of Republican and Democrats
against hlra a year ago. The combined
fusion vote was only 2,689 to 4.59S for
Shlplacoff.

However, one of the leaders of the dis-
trict yesterday said he thought Has-
kell would have a plurality of about
3,000 in the Fifth district, something
less than that in the Sixth district, and
would not lose the Twenty-thir-d dis-
trict by more than 2,500.

"Notwithstanding tho statement of the
President," said Representative Haskell
yesterday, "I shall continue to support
him as the Commander In Chief of the
army nnd navy."

Swagcr
Sherley and R. V. Thomns hnve the
fight of their lives on their hands to
Mieeeed themselves as Representatives
In Congreris from the Fifth nnd Third
districts, respectively. Sherley's cae 's
more desperate than Thomas's. The Int-t-

opposed the selective draft, nut
Sherley Is up against an nngry, finely
organised, well financed Republican or-
ganisation which la uttrrlv confident of
winning with Its candidate, Charles F.
Ogden.

Much is being made In tho Fifth dis-
trict of the President's personal doslre to
have Sherley returned, Probably some
persons will hesitate against voting for
Ogden because of thin appeal; but the
Republicans are working twice as hard
as they would have worked otherwise.
Mr. Ogden, a lawyer of Loulnvlllo. l

well liked. The Republicans believe he
will "go through" with a whoop. He Is
a good mixer better than Sherley and
this Is helping him. The result s apt to
bo very close whoever wins.

Representative Thomns recently un-
derwent an operation for appendicitis
and has been unable, therefore, to make
an aggressive campaign. Hla opponenW
1 B. B. Huntsman of Allen county, a
popular man nnd a good mixer. A point
In favor of the Democratic Incumbent,
however. Is that he is not handicapped
In this campaign by n factional fight.
The Ileckham and Stanley factions have
Joined hands for the occasion. Rut the
fact that Mr. Thomas opposed the selec-
tive draft Is the heaviest burden hla
party has to carry.

MISSOURI.
JorUN, Mo , Oct. 21. The Republicans

of the Flfteerth district of MlnsoutU
nrmly believe their candidate, I. V. Mr--1

PherfOn. a hanker of Lawrence eotintvr'
In the Ozark Mountains region, will de-

feat Representative Perl D. Decker,
Democrat. President Wilson's partisan
appeal has etlrred Republicans of the
district to night and day effort. They
are angry and determined.

Mcpherson Is making a campaign
which. In tho opinion of election fore-
casters. Is likely to wrench the district
out of the Democratic column. He Is
covering the district thoroughly, deliver-Ir- g

speeches upon the "win the war'--'
platform and saying to all hearers:
"Will I support America and tho Admin-
istration In war measures? Look here,
men !" And at this point he displays
his silk service lapel flag containing four
stars. Then he says- - "I have four sons

with the American Expeditionary Force
In France, fighting for your country
ana mine, win I support the Adm n s
tratlon?" And here he clasp his hand
to tne service nag in his buttonhole.

With that kind of an appeal the Re-
publicans simply do not see how

can lose. At the same time he
calls attention to Representative Deck-
er's opposition to Administration war
measures and he makes the most of this
troublesopic factor. McPherson Is not a
politician and has never been an office
seeker. He Is widely known and la said
to be able to call more men In the dis-
trict by their first names than any other
citizen can do. He looks like a winner.

Eapton, Pa.. Oct. 26. President Wil-
son s appeal for the election of a Demo-
cratic Congress has had the effect of
stirring up Republicans to a greater de-
gree than anything else In the campaign
had touched them. ' They aie fighting
mad. Many that had been Inclined to
let the campaign, drift aro out with their
coats off. Republican headquarters
swarms with Indignant party members,
nnd Chairman MrOee of the campaign
commltteo back of the Republican can-
didate. Prof. Francis A. March of this
city, has had Innumerable callers, who
expressed their Indignation over the
President's statement and who gave
their assurance that they were In the
fight to a finish

Republicans feel that the President
went out of his way needlessly to attack
a party whose representatives In Con-
gress have been his most consistent sup-
porters In carrying on the war And
not a few.
