In Us first
major operation against the Germans,
conilderlng the clearing out of the St.
Mlhlel salient a a local affair, ths.
American Army In a few days less tiian

month has liberated more than forty
fire villages and advanced to an average
depth of ten miles, freeing 109 square
miles of territory. In the offensive the
Americans have captured more than
:0,00O prisoners.

The Americans attacked on a front of
twenty miles from the Argonne to the
Meuse, and the advance has been made
In the face of almost Insurmountable
dlfilculltles, due particularly to the na-
ture of the ground, which Is covered
with hill, deep ravines and woods. In
addition the Americans had fronting
them four organized systems of trenches

the Hlndenburg line, the Ilagen posi-
tion, the Volker position and tho Kriem
h!ld position. They havo forced their
nay through all these lines. Ahead of
them llfs the Freya position, which has
been reached at one point in the region
of the Banthcvllle Wood.

The advance has been particularly dif-
ficult because the Germans have stub-
bornly resisted every foot of the way
nnd have used more than thirty-thre- e

divisions on the twenty mile front. .The
enemy continues to make a formidable
effort to hold this front in order to pro-
tect his great lateral line of communi-
cation running- - through Hlrson, Meztcrcs,
.edan, Montmedy and Longuyon. This
line already Is threatened, and should
the Germans lose it they ,wlll lose their
main line of communication from Ger-
many Into occupied France.

137 DIk Guns Captured.
In addition to the prisoners Gen.

Tershlng's men havo taken more than
IS? guns of large calibre; numerous
machine uns and anti-tan- k guns, a
treat store of ammunition nnd muatt
war material, including locomotives
and rail cars.

Since September 16 the Americans
kave fired more than 2,500,000 shells,
the number at times reaching as high
as 156,000 dally. The guns used In-
cluded a great number of heavies and
also eomo captured from the enemy.

American aviators and ft

suns since September 27 have brought
down 330 enemy machines and 23 enemy
balloons, despite adverse flying condi-
tions and bad weather at- - times.
Bombing airplanes dropped more than
40.000 kilograms of explosives on ralU
road centres, troop concentrations and
other points behind the enemy lines.

From the viewpoint of the engineer
the most difficult task faced has been
the repairing of roada nnd the move-
ment of supplies, men, ammunition and
fool to the. front. More than 40.000 en-
gineer troops are employed day iand
nlxht In rebuilding shell shattered roads,
rslng where possible crushed rock from
villages destroyed by the German shells.

AVI re Defences Bridged.
In tho Argonne hundreds of yards of

German barbed wire entanglements, fast-
ened from tree to tree at various
relents, had to be bridged, as It was Im-
possible to cut them. In addition many
raids In the Argonne were of black
loam, which became a morass in rainy
leather. Tho engineers were compelled
to virtually build bridges over many
miles of these roads.

The crossing. of Forges Brook was ac- -
ompilshed In the first day of the ad-

vance under a heavy fire. The brook runs
through marshy lands, and in order to
bridge It the engineers had to lay bun-
dles of faggots on both sides of tho
rtream. Tho'crossing was made In rec-
ord time, and then began the battle of
the Argonne, which lasted more than two
weeks.

Compilation, made by army officers
show that of the more than 163 square
nuiea taken from the enemy since Sep-
tember 26, almost one-ha- lf were heavily
wooded and machine gun infested. The
Americans had to take by storm 159
bills and high crests, most of which were
r.eavlly wooded and defended by strong
machine gun detachments. Of the hills
Ml were west of the Meuse and eighteen
east of the river, The Germans also had,
to he driven from 430 ravines, all de-

eded by machine guns and nearly as
hard to take as the hills.

Gen. Pershing's men have had to ad-
vance against the pick of the German
"my lighting desperately to hold this
Important front. Their dimcultles-ar- e
understood more easily when the num-
ber of hills, woods and ravines they
have had to take is considered.

Stronar Germain Forces,
Natural positions for defence held by

American Front Quirt,
' Almost complete quiet reigned over the
American front northwest of Verdun to-
day. Not a sitiglo infantry action ofany Importance took place and there wasa minimum even of vatrolllng on both
sides. The artillery, which from the Ger-
man side was mildly active on the Amer.
lean right during tho night, ceased be-
fore daylight and was heard only Inter-
mittently in the later hours.

Despite sunshine throughput the dav
the visibility was so poor that the avia-
tors could accomplish little. The Amer
loan filers encountered few of the enemy.

The advance on the extreme American
left Into Bourgogne Wood yesterday
and the taking of the hamlet of Furnay
were of Importance because they mark
an extension of the American Itnes up
the narrow valley, bringing the north-
easterly curving line Into the woods.
This puts the Americans almost behind
the troublesome, and costly Belle Joyeuse
Farm, which has bcen'blttcrly contested,
having been won and lost several times
In ths last few days.

German troop concentrations in the
region of Brlquenay, north of Grand Pre,
wero bombed this ntternnnn hv nhmit
sixty Hi I American bombing alrplansi,
with about eighty pursuit planes pro-
tecting thenis Formations of from fif
teen to twenty German machines at-
tempted to drivo off the Americans and
several aerial combats resulted.

Lieut Edward Illckenbacher Wisamong the pursuit planes accompanying
the bombing squadron. Ho engaged In
two aerial combats and brought down a
German machine within the American
lines near Exermont. Illckenbacher fol-
lowed the enemy machlno close to th
ground until he saw the enemy aviator
land and fall into the hands of ,YmcrIcan
Infantrymen. Returning to his airdrome,
Illckenbacher heard the news of hla pro
motion to a Captaincy.

rne weather was fairly clear whetw
woru came mat German troops were ar-
riving at Briqucnay by trains, and that
they were marching and being trans-
ported toward the Bourgo;ne Wood. An
expedition was quickly organized, and
waa soon on the wing.

In addition to bombing Brlquenay and
the railroad, the bombers dropped a few
bombs In woods near by, and the pur-
suit planes attacked enemy troops with
small bombs and machine guns. The
bombers report excellent results, direct
hits being obtained upon railroad sheds.

Two American planes are reported
missing. Over Grand Pre the left wing
of a plane was struck by a German anti-
aircraft shell and tho machine fell In
flames within the German lines. The
Identity of the machine is uncertain, but
It is believed to have been an American.

DENAIN GIVES THANKS
FOR ITS DELIVERANCE

Prince of Wales and Gen. Cur- -

rie Received With Honors.

With thi British Arjit, in Francs
and Belgium, Oct. 27. The historic
old town of Denaln to-d- paid lui
debt of gratitude to the British for its
recent deliverance from a bondage of
fouc years by the German invaders.)

All the remaining residents? of this
war bcarred place, headed by tho local
dignitaries, formally received and ren-

dered a touching tribute of thanks this
morning to the Prince of Wales, repre-
senting the Ik It lib Government; Gen.
Curric. commander of the Canadian
Army Corrs, nnd the commander of the
Fourth Canadian Division of Quebec,
which freed Denaln from the enemy.
The reception of the royal representa-
tive was attended by elaborate cere-
monies.

Even as these, proceeded there came
constant detonations of exploding shells
from great German guns to the east,
but these marks of hate failed to
dampen the spirit of joy and thanks-
giving, for they came from an all but
vanquished enemy and Denaln was free.

The Prince of Wales. Gen. Currle and
the divisional commander entered the
town' with a guard of honor composed
of Canadian troops, French veterans of
the War of 1870, their tunics covered
with the medals of that conflict, and
a delegation of local beauties dressed
In Alsatian costumes and carrying huge
bouquets. They proceeded to tho cen-
tral square of the town, where promi-
nent civilians and officials were awaiting
to receive them.

While the guard stood at salute the
commander of the Fourth Division was
presented with a flag for his gallant
troops, who a few days ago had forced
the enemy from that very square at the
point of the bayonet, The girls gave
their flowers to tho Prince, Gen. Curric,
the divisional commander and the
other Generals.

This ceremony having been completed,
the procession reformed to proceed to
the church for the celebration of high
mass. At this time at Its head marched
all the priests In their robes of office.

Near the altar was a gaping wound
lo the wall where a great shell from a
German gun once had exploded. The
Prince of Wales took his placo Just un-
der this ragged hole.

Aside frSfci the religious rites, an ad-
dress of thanks was delivered by the
parish priest. Then going to the Cana-
dian representatives he thanked them
and referred to them as relatives by
blood and association. In concluding he
said that, he could see the hand of God
working behind the Just punishment
which certainly would be meted out to
the Germans. This punishment had long
been delayed, but it would bo all tho
harder for that very fact, he said.

The congregation then filed out of tho
church and tho Prince of Wales took
up a station nearby to allow the troops
to pass In review. His post was beside
the statue of Gen. Vlllars, who as com-
mander under Louis XIV. freed Denaln
from the Austrlana long years ago.

3IUSTER BOLLS ABE LOST

Duplicates lo Check Survivors
Hnd to Bo Sent From

Washington.

Washington, Oct. 27. Names of 200
of the American soldiers who Tost their
lives in the sinking of the transport
Otranto, October 6, In a collision with
the steamship Kashmir off the Scottish
coast were made public by the
War Department.

Three hundred and seventy-tw- o sol-

diers are believed to havo gone down
with the ship, but the exact,numbcr will
not be known until the clicking of the
names of survivors against the muster
rolls of the units aboard has been com-

pleted. .

The original muster, rolls were lost
yvlth the ship and duplicates had to be
sent to England by the War Depart-
ment. This accounts for the length of
time required to establish the Identity
of the men lost.

INSTANCES OF BKAVERY

Tho division commander desires to
express his appreciation to all officers
and soldiers of tho Twenty-eight- h

Division and of attached units who at
all times during the advance In the
valley of the Aire and In the Argonne
Forest, In Bplte of many hardbhlps and
constant personal danger, gavo their
best efforts to further tho success of
the division.

As a result of this operation, which
extended from 5 :S0 o'clock the morn-
ing of September 28 until the night of
October 8, with almost continuous
fighting, the enemy line was forced
hack more than ten kilometers. In
spite of most stubborn and at times
desperato resistance the enemy was
driven out of Clranil llourequllles,
I'etlt llourequllles, Vrennes, e,

Aprcmont, I'leinchamp
Farm, La Forge, Chatel Chehery and
strongholds on KIUh 223 and 244;
these were captured in the face of
strong machine gun and artillery fire.

Cited by General Headquarters.
As a new division on the Vcslo

River north of Chateau Thierry the
Twenty-eight- h was cited In orders
from general headquarters for Its ex-

cellent service, and the splendid work
just completed assures It a place In
the very' front rank of fighting Amer-
ican, division. With such a position
lo maintain it Is expected that every
man will devote his best effort to the
work In hand to hasten that final vic-
tory which now Is so near.

Itrig.-Cic- Dennis E. Nolan and Col.
Arthur L. Conger commanded brigades
in this advance northward. Instances of
heroic acts by the men continue to multi-
ply ; following are some of the latest :

Pergeant Ralph E. Summerton, War-
ren, Pa., the night before the attack
upon Chatel Chehery was In the regi-
mental kitchen. He was suffering from
Influenza and some aggravated wounds.
A German potato masher (a type of
hand grenade) had exploded near him,
Inflicting several small cuts upon his leg.
Lieut. Dickson, battalion adjutant of
tho 112th Infantry, came In and Sum-
merton asked him how things were
going. The Lieutenant told him there
were no officers left In Company I.

Against the advlco of the doctor Sum-
merton went back to lead the company
in the attack and skilfully headed the
first wave. Cnpt. William O. Smith
Hdya: "We advanced from Apremont in
two columns. Jut before we came to
Hill 244 w went Into line of squads
with Company I In the lead, IC next and
L and JI following. Summerton actually
was the first man to mount the hill.
Gen. Nolan was there and tviw Summer-tu- n

cany on.
Stirvlted mid Recovered.

"After gaining the crest Summerton
learned there wat an enemy position
that had to he cleaned out and he led
again, getting a rllle lullet through his
shoulder. Since the battle Summerton
has recovered from all his wounds and
no lorjger Is a casualty. Back on the
Vesle Klver. north of Chateau Thierry,
S'timmertoii received two minor wounds,
from ahrapnel which he disregarded in
the same way until his men had dug In."

Sergeant Andrew 11. Lynch, Philadel-
phia. September 29. when tho Germans
counter attacked at Apremont, was on
duty with a one iunder section of
the 110th Regiment. In position to tho
north of th village. ITnder orders he
lemoved his guns to the rear, then
learning that his commanding officer.

Lieut. Meyer S. Jacobs, had been taken
prisoner, he with Corporal Robert V.
Jeffrey, Sagamore, Pa., organlxed ' a
rescue party of five and ut once at-

tacked the German patrol of thirty-si- x

men, of whom fteen were killed. Lynch
personally took three prisoners and de-

livered free and unwounded his com-
manding officer.

Immediately afterward lie look com-
mand of seventy-fiv- e Americans In the
reserve, drew his revolver and shout-
ing "Follow met" launched a now at-
tack upon the enemy twenty-fiv- e yards
away, drlvfhg the Germans back for
two-thir- of a mile and establishing a
line in a ravine northwest of the vil-

lage. Corporal Jeffrey was close at his
Bide through It all.

Lieut Jacobs says: " was In tho
hands of the enemy fifteen minutes.
Lynch did not have to come back after
me, for I had ordered him to go to
the town and stay there."

Another remarkable instance of per-

sonal bravery concerns Lieut. John V.
Merrick, Philadelphia, who now la back
with the 110th Regiment, recovered
from his wounds. September 28 Mer-
rick, with D Company, had gained his
objective and was holding the western
end of a ravine near Apremont. They
were subjected to frontal and enfilad-
ing fire, were without shelter and wero
ordered to withdraw to safer positions.

While doing so Merrick was painfully
nounded by machine gun bullets
through his elbow and hand. Although
suffering greatly he refused to be re-

moved and for two hours skilfully
directed his men at great peril to him-
self, getting back what was left of
his company, together with some men
of other companies who had attached
themselves to his command.

Capt Charles L. McLaln, Indiana, Pa.,
whose gallantry In the fighting on the
Marne attracted attention In July, again
distinguished himself at Apremont.
learning that Company C, 110th. In-

fantry, was without officers and that
his own company was in reserve, he took
command of the company and led the
first wavl In the attack the morning of
September 29. Ho was wounded in the
kg about C :30 in the morning, but he
continued, hobbling with a cane, until
the objective was reached at 1 :30 in
tho afternoon, when he was removed to
the hospital. He has recovered from
his wound and now is back with his
division.

I wish I might give the name of the
young Lieutenant from Altoonn, now
dead from his wounds, who made a
reconnaissance from Apremont to Chatel
Chehery, and when an attack was or-

dered for the morning of September 29,
his own company being In reserve,
leatned that Company I was without
officers and volunteered to command it.
With this unit he was half a mile north
of Apremont when the enemy counter
attacked. Ho was shot through the
stomach by machine gun bullets, but
continued to lead until 7:30 o'clock,
when the attack finally wast repulsed.
Then he consented to go to the hospital,
where he died. Because of his death It
Is not permitted to gtvo his name.

SEES GERMAN GRIP
FASTEN ON RUSSIA

Lord Robert Cecil Gives After
War Warning.

Aiecuil Cable Despatch to Tin; Srv.

London, Oct. 2". Lord Itolert Cecil
foresees the possibility of Germany fast-
ening her dominion on Itu?sla ufter the
war.

"On withdrawing from the occupied
territories In Kussln," lie says, "the
Germans disarmed nil the Inhabitants.
Now the Bolshevik! are beginning to
Invade these dtstricty, with the result
that the people are helpless. In view
of the possibility that there will be
a lack of stable government In Russia
after the war there Is a probability
these peoples will call upon Germany
for aid In restoring order.

"More than onco the Germans have
dominated Itussla. Revolutions have
left the country rntltely without gov-
ernment. The educated clara Is small,
and the Bovernlng' element smaller.
Thcie remains no one with a stmblancc
of an Idea of sovernment.

"Great Britain has never declared her-
self at war with the Bolshcvlkl, execfit
that she has assisted In protecting
Russian interests from the grasp of
Germans, although a considerable num-
ber of liolehcviks arc known to be in
the pay of Germany."
