Champion pf Juveniles Is

Ttos'a champion Billy Kelly In their
match race, here thin afternoon. It was
one of the ereatcst struggles yet seen
on tho American turf. At ths end of
tlielr alx furlong contest only Inches sep-
arated the two renowned Juveniles.

Po closs together did they raco past
the Judges that some spectators said that
Kternal won by a head. Others declared
his. margin of victory was a short neck.
The time was 1 :12.

Because of his wonderful past per-
formances, which earned him the Juve-
nile title. Hilly Kolly was the favorite.
He was heavily backed nnd his price In
the mutucls was 3 to 6. Eternal also
hud n host of friends who wagered on
him heavily at odila which represented
t to 3.

To see the two famous
Ftrusgle for the honor of presenting
110,000 to the lied Cross 'the largest
crowd that yet has watched an equine
contest In Maryland was present The
(lands and lawns were Jammed to over-
flowing and thousands stood In tho aisles
and other places of vantage.

Eternal's victory sent the rich purse
to the Baltimore chapter of the Ameri-
can Red Cross. If nilly Kelly had won
the purse would havo been presented
to the Canadian Mission of Mercy.
Commander J. K. U Ross made the trip
from Canada especially to see the con-
test, and, although he was keenly dis-
appointed over the result, he took the
defeat of his champion like a good
rportsman and declared that the betterhorse won. He was one of the first to
congratulate Mr. McClelland on his colt'sgreat victory.

Schuttlnser nidea 'Well.
After he had been showered with con-

gratulations for half an hour by histhrong of friends Mr. McClelland an-
nounced that he had retired Eternal for
the remainder of the year and that hisrent race would be In the Kentucky
De-b- y of 1319.

Andrew Schuttlnser rode Eternal,
while Sande, the Commander's regular
Jockey, had the leg up on Billy Kelly.
Neither made any mistakes, but it might
be said that the veteran Rchuttinger
outgeneralled his younger opponent In
the early part of the race and outrode
nlm when it came to the final drive to
the wire.

PLAY FOR WAR FUND

Committee Offers to Put Up
Side Bet for AVclker

Cochran.

There Is excellent foundation for the
belief that William F. Hoppe, champion
oaiK, line Diiiiardlst ot tne worm, win
defend nia 18:2 title against Wclker
Cochran, the sensational expert from the
West, In n 2,000 points match of 600
points a night. In the cities of New
York, Boston, Philadelphia and Wash-
ington. , ,

This expectation arises from the fact
that the demand of Hoppe's manager
for a side bet haa been acceded to, and
the champion now has no reason for
delay in signing articles of agreement.

These Interesting facts were developed
yesterday at a meeting of the sports
committee the War Work campaign,
which has sought to arrange a match
between Hoppe and Cochran.

It. P. Benjamin, manager of Hoppe,
called on the committee nnd Informed
William Ropes that he did not think It
right to nfk the champion to ritk his
title In a match with Cochran nnd not
receive any financial Inducement.

Mr Roper lmpresse'd it on Mr. Benja-

min that nil moneys received from
sporting contests were to go In their
entirety to tho various war funds nnd
asked how It would be possible to grant
Hoppe's request for financial returns.

Benjamin said tho only way he could
see out of the difficulty was a side bet
between the contestant, nnd that Coch-
ran did not' appear to havo backing for
such a- - stake. Mr. Benjamin seemed to
think th!a disposed of the entire
matter and smiled regretfully at tho
members of the committee.

If It had not been for the strong support and determination of Herbert I
Pratt we feel safe In saying that the entire sport proposition would havo
blown up last week. However, having started the thing, Mr. Pratt was going
to see It through, and lie so Informed his associates In tho executive meeting
yesterday afternoon. Now that they are rid of various embarrassing indi-
viduals Mr. Pratt nnd Bill Roper will havo only themselves to consult in
their plans. Tho main drive will reap tho reword-I- n

conjunction with Mr. Pratt's efforts wo feel that it Is nn open secret
that It was he who yesterday undertook to underwrite the sldo bet for Welker
Cochran In the quest of Willie Hoppe's 1S:2 balk lino billiard title for tho
I'eueilt of the drive. Tho action of Messrs. Hoppe and Benjamin In demanding
a side bet Is rather hnrd to explain In view of the fact that the champion
Is well fixed financially. If Hoppe should win it would be fitting for him
to contribute Mr. Cochran's part-of the wager to the fund. Perhaps he has
such an Idea in view. At any rate, Mr. Hcppo did not raise himself in any-
body's estimation by demanding that there be a side bet. Wo take It for
granted that Mr. Benjamin did not make tho demand on his own Initiative
and that Mr. Hoppe was behind the stipulation.

Ordinarily a demand such as Mr. Hoppe's would havo been greeted
with disdain and his services for the fund dispensed with, but having backed
the champion Into nn agreement to 1ay young Cochran If only thoro were
a wager, Mr. Pratt was not going to see tho feature dropped for the want
of support for tho challenger. It would be nn easy matter to get 100
billiard lovers to contrlbuto $25 each to back Mr. Cochran In a match against
Mr. Hop;i for tho war fund. They would contribute even in the knowledgo
that the champion would win.

College Football Drive Practically Is Abandoned.
Developments In the football section of tho sport drlvo for the War

Work fund yesterday wero not encouraging. Mr. Roper reported no progress
In his efforts to Induce colleges to send tholr teams hero for three big gomes,
and ho declared that he was through Inducing. Unless there Is a change
to-d- we may regard the college football part.of the drlvo here as abandoned.
Mr. Roper plans to substitute servlco games, which probably will develop
as great Interest as Intercollegiate contests would arouse, and bring as much
money for tho fund.

The big discourager yesterday was a refusal from Tale. Coming in
tho wake of Harvard's refusal 011 Saturday tho Ell stand delivered Mr.
Roper's hope a knockout. In place of Harvard wo aro likely to see the
Harvard Radio School eleven at the Polo Grounds against 'tho Princeton
Aviation School on November 10. Neither of these servlco schools is under
the direct control of tho university whero It Is located and their .football
teams should make an interesting tussle. The Radio players wear regular
Harvard crimson Jerseys and all that sort of thing, and It may be that
President Lowell will enter a demurrer on that score. In that event the
Radios will have to change their shirts! A game between the Pclhum Bay
and Newport Naval Training Station elevens In tho Yalo Bowl ami a
meeting between the League Island marines and some other service outfit
ut tho Polo Grounds also are In prospect.
