Will Seek Prizes on Thorough-

breds at Red Cross Horso
Show.

UNCLE SAM LENDS AIDJ

Recognizing the patriotic character ot
next week's Horse Show at Madison
Square Garden, the entire gross receipts
of which will be a gift to the Red Cross.
the National Railway Administration
has Just completed arrangements for
making sure that all of the 1,100 en-

tries are on hand for- - the opening on
Monday, November 11.

There Is an acute thortaan fcprets
cars suitable for transporting valuable
horses, and the Government officials,
who are cooperating with the National
Horse Bhow Association In every way,
have asked that all exhibitors be urged
to make Immediate arrangements for
shipping their horses to New York.

The hurry call went out by telegraph
to horse owners In all parts of the
country, and the association yesterday
made preparations for receiving horses
at the Garden ns soon as they begin to
come In. The big stable of Judge Will-
iam IL Moore nnd thrse of one or two
other exhibitors have avready arrived In
New York.

TJie War Department, too, has shown
Its appreciation of the Importance ot the
Horse Show In working out the right
typo ofcavalry mount by entering the
thoroughbred stallion Adams Express In
the class for sires suitable to Improve
the horse stock of the country available
for army purposes and by granting leave
of absence to Capt. A. Henry Hlggtnson
of the Remount Division, to come on
from Camp Bevler, In South Carolina, to
act as a Judge at the Garden. Leave
of absence has likewise been given to
numerous army ofilcers from camps
nearer New York and from West Point,
who will ride in the military Jumping
competitions at the Horse Bhow.

TURN TO HIS GAME

Anderson Tolls of His Experi-

ence With Others HI In

a Hospital.

ALL SEEK SUGGESTIONS

Dull care and sometimes keen anxi-

ety often lose their weight and polg
nancy In the wake of golfing conver-
sation. Picture If you will and It takos
very little stretch of the imagination
nowadays four or Ave fairly musculai
chaps lying flat on their backs In on
of 'the private wards e a local hos-
pital the unwilling Ttctlms of the mys-
terious tnfluenxa.

After the first few hours It seemed
that there were no topics left on which
there might be even good natured dis-
cussion. The war news naturally
pleased everybody; all happened to bt
Republicans and there was no chance
of a two sided debate on the President's
political letter and Mr. Roosevelt's
lengthy reply. For tvro days only cas-
ual pleasantries were Indulged In, un-
til one bright afternoon the tall, light
haired athletic looking victim In the
corner called rather Impatiently to the
doctor! "When, doctor, when do I go!
out to the linker'

That statement was sufficient. At once
I bobbed my head up from the coverlet
but only just In time to see that four
others had shifted their positions as If
their future pleasure too depended upon
the answer, while upon each face was
a recognition of tho fact that hero was
a common ground for conversation which
would never run dry.

So Indeed It proved. When the doctor
left thero was Immediate conversation
Where do you play? What Is your hand-
icap?

These were
some of the queries tossed back and
forth. From then on the lawyer, the
manufacturer, the civil englnw and the
member of the War Indus, les Board
mentally trod the hills and valos of
golfing endeavor.

more Interesting opinions on the game,
for they came from men who loved thegame, acknowledged their physical weak-necke- s

In Its pursuit, confessed freely to
an Inability to get around a moderately
easy nine hole course under Uio century
mark.

The Uppermost Question.
It was evident from the conversation

that the desire to ulav even ono or two
strokes better was uppermost In the
mlnda of them all. "How may I become
a better player? The last professional
I had filled mo so full of theory that 1

have never hit a brassie shot for two
months. Am I In the hopeless class be-
cause I didn't start the game until 1

was 35? Has this game a secret which
If found ojwns up tho fountain of golfing
youth.7 Can I count some day on going
round In a ninety-five- ? What makes
my putt from 6 feet go 6 feet past the
hole? Must I forever bo thinking of
hitting with either the right or tha left
hanll, wrist, arm or shouldcrV"

Those and a Fcore of other questions
opened up the field for talk which began
soon after the breakfast waa eaten and
lasted oiT nnd on till the snores of the
earl sleepers proved too noisy a bunker.

Now. It Is not in our province to at-
tempt to answer nil the questions put
forth accepting them as absolutely si imi-ar- d

for all men, but I mention .1 few
queries to bhow that when it man is laid
flat on his back his mind more of en
turriM to his favorite sport rt!u-- r than
to his business and tho particulars of his
Ideas and feelings run to the possibilities
of improving In that partlculir branch,
anad more especially If It Is golf.

Thero was at this session of ours but
little talk of dues, of course, or mem-
berships, or records, after the first trivial
openings, hut rather a wondering ns to
the . lac.n In winch a man should be at a
Khtti age, nnd if below that liow one
inlnht :u'.ilri! the ncedr.1 additional skill
Whi h M ts one thinking ot iho count-hs- s

num'.ir of golfers who nro prnKibly
in the same plight, undoubtedly aru
responsive, and perhaps Just a little anx-
ious nhout their ame and its possibili-
ties. If we can help them the pleasure
la great: if we fall In our attempt it
will not be becatmo we were not keen to
try. We offer first a aliort scries of sug-
gestions.

Prnctlce Prime Fnctor.
1. Most of the great golfers of this

country and Great Britain, particularly
the latter, Including Braid, Taylor. Var-do-

Sherlock, Duncan, Travis, Travers,
Hilton, Hutchinson and Fulford, who
have put Into books their personal
thoughts on the matter, even though
they may differ widely on many points,
ngree with one accord that practice la
tho ono secret for golfing Improvement
and success. And yet in spite of the ad-
vice from tho best players nnd thinkers
not one golfer In 10,000, although all
are anxious to Improve, accepts tho cau-
tion and advice.

There Is no telling If they ever will,
so that wo must perforce arrive nt the
conclusion that most golfers nra trying
to prove themselves the exception to the
general rule, striving to attain excellence
by some short cut method usually of
homo manufacture, unwilling through
practical, practlco means. To that per-so- n

who will write a book entitled "How
ta Excel nt Golf Without Practice" will
bo returned a fortune, for the mlherontj
of that faith nre beyond number.

2. It is many timeB easier for a man
to i educe his daily or weekly round
from 120 to 100 than for the 7C man to
average a 74. The possibilities looking
toward a partial perfection narrow

when tho golfer goes below "6,
but they are wide open if one's scoro
is over IdO.

3. The low handicap man keeps his
low handicap because he keeps careful.
The high handicap golfer continues to
mako high scores because he loses con-
centration. Tho last nine holes of golf-
ers with high handicaps are usually
higher than the first nine, while the
reverse Is generally true of tho better
player.

4. Since scores rather than form please
the ninety and nine It follows that suc-
cess can bo achieved If the golfer will
decide on carefulness, which Is really
concentration, even If no real prnctlce Is
Indulged In I have yet to see a high
handicap man playing worso golf than
usual when he played with much better
players. Moro often than not ho Im-
proved several strokes, and It waa due
to the fact that he took greater pnlns
wllh his strokes, nnd the result showed
Immediately. That Is the only advice
which to my mind sfcems of valine to thoso
golfers who have not the inclination toput In an hour each day or weok jut
practising. Be careful and don't get
discouraged in the first two or threo
rounds
