Meanwhile telegrams were oxchanged
with Vermaillon. In the afternoon pre-
cine detnlls of the armistlee were ra-
oelved from Fremier Orlnndo and again
written in form and bhanded to Von
Weber,

In the evening one of the Austrian
envoys left Ih a motor car for Serrn-
valle with a draft of the conditions
to communicate them to the Justrian
Government

The Austrian pienlpotentlaries, muan
depressed, did not show themselves out-
side the villa nor walk In the garden
Although men of position who might
be supposed to have avolded the worst
sralte of thelr compatriote, they be-
trayed the need of food. .
