SURVEY PLANNED

Producers and Distributers to
Meet Monday to Tacklo

Price Problem.

Producers and wholesale buyers of
milk from alt over the country are to
meet Monday In Washington with of-
ficials of the Federal Flood AilmliBKlri-Ho- n

to thresh out the milk problem.
Tho programme calU for an effort to

determine what differentials In prices
shall bo allowed to producers In differ-
ent sections; to arrive at a method of
determining he cost of producing milk
all over the country, upon which cost
the dealers' price must be based after
allowing a fair profit to the producer,
and to decide what charges to the con-
sumer shall be made by the distributer.
It Is understood that the present plan
calls for the fixing of these prices by
governmental ajcncles. probably the
present machinery of the Food Admin-
istration, through Its food administra-
tors In various parts of the country.

Tho distributers of Greater New
York will be represented by officials of
the New Tork Milk Conference Hoard
and the producers of this and adjoin-
ing states by It. D. Cooper, president ;

Judge J. D. Miller, counsel, and other
officers of tho Dairymen's league

It has been estimated that In the
last few months the conimptlon of
milk In the metropolitan district h.is
fallen off 20 per cent, or more as the
direct result of tho skyrocketing of
milk prices. Milk distributors frankly
confess that the recent boosting of
prices to 17 cents for a quirt ar.d 11

cents for a pint of bottled grade 11 milk
will curtail consumption further.

Thousands of families that formerly
bought a quart of milk a day are now
taking a quart bottle every other day.
refusing to listen to the milkman when
he suggests that they cut down their
allowance to a pint bottle a day at 11
cents a pint.

tion.

Sidney rfeiffer, a special agent of the
Department of Justice, testified nbout
talks ne said ho overheard between
Charles L. Fuller, a chief Inspector of
thu Quartermaster's Department, and
Lazarus,

Dr. John n. De Mund, also a special
agent of the Department of JuBtlce, d

that he searched Fuller, who had
consented to help the flovernment, re

ho met Lazarus on July 2. Fuller
met Lazarus without any money, Dr.
De Mund said, but afterward he had a
fifty dollnr bill. The bill was put In
evidence.
