Market Comes to Life Suddenly and Builders Form Plans
+ for Active Season to Make Up for Lost Time—

Restrictions Removed From Construction

The heavy and blaek war cloud swhich
hung long and low over all Europe cast
s darkenin: ahadowa ovwr the clty to
the extent of materiaily curtalling the
wiskien of meny people who were de-
#lrous of ownlng and occupylng cosy
little homes of their own in near by
eountry places. Tho war's Influence
almost brought suburban trading to a
standstill, but there wus sufficlent con-
fidence In the hearts of the developers
to pursue their determination to bulld
a8 many homes as they convenlently
could without Interfering with the prog-
reas of the war. They are now Jubllam
over the prospecta that the suburbe wilil
msoon experience A revival of Interest
which will mean a healthy, substantial
gErowth.

This optimizm which I8 so0 prevalent
among suburban developers la based on
the cessation of hostilitles In Europe
and Is In reality a reflection of the lift-
Ing of the reatrainis which have long
curtalled bullling and buying In the
suburbs. A grout bujing power bas been
released by the order from Washington
to stop further conseription. Suburban
realty men claim that the order affects
that class of men belween the ages of
5 and 468 who have reached thse *“set.
thing down” age and who form the
chlef source of prospective country home
buyers. They argue that men of these
ages, who usually have strong family
tes, were removed ma posalble home
ownefn when the conscription age wam
milsed because It was natural for them
to refraln from contracting to purchase
homes while the way last Intlination
o buy fas been Indlcated strongly: In
fact prospective buyera have sald that
posaible conscription was the only reasoh
which kept them from carrying out thelr
wishes. WIith the slgning of the armis-
tioo this reatriction has been removed
and Inquiries and males are dally In-
créasing. One sale which depended upon
the cessatlon of hostilitles was closed
within twenty-four hours after the Aus-
frian armirtice had been signed. * The
Buyer, by his quick actlon. gained the
advantage of securing a houss which hag
been constructed of materials secured
Before the rise In bullding costs.

Another influence, directly dye to ths
Btoppags of the war, and which adds

Freatly to the prospecta of larger active
ity In the suburbs, Is the new rulings
Iaid down by the War Industries Bomrd.
Tt has (ssued orders permitting bullding
which does not cost more than $18,000
fto procesd without permits other than |

ufacturers ffom the restraint of produe-
tion and granted denlers permission ln‘
fupply operations which do not exeerd
the cost of $10,000.

REMOVAL OF SOUND
STEAMERS OPPOSED

Property Interests in Central
Section Think Plan Very

Arbitrary.

The suggestion of Dock Commisstoner
Hulbert to move the steamships In the
Round and New England trade from the
North River to the East River has not
the support of properly owners In the
sho# district, through Worth, Leonard
and other strests from Broadway west
to the water front. They olalm that it
wonld be ona of the most arbitrary
moves that the clity government could
make, and are prepared to fight the
plan of the Doek Commissloner, who
wants the dockage used by the Sound
trade carriers for foreign cargo ships
hecauss of the great shortage of apoce
for big shipping on the North Itiver,
which s the only water that can be
wsed by the deep ships.

Alfred R. Kirkus, msecretary of the
New York, the Manhattan, Cantral and
Colonial Real Estate Assoclations, In a
statement issued yestarday sald:

“From the real estats point of view
the proposs! of Commissloner Hulbert
to change the SBound steamers from thelr
present dockage on the North River to
the East I8 a most startling and de-
pressing suggestion.

“For soma years the holding of real
estate had been approaching closely to
the proverbial ‘gold brick.® The ston
ping of speculstive bullding and
resumption of all businesa through wu.
conditions has brought It back to a
tangible assel. 8o that Investors nre
anee more turning to it as a rellef and
seonr'ty, With the approaching end
of the war and reconstruction necessary
thereto the least disturbance of real
vitute and other business la dealrable
The healthy renewnl of buliding activity
may be neceasary, but speculative change
of localitien with the possibllity of cre-
ating a new nelghborhood st the expense
or destruction of an old |s diaastrous.

*“The wholesale collon goods
boot and ahoes business has been lo-
cated for around ffty years In the
nalghborhood of Duane to  Leonard
itrest, weat of Broadway, and many
tenants have been In their present bulld-
ngd Rimost that length of time. Thesa
rommoditizs are dependent largely upon
the Sound steamers. which receive and
dlscharge goods within & few blocks of
thelr doors. They also require consld-
erphle ppace to carry, assort and re-
Alstribute their stock. It {s now, after
all thess yeara and when ths business
refuses to leave the locallty, proposed
to disrupt thelr arrangements by the
transformation of the shipping facilitles
to the other aide of the city. necessitat-
! 'ng the tfucks croswsing every maln line
of travel In the elty, Itis comparat!ively
sawy 1o transfer the extra expeénse to the
poor, unfortunate ultlmate consumer
| It 1s never posaibls to make up for the
valuable t!me loat In making these shin-
ments, and the result of this change
