course I could not consider it whllo
the country was at war.

For almost six years I have worked
incessantly under the prcssuro of
!rreat responsibility. Their exactions
have drawn heavily on my strength.
The Inadequate compensation allowed
by law to Cabinet officers (as you
know I received no compensation as
Director-Gener- of and
the very burdensomo cost of living In
Washington have so depleted my per-

ianal resources that I am obliged to
reckon with tho facts of the situation.

' I do not wish to convey the Impres-
sion that, there Is any actual Impair-
ment of my health, because such Is not
the fact As a result of long over-
work I need a reasonable period of
genuine rest to replenish my energy.
But more than this, I must, for the
sake of my family, get back to private
life to retrieve my personal fortune.

Would Avoid Inconvenience.
I cannot secure the required rest

nor the opportunity to look after my
long neglected prlvnte affairs unless I
nm relieved of my present responsi-
bilities.

I am anxious to have my retirement
effected with tho least possible Incon-
venience to yourself and to the public
service, but It would Ivthlnk bo wlso
to accept my reslgnatlan.tiow as Sec-
retary of tho Treasury, to become
effective upon the appointment and
qualification of my successor so that
ho may1 have the opportunity and

of participating promptly In
the formulation of the policies that
should govern the future work of the
Treasury. I would suggest that my
resignation as Director-Gener- of
Railroads become effective January 1,
1919, or upon tho appointment of my
successor.

I hope you will understand, my dear
Mr. President, than will permit noth-
ing but the most Imperious demands
to force my withdrawal from' public
life. Always I shall saherlsh as the
greatest honor of my career the op-

portunity you have so generously
given me to serve the country tinder
your leadership in these epochal times.

McAdoo made clear how Insur-
mountable has been the problem that he
faced, and his regret at having to add
at this time to the burdens of the Prfol-den- t.

"ASHINGTON, Nov'. 22. Mr. McAdoo made tho announcement of
his retirement nt one of his weekly conferences with a scoro of

newspapermen ht in his private ofllce at the Treasury. The men
for an hour had been discussing: with him questions concerning; futuro
policies of Treasury and railroad administration and were about
to arise to leave when Mr. McAdoo, seated at his desk, remarked
casually:

"Now, gentlemen, I havo just one other little thing to say which
may be of interest. I am rcirinjr from public life."

This came so utterly unexpectedly that nono of tho men uttered
a word of comment, and the little map and paper bestrewn ofllce
which has served as the Secretary's workroom more than five years
was still until Mr. McAdoo, in his usual tone, explained further:

"Copies of the correspondence with the President will explain the
reason why I haue been compelled to take this action and there Isn't
any other reason why I did it."

Just a few minutes before-th- o press conference Mr. McAdoo had
called in his Treasury advisers and broken news to them. Utmost
surprise was expressed by his coworkers. There had been only one
rumor recently of the possibility of Mr. McAdoo's resignation and
that was to the effect that he might be appointed Secretary of War
while Secretary Baker went to Europo ns tho President's emissary.
That report was specifically denied at tlmo and it waSi said that
Mr. McAdoo had no immediate intention of quitting either as Sec-Veta- ry

of tho Treasury or as Director-Gener- al of Railroads.

JOBS IN
DUTCH OFFER PLEA

FOR FORMER KAISER

Allies Urged to Allow Will-
iam to Remain.

Paris, Nov. 22. Tho Dutch location
to-d- published a note containing a
declaration by the President of the
Netherlands Council of Ministers to the
Chamber of Deputies, eaylng tho former
German Emperor entered Dutch terri-
tory after his abdication as a private
personage. The note says the kind ef
reruge granted to him Is similar to that
given to all foreign refugees and that
the Government could not mako any ex-
ception on account of his former posi-

tion when he asked to be admitted to
Dutch territory.

This does not prevent the Government
says tho note, from carrying out the
doty of watching that the former Em-
peror does not comnttt any abuse of asy-
lum which would render hospitality det-
rimental to tho Interests of the country,
the note adds that the Netherlands Gov-
ernment does not bollevo that foreign
Governments, whose subjects so often
have had the benefit of Dutch refuge,
will refuse to respoct national tradition
or to remember Instances when they
themselves gave hospitality to dethroned
monarch.
