Systematic Destruction of
Factories and Plants.

I'Anis, Nov. 28. Details of the sys-
tematic senuestrnttnn nr rinBtt-itr-Hn- nt
machinery In tho Frcnoh factories in
mo Ainey iron region Is given by the
correspondent at Drley of Le Journal

All stocks of merchandise, iron ore,
cast iron and steel were first requisi-
tioned by German Inspectors and en-
gineers, tho correspondent rays, nnd
then 15 offlcers and 100 men ar-
rived to organlzo tho" destruction of
the plants. German .manufacturers
visited the region and picked out cer-
tain pieces of machinery which they
wanted placed In thclr.pwn plants and
the.e wero 'shipped immediately to
Gmiiony.

After these selections had been mado
the demolition of blast furnaces, steam
engines, boilers, tools, gearings and
electric light fixtures not connected
with tho actual working of tho mines
was carried out, tho employees of tho
plants being compelled to aid the Ger-
mans In their devastation.

In "the meantime the exploitation of
the mines was kept in full swing.
Prisoners to the number of 15,000 vero
put to work with hardly any rest and
under terrjblo discipline. The output
of tho mines waa larger than that In
peaco time, nnd, tho correspondent
adds, this enabled the Central Powers
to hold out for four years.

When the time for the final allied
attack aproached tho Germans con-
centrated 500 heavy guns and 7,000
machlno guns for tho defence of the
Brley region, but the heroism of the
nllled troops rendered"" these precau-
tions useless and tho Teuton dream of
universal domination was shattered.

GERMAN GRIP OFF

POTASH INDUSTRY

Sufficient Supply Is Devel-

oped to More Than Meet
American Needs.

Fpectal Dttpatch to The Suv.
Washington, Nov. 28. Elimination

of tho German grip on the potash In
dustry of the United States has been
undertaken through the action of tho
War Industries Board In turning over
Its chemical division to the Depart-
ment of tho Interior. If the project
Is successful the farmers of the coun-
try will be removed from the monopoly
of German industrial concerns on the
world's supply of fertilizer materials.
Since the outbreak of the war a sup-
ply of potash has been developed In
this country which Is more than suf-
ficient to moot American needs.

Legislation Is in contemplation In
Congress as a part of the revenue bill
which will give encouragement to pri-
vate industries for the production of
potash in this country. Chairman
Daruch of the War Industries Hoard
appeared personally before a commit-
tee In Congress and urged the accept-
ance of the legislative proposal.

Before the outbreak of the war the
potash Industry was comparatively
unknown In tho United States. Iong
strides have been made In developing
the Industry In Germany, and through
Iho monopoly there control of the food
situation rested largely in German
hands.

This situation was one of the things
on which the Germans counted for
rapid rehabilitation nfter the war.

Under the stimulus of necessity,
however, private Industries have been
launched in tho United States which
will eventually take care of press-
ing needs, and promise under pend-
ing legislation In Congress to supplsnt
the German control on potash and
fertilizer.

Before the war 150,000 tons of
pctash' was received nnnpally from
Germany ; last year the country
turned ou,t 32.000 tons nnd this year
will produce about 60,000 tons.

Tho transfer of the chemical sec-
tion of the War Industries Board to
the Department of the Interior is for
this purpose.

Extensive investigations Will be con-
ducted Into the feasibility of extract-
ing potash from the fumes of blast
furnaces and from coke nnd llmo used
In reducing ores. The ores of Ala-
bama are especially rich In potash.

Conferences between experts for tho
purpose of deciding upon plans

havo been held and the ry

for tho purpose of carrying
on the work on n vast scale Is being
arranged for. Under the increased
costs of production In Germany In
the nfter-wa- r period It Is expected that
potash will bo produced In the United
States considerably cheaper than It
can be Imported froni that country.

Tells Why nellef U Vltnl.
In announcing the campaign the

Food Administration says:
"Tho conservation week campaign

will bring out the need for saving
food nnd sharing It with the Allies
and tho liberated nations. Conserva-
tion Is absolutely vital to the relief of
stricken Europe. Famine Is the
mother of revolt and anarchy. If we
allow hunger to take Its toll of life In
Europe the red scourge of revolution
Is bound to spread, and we will Bee a
definite collapse of the peace for which
we fought nnd bled. We entered the
conflict with the avowed purposo ot
establishing world peace, and If wa
allow this to bo disrupted by uprisings
and arnrchy we will have destroyed
the very thing for which we entered
the fray and which Is now in sight.

"In tho coming year we must send
20,000,000 tons of food to Europe, prac-
tically tho limit of loading capacity nt
our ports. The magnitude of this un-
dertaking may better be understood In
comparison with our pre-w- ar exports
of less than 0,000,000 ton a year and
tho export last year of only 11,520,000
tons.

TntK. Meats anil Feed Needed.
"Now thnt the Mediterranean Sea

routes are again open to commerce the
European nations can draw upon the
wheat supplies In India and Australia.
Consequently this country will not be
called upon to make up the entire Eu-
ropean wheat deficit, and our export
efforts must be centr?d more largely
upon fats, meat and feeding stuffs.

"Europe Is extremely bhort of feed
and fodder, and a rapid deterioration
of meat and dairy herds has followed
as a natural consequence. Our ex-
ports must be largely Increased in or-

der that tho European herds may be
rehabilitated, and also that the Imme-
diate supplies of milk may bo Increased
by proper fecdlnc.

CALLS HAMMERLIN6

Foreign Language Frcss Ecp-rcscntati-

to Be "Witness

at Hearing.

RECALLS JiUAIELY CASE

Testimony of Galirycl In-

volved Bernstorff in Prop-

aganda Plot.

Louis X. Hammerling, a naturalized
citizen of Austrian birth, who has
made his American Association . of
Foreign Languago Newspapers, Inc.,
a profitable medium of publicity both
for German Interests nnd for the
United States Government, will be n
witness beforo the Senate commltteo
that Is to extend what has been an
investigation of brewers' activities Into
n comprehensive inquiry Into German
propaganda. The inquiry ns extended
will begin Monday In Washington.

To the American Association of
Foreign Language Newspapers, as
revealed by The Sun, was awarded
a contract by George Creel's bureau
of public information to give publicity
to tho patriotic film "Under Four
Flags"; this when the association nnd
Hammerling, Its president, are under
fire because of alleged relations with
Von Bernstorff and other German
agents while America was neutral.

Hammerling received 1205,000 from
Edward A. Ilumcly. former publisher
of the livening JfH, to distribute
"The Appeal to the American People"
advertisement of April 5, 1313. This
was directed against the manufacture
of munitions for the Allies. Hammer-
ling made out receipts for the money
to Dr. Heinrich F. Albert, commercial
attache of the German Embassy and
ono of Von Bcrnstorff's paymasters.

Hid Vat Suspect Tint.
When on the defensive in regard to

alleged activities for Germany Ham-
merling Is extremely garrulous. If he
clings to th story ho told under ex-

amination at an Inquiry by Alfred L.
Becker, Deputy State Attorney-Genera- l,

he will quote Bumely ns saying
that the J205.000 Tor the appeal was
transmitted through a prominent law-
yer and an equally prominent banker.
Hammerling Inslhted that he did not
suspect the German Inspiration of tho
advertisement while he was distrib-
uting it.

Mr. Becker said yesterday that Ham-
merling did more than distribute ad-

vertising for German Interest. The
State official gave to Thr 8rv a copy
of the record of the testimony of Ar-

thur C.abryel nt the Inquiry. Gabryel
was Hammerllne's factotum for eight
years prior to February. 191".

Gabryel taid that Charles Nagel. St.
Louis, secretary of Commerce and
Labor in tho Taft Administration,
wrote nrtlcles for tho American Leader
while this country was neutral.
