tious objectors who were relieved from
military duty and transferred to farms
or other industries whllo still remain-
ing under mllttary control will not bo
allowed to receive mo'ro than army
pay.

Gen. March, Chief of Staff, says the
Secretary of War has ordered all em-
ployers of conscientious objectors or
furloughcd labor of any sort to furnish
to the camp, post or station com-

mander who granted the furlough a
statement showing the current rate of
wages paid in the vicinity. Thereafter
such employers will bo instructed to
pay to tho furloughcd men only tho
pay of a private soldier. If thero Is
any difference between this and the
current rate of wages in tho vicinity
the difference Is to bo remitted to the
ofllccr fvho granted tho furlough.
