Hnm Schrpp. tin carefully groomed
as whon ho popped Into tho limelight
as an Informer In tho Becker case,
helped Undo Bam to realize $241,550

yesterday, when ho raised bidding on
tho proclous gems auctioned by A.
Mitchell palmer, Allen Property Cus-

todian.
Schepps took a seat In tho first row

of tho 160 or moro who attended tho
salo of pearls, rubles and cmernlds
formerly tho property of ltudolph
Hnhn & Sons of London. Ho was ac-

companied by his brother.
When tho fifty-fo- ur perfectly

matched pearls wero offered" the bid-

ding started at $32,000, nnd Ham kept
raising tho bid up to $65,000. He
would go no further, and Drclcer &

Co. of Fifth avenue bought thn pearls
for $75,000. Again and again ho rnlsed
tho amount on offerings, but bought
nothing.

Tho propertyr numbering 369 pearls,
threo rubles nnd two emeralds, was
sent to New York by tho London CJer-nia- n

firm for salo at tho beginning of
tho war. Tho Hnhns wero Interned
and later. In exchange of prisoners,
went bnck to Germany.

Detectives O'Connell, Murphv nnd
Trojan, vho havo a speaking acquaint-anc- n

with every International Jewel
crook, guarded tho pearls during the
auction. Those who attended paid
$500 for the prlvllcgo nnd $500 addi-
tional to bid. This amount was re-

turned after tho auction. Thoo who
purchased pearls for pnvato uso paid
a luxury tax of 3 per cent. This tax
will bo collected on all Jewels when
they aro sold by the dealers.
