DEMAND MEN'S PAY

Arc in Industry to Stay, Say

Speakers nt Academy of
Political Science.

ORGANIZATION IS BEGUN

"Witlidrnwnl of Child Lftlioi la
Urged to Mako Boom

for Them.

Women nro In Industry to stay,- - end,
furthermore, they demand equal pay
with men for equal work. This was
brought out nt yesterday afternoon's
cession of tho thlrtyclchth annual
rotetlng of the Academy of Political
Science In Horaco Mann Auditorium.

This slogan, according to Mary
Elisabeth Drulcr, who presided, U go-

ing to sound not only In halls where
abstract economics questions, are de
bited but also In the cars of law-
makers and employers throughout tn
country. Five women prominent In
various social and economic activities
Rtre tho speakers at the afternoon
fc$s!on, and all united In tho declara
tloru i

"If It is necessary to withdraw any
one from industry as a result of a sur
plus of labor let them withdraw the
1,000,000 children now working in fac-
tories and mills," said Miss Mary An-
derson, assistant director of the
woman In industry service of the
United States Labor Deportment. A
burst of applause, the loudest of the
afternoon, came from the audience, of
which 90 per cent, were women. Miss
Anderson emphasized the fact that In
tho United States the lncreaso In the
number of women employed was not
sd great as in European countries.
Many women here simply left their
positions In garment and other trades
for war Industries.

"There will not be equal pay until
women organlzo as men have," she
raid. "But women will organize. In
fact they are already organizing.'

More than 100,000 women now are
employed by the railroads In the
United States, Pauline Qoldmark, man
ager of tho Women's Service Section
of the United States Railroad Adminis-
tration, asserted. Although the great-s- it

number are in the clerical and
il positions they have also

Invaded the roundhouses and railroad
shops.

Of S1.000 women employed July 1
81,000 were clerks, stenographers, ac-
countants, ticket sellers and Informa-
tion agents. Four thousand were
cleaners, polishing everything from
brass office rollings to wheels of loco-
motives. In the railroad shops 8,000
were employed In occupations ranging
from common laborer to expert ma.
chlnlst. It has been the policy of
Director-Gener- al McAdoo to give to
women pay equal to that of men work
lug on the same class of work.

"No greater disaster coujd happen
in our industrial life than to have
women And the only way they can
hold their positions in Industry Is by
underbidding men," 'Miss Dreler sold.

for the French Government and a
member of the French mission.

"In almost all Industries women
uioyfvu in ana iook their nusnanas'places when the war started," she
said. "Now Franco has a great num-
ber of women who have been trained
in Industry for four years. Their
wsges are not so high as those of
men, but thoy oro earning more than
men did In the days beforo tho war.
The women have been enaasod chiefly
In unskilled work, but they
have shown themselves quick, clever
ana eager to learn."

France has provided for mothers In
her labor law. Women with babies
have time off both In the morning nnd
afternoon to look after their children,
Many provisions have been made to
guard their physical and moral well-bein- g.

Among tho speakers at tho night
session, which was given over to tho
subject of war labor standards and
reconstruction, was H. J. Laski, in-
structor In Harvnrd University, who
astonished tho academy by stating
that tho British Labor party comes
near to dominating tho House of Com-
mons, If not in numbers at least be-
cause It Is tho only party which has
ideas.

"Tho laboring people trust neither
the progressive party with Its benign
.paternalism nor tho conservative with
Its considered and unintelligent reac-
tion, but have tried to old themselves
In the political world," he declared.

SMITH SYMPHONY

AT PHILHARMONIC

Composer Directs Playing of
Ills Work Beforo Mntinco

Audience.

The fourth Friday matlneo of the
Philharmonic Society took place at
Carnegie Hall yesterday afternoon.
The orchestral numbers wero David
Stanley Smith's D major symphony.
No. 2, Ippolllov-Ivanov- 's "Caucasian
Bkctches" and Dukas's "1'Apprentl
Border." Mary Jordan, contralto, the
soloist, sang two songs entitled "Poems
of Autumn," by Ernest Bloch, and an
aria from John Knowles Paino'a opera
"Azara."

Mr. Smith conducted his own sym-
phony, which was written for the Nor-
folk festival of the present year. The
composition la In three movements,
the second being an adagio and the
last a moderate allegro of which a
feature is a canzone for violoncello.
The purposes of the composer were
not entirely clear to at least one lis-
tener. Doubtless they would become
more transparent with repetition.

Mr. Smith, who is associated with
Horatio Parker in the conduct of the
musical department of Tale University,
has written a symphony which Is as
suredly not commonplace or trivial
except in certain passages. It is elab
orate In Its color scheme nnd In the
first movement pungent modern har-
monies aro employed apparently for
their own sake, since they seem to bo
brought Into the general scheme by
main force.

The work Is reflective In character
at least through two movements, of
which the second is especially aloof In
tfplrlt. The finale breaks forth In hu-
mor of almost boisterous nature and
here tho approach to triviality Is made.
But Mr. Smith Is too scholarly to per-
mit hlB ebulliency to conquer him and
with the canzone he achieves an epi-
sode of old fashioned simplicity and
tender mood. On tho whole the sym
phony did not strlko forcibly, and vtho
audience received it with composure.

Mr. Bloch s autumnal poetry was
equally quieting In its lnlluence nnd
despite Miss Jordan's well planned de
livery was dismissed with gentle ap-
probation. The orchestra played well
yesterday afternoon, but continued
hearings of this excellent organization
deepen the conviction that It ought to
ploy much better than it usually does.

jean Mccormick sings heee.
Indianapolis Contralto MaJcea Her

Metropolitan Row.
Jean McCormlck, a contralto from

Indianapolis, was heard for the first
time in this city In a song recital last
evening at Aeolian Hall. She choso
for her first number several old Ital-
ian airs. These sho followed by tho
aria "Adieu, Forets" of Tachaikowsky.
The r numbers included songs by
Gri a und modern French and Ameri
can songs, with two In manuscript by
Schmlnko and Heyno.

Mmc. McCormlck's delivery was very
uneven. Sho disclosed a voice nat-
urally good nnd extended in rango,
but her tone production was unsertain
and her technic Insufficient. In some
of her numbers she showed a desirable
knowledgo ot style, though there was
more often Insufficient grace and
finesse.

In the "Jean d'Arc" air there wero
dramatic instinct and also, as In the
old airs, (rood musical feeling. If sho
would cultlvato an even scale nnd plia
bility in using her voice her work
would arouse more interest. She was
ably assisted by Richard Hagcman at
the piano.

Puccini's "Tosca" was given at the
Metropolitan Opera Houso last evening
beforo a largo audience. Miss Farrar
was to have appeared as tho Roman
singer, but It was mode known that
rehearsals for the forthcoming produc-
tion of "Suor Angelica," one of Puc-
cini's three one-a- ct operas' to bo pro-
duced next Saturday evening, had
taxed her strength so that sho felt un-
equal to tho task. Claudia Muzlo was
substituted for her.-

The Italian soprano Is heard to bet-
ter advantage In "Tosca" than In some
other operas. Tho name part Is one
peculiarly suited to her vocal gifts and
her personality. "Without much de- -
raonstrativeness sho suggests with In-
sinuating charm the ardent nature ot
tho singer, her passion for Cavaradoiti,
her quick Jealousy and her desperation.
Tho musio brings out less clearly the
faults of her methods, while Its ex-

pressive qualities find a good medium
In her volco.

Tho other members of the cast were
tho samo as heretofore this season.
Mr. Crlml's Cavaradotil Is thus far his
best part, and ho fills It creditably.
Mr. Scottl's admirable Impersonation
of Bcarpia retains all of Its pictur-
esque externals and Its assumption of
evil force.

LUTHER L. KELLOGG

LAWYER, IS DEAD

Widely Known as Authority
on Municipal Matters In

Many Important' Casc.

Luther Laflln Kellogg, a widely
known member of tho New York bar,
died yesterday in his home, 680 Park
avenue. He was In active practice up
to the tlmo of his last Illness and was
senior member of the law firm of Kel- -

iogg a itose, iiij jj roadway.' I Co has
been counsel In many Important coses
ot municipal litigation hero and was
regarded as an authority on municipal
law.

Mr. Kellogg came of clrl nngltsh
stock, his ancestors coining to America
In 1630. Thoy were among the earliest
settlers In Norwalk, Conn, He was
born In Maiden, N. Y., July I, 1849,
and was graduated from Rutgers Col-leg- o

in 1870. He finished hly course
at tho Columbia Law School in 1872
and was at once admitted to tho bar.
Rutgers gave him an M. A. the next
year and an LL. B. in 1901, tho latter
honor being In recognition of his legal
attainments.

In his later llfo ho represented tho
city on the Court House Building
Board. Mr, Kellogg was a member of
the American Bar Association, tho
State Bar Association, the City of New
lork Bar Association, the New York
County Bar Association nnd the Delta.
Phi fraternity. He was a vestryman
In All Angels Church nnd a member
of the Manhattan, tho Lawyers, the
Players and the Lotus clubs hero, as
well as the Fort Orange Club in Al
bany.

In 1874 Mr. Kellogg married Miss
Eliza S. Mcintosh, daughter of Gen.
John B. Mcintosh. Two children sur
vive, Mcintosh Kellogg and Mrs.
Trowbridge Callaway.
