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BRIDGEPORT DAZED

BY PEACE PDZZLES

Ending: of "War Hrings Prob-

lems to Manufacturers
and Workmen.

OPTIMISM IS. PREVALENT

City Counts on Its Adaptabil-

ity to Hridgo Transi-

tion Period.

From a Staff Corrtipondent of The Sun.
UniDQKronT, Dec. 13. Thin war In-

flated city Is counting on Its adapta-
bility, Its normal diversity of manu-

factures, to carry tho community

through the readjustment months
without serious trouble. It believes It
is now standing on tho edge of busi-

ness depression, but will bo able to
bridge the cut between war and peace
prosperity far better than towns which
mushroomed as munition centres and
are nothing more.

Before tho war It was Bridgeport'
proudest boast that It produced about
every conceivable thing, from corset
strings to submarine boats. Tho city's
conversion to war production; tho
overnight eroctlon of new plants and
expansion of old ones; the doubling
of population as workers from every-

where were attracted by the hysteria
of competitive bidding for their serv-

ices before America entered tho war;
the strikes of men and wortien already
fretting fabulous wages; the restora-
tion of economic order by tho Presi-
dent and the Federal war boards all
this is an old story.

It was to get tho new story what
is happening to Bridgeport now that
a Sun reporter explored tho city to-

day. And everywhere he heard the
prediction that the city can take caro
ot Itself, after a few sagging months,
by the mere restoration of Its normal
Industry, enlarged by the greater de-

mands for normal products that are
expected as soon as the channels of
business everywhere are cleared.

la Not n Munitions City.
The visitor was assured that the

rest of the world had a wrong Idea
about Bridgeport. It is not a munitions
city. It had merely becomo so tem-
porarily. Its fortunes did not depend
on war. Of all the great factories that
have been making tho Instruments of
wifr on n large scare only one, the
Remington plant, which first made
Runs for the Russians and later
Browning machine guns, was wholly
new. Tim Remington plant, with Its
l(o00 employees at one time these
were 14,000 presented tho greatest
problem. According to one rumor, it
would manufacture cosh registers; ac-
cording to another, automobiles, tho

..company Itself saying nothing at all,
"perhaps not having come to any de-
cision yet.

Admittedly It would toko some time
for "tho Remington" to mako over for
any sort of peace time product; ad-
mittedly there was danger of a big
layoff, but it hadn't come yet.

As for the other big factories It was
Kild that most of them had their plans
made. The Lake Torpedo Boat Com-
pany would be busy for two years at
least on Its present contracts Jn the
American naval programme. The
Union Metallic Cartridge Company waM
always busy In peace time and would
continue to be. The corset companies
would be only too glad to turn from
gas ma&ks to their ordinary line. The
American Graphophono Company,
which hod been on war work, had
plenty of normal business ahead.

Stk--h was tho moro optimistic view.
The manufacturers themselves are not
so confident. They arc Mire that
eventually they will have all the work
they can attend to, but they are not
nt all suro about their supplies. A-
lthough tho Government has reversed
its priority schedule, now giving the
materials that were l"

tho right of way over the materloln
that won- - "essential," tho quickening

f traffic Is not nearly as quick as the
Bridgeport? would llko to have it.

Illeb Prloes n Draw-buck- .

Moreover, there U a disposition to
postpone ordering supplies because
present prices are deemed prohlbltlvo
In a world restored to u competltlvo
lasls. .Mid as for the labor question it
la far from answered. The unions In
Brldegport, as elsewhere, profess to bo
Intent on maintaining the war btand-r- d

of wages. They Insist that noth-
ing they havo gained shall bo let go.
Machinists who hao been getting
eighty cents an hour on war work say
they must get eighty cents an hour on
peace work.

Three hundred of them recently
wont to llousatonic as day laborers
at flfty-nv- o cents an hour rather than
accept slxty-fiv- o cents offered by
Bridgeport manufacturer. Knr their
part tho manufacturer speak of the
increase In wago scales cauted by tlio
war-ri- K a "war bonus" and say that the
bonus naturally ceases with war.
"Whereupon tho worker replies that as
they wcro enabled to meet war tlmo
living conditions only by tho
"war lonus" the cost of living must go
down before. they can think of accept-
ing n vut In wnges.

Tile manufacturers ure rather em-
barrassed by this logic, for thus for
the living cost in Bridgeport hasn't
abated nt all. Rents, groceries and
clothes are no cheaper than they were
U month ago. In fact several Brldgc-lo- rt

restaurants raised their prices, 5
cents per portion only yesterday, in
only ono single item has peace In any
way affected tho wortli or a dollar for
the better, and that should bo heralded
far and wide. Tho prlco of shaves and
hair cuts has been cut 10 cents.

As Bridgeport is essentially an "open
Urwn" and less than 10 per cent, of its
workers were unionized, tho manufac-
turers do not expect any widespread
trouble before labor Is persuaded to
accept tho view that tho war Is over.

"o Kllforccil Idleness.
Theie Is no enforced idleness In

Bridgeport now. This Is asserted by
the I'nltcd States Kmployment Ser-
vice, the manufacturers and others

nd attested by the nppearanco of tho
city, Tho saloon Is an iufulllblo barom-
eter of idlenesH. The Bridgeport sa-
loons were so karo to. day that theirproprietors looked as if prohibitionflight be welcomed.

Immediately after the signing of tho
nrmlntico few war contractu were can-
celed, Recently cancellations have

"""rcu in great numbers through

tho local branch of tho Ordnance De-
partment. The first effect of peaco
was the stoppage ot overtime and holi-
day work, for "which double wages had
been paid. It Is estimated that It
meant a reduction of 1580,000 a week
to 40,000 war workers, or an average
of 913.60 a man. That tho cut was
not ruinous Is suggested by tho fact
that the savings banks received in No-

vember the largest deposits in their
history and mode a' record ot net gain
over withdrawals of 11,378,143. De-
pute tho emphasis tho workers lay on
the cost of living there Is a suspicion
that a great many of them have laid
by- out of their swollen wartime wages
enough to tide them over a consider-
able period ot slackness If It comes.
Similarly the manufacturers' profits'
havo been abnormally large, and they
too arc prepared for tho worst.

Tho Bridgeport branch of tho United
States Employment JServlce and tho
War Comunlty Board seems to bo
doing a good Job In Its effort to mako
the transition period as easy as possi-
ble for evorybody. It has nothing to
do with wages: It places men and
women where It can at whatever pay
Is offered. It finds that the demand
for workers now Is about aa large as
It was In wartlmo, but that the wago
offered is usually lower, and that a
good many workem who have lost
their Jobs nro holding off In the hopo
that some miracle wll nullify the law
of supply and demand and make per-
manent war's artificial standards.

Ileal Test Yet to Comr,
The service Is directed by A. W. Bur-rlt- t,

a man of large lumber and bank-
ing Interests, who has devoted himself
to tho Government during the war and
who has tho confidence of tho public.
Mr. Burrltt, while reporting thot thus
far Bridgeport has been able to absorb
all tho workers who havo to change
Jobs, admits that tho time for a real
tost of its powers has not yet arrived.

Tho majority Of tho released work-
ers nro not from tho great war fac-
tories but from tho myriad shops of

which, mado tools
gauges and other essentials for tho
great factories. When war contracts
were suspended the first thing the big
manufacturer did was to suspend his
contracts with tho smaller fry, which
in turn laid off their employees who
wero on war work. These employees
are mostly machinists and tool makers,
who were getting the top labor prices.
They will lo needed again In tho re-

vamping of factories fcr peace produc-
tion, and can In fact find work right
now it lower pay than they have been
getting.

"Cancellation of war contracts," said
Sam Lavltt, business agent of the ma-
chinists' union, "has practically closed
the small shops, which laid off a ma-
jority of their men two or three weeks
ago. Tlieso men can get other Jobs,
but .won't take 'em."

"Why not?" The Sun reporter asked.
"Because the war standard of wages

must be maintained," said Mr. lavltt.
"The manufacturers want to pay 65
cents an hour to toolmnkers who havo
been gettng from 80 to 90 cents, and
13 or DO cents an hour to machinists
who havo been getting from 60 to SO

cents. Tho manufacturers are trying
to break down the standard and the
men won't stand for it.

"We have a programme that would
prevent both wage cuts and layoffs.
That Is, let the manufacturers con-

tinue to pay the same wages they
have been paying and if necessary re-

duce tho number of hours so that
everybody could keep working at the
old wages until we get adjusted to
peace production and tho hours could
be Increased. Suppose a factory has
1,000 men and now has work for only
500. Instead of laying oft 500 let It
cut tho working day from eight to
four hours, and keep on that way until
business picks up.

Ordnance Company Closes Shop.
Business Agent Lavltt asserted that

"all the factories wero laying off help
right and left," but explained later that
ho had In mind the small shops of tho

The only wholesale
scattering of workers has been done
at the factory of the Liberty Ordnance
Company, which has dismissed about
1,100 In tho last few wcoks. This
plant, which the Gcf.crnment took
over from the German owned Bridge-
port Projectile Company, which was
trying to corner the Bupply of raw ma-
terial so the Allies couldn't get mu-

nitions from America, was later de-

voted to making guns In the rough for
the United States.

Tho Locomobile factory, which has
been making trucks for the Govern-
ment, is understood to have orders
which will keep It busy Indefinitely.
Tho Singer factory, which has mado
parts of Browning guns, will revert to
sowing machines. Tho Max Ams
Company will not have to reconstruct
its big plant, which has been making
airtight food containers for the army.
Tho American Chain Company Is sup-
posed to be only too anxious to get
back to Its wonted habit of turning
out chains for automobile tires. Tho
brass factories, of which Brldgeiort
has a number, report a shortage of
material.

There was a flurry a fow days ago
over an assertion that returned sol-
diers were not receiving proper con-
sideration from tho manufacturers.
Business Agent Lavltt complained to
Tub Su.v reporter that men In uniform
wero being turned away from factory
doors for fear "they might prove too
Independent" In case of labor troubles.

Director Burrltt of the United States
JCmployment Service said he had In-

vestigated this matter anil there was
nothing In It. Virtually all employers,
he hajd, had promised to take back the
men gone from them Into national ser-
vice, and wore making good. The re-
turned soldiers, said Mc. Burrltt, had
tho preference over other men. That
is, thero wore Jobs for them, but at the
current rate of pay, whatever It was.
They did not receive higher wages
than others doing tho same (sort of
work because they had been boldlcrs.

Population Sours.
Tho war rush boosted Bridgeport's

population from less thnn 100,000 to
nbout 175,000. Mr. Burrltt and several
manufacturers said they devoutly
hoped a great many of tho men anil
women who left their homes and
camo hero to mako moro money than
they had ever dreamed existed would
return homo nowAhat tho war was
ended.

Admittedly the city Is Indebted to
these pilgrims. It could not have done
Its war Job without them. It will need
some of them to tako care of the

of peace tlmo production over
what It was before tho war.

"But," Bridgeport argues, "after all
most of these peoplo do not belong
here, Wherever they came from they
will do about as well In reorganized

as they could possibly do here.
Wo believe that In the transition from
.war to peace we can absorb our nor

mal population and maybe a little
more but If those floaters will only go
homo thoy will help us tremendously."

Thus far, however, tho exodus has
net started. Tho luro of Bridgeport
Is not yet dimmed. Right up to the
day the armistice was signed tho city
was crying for moro'and moro work-
ers. Some factories never did havo
enough. Not until certainty clsewhero
replaces the glamorous uncertainty of
Bridgeport will thcro be any consider-
able defection. A war engrossed city
such as this has been cannot shako
itself back to tho hard realities of
peaco in a day, nor has It done so in
the month that has elapsed slnco tho
German plenipotentiaries wrote their
names on Marshal Koch's little dotted
line.

Manufacturers differ among them-selv-

as to how abruptly the Govern-
ment ought to cancel war contracts.
At one extreme la Do Ver II. Warner,
head of the Warner Bros. Company,
corset manufacturers. Ills recommen-
dation Is "a short, sharp, serious
period of readjustment almost pre-
cipitate o get tho country changed
over, to a peace tlmo basts quickly,
ready for tho ncriod of the greatest

J prosperity In our history."
"It s Industrial surgery, that s what

It is," said Mr. Warner. "We have got
a bad Job that has got to be gone
through with. Why not do It quickly
and have It over with? If the Govern-
ment will cancel contracts freely und
give the manufacturers a free rein to
buy materials and get on a peaco basis
I think this country with Its American
Initiative will quickly recover. I

that In that way the whole affair
would be straightened out in from
three to six months. Thero is no ques-
tion that thero will be a great call for
our products abroad,

Look for Quick Iteeovery,
"I think tho dropping out of muni-

tions making will be offset pretty
quickly by tlto domestic trade. There
are eight million workers on war mu-
nitions In tho country, but there will
be a great shortage of labor on the
domestic basis. Bridgeport, oven
though It manufactures great quanti-
ties of munitions, ought to be tho first
city In New England to recover from
the change, because of the great di-

versity of Its manufactures. Xo doubt
many workers will be forced to have
a llttlo Idle time. The slack times
may last a few months, but there
Nhould bo no suffering If the people
will bo reasonable.

"Tho good workman need not fear,
for there will be work enough for him.
Tho only ones who need to fear are
those who are overpaid and know it
themselves. Many havo been work-
ing for wages they know they can't
earn :

"In this factory wo shall endeavor
to keep everybody busy right along by
manufacturing stock nnd piling It up
until the market opens for it."

Other manufacturers voiced tho of-
ten heard argument that the war or-
ders should bo stopped gradually In
order to give moro time for readjust-
ment, but whether they will or not
millions und millions of dollars worth
of work Is being stopped nbruptly.
A Government agent advised Tub
Sun man to come back In January.
'You'll find n different situation hero
then." ho said.

Walter B. Lashar, president of the
American Chain Company, one of
Bridgeport's biggest manufacturers,
rejiorted that instead of laying off help
tho company expected to take on a
few workers, as there wns moro than
enough commercial business on hand
to replace. Government cancellations.

Summarizing his opinions, George
S. Ilawley, general manager for tho
Manufacturers Association, said: "I
believo there will bo an unsettled In-

terim, which will bring about con-
siderable Inconvenience, but there need
be no great hardship."

Navy Pins Hope for First

Honors on New Machine.

Certainly It Is not extravagant to
writo that tho annals of crime In
New York do not roveal a bolder,
wickeder deod. Tho Invasion In broad
Mayllght of a .bank located in a
populous, stirring section, tho easy
nnd unhurried bearing and mothods of
the killers, tho swift and cold bloodod
murder of two men who failed to
raise their hands at tho word ot com-
mand, tho robbery of tho teller's desk
In the plain sight and prcsenco ot
twenty persons, customers and staff;
tho dellberata retreat, with Its deadly
menace to anybody offering Interfer-
ence; tho flight eastward, after pur-
suit by tho bank's treasurer, David
Morehouso; tho Instant pistolling of
n pollco officer who tried to Interfere,
and tho cscapo with moro than $13,000
supply tho pattern of a criminal ex-
ploit' so amazingly desperate that
wero it to bo heard upon tho melo-
drama stago or Been upon the mo-

tion picture screen, would evoke
chuckles of derision.

Came Ont ot Manhattan,
That it should happen in Brooklyn,

staid, respcctnblo Brooklyn (by tradi-
tion at least) and to a bank so sit-

uated as is tho East Brooklyn Savings
Bank aro facts so remarkable as to bo
grotesque It was, howovcr, a crime
which camo out of Manhattan seem
ingly, committed by men who cannot
be assumed to bo local bandits, slnco
one threw off tho Impression of being
or having been a soldier with a "mid-
dle West accent.

It was noted by men whose senses
were painfully acuto that the tall
killer spoke with a twang that con-
trolled a Scandinavian twist of Eng-
lish and that tho smaller also had
tho twang and drawl. But who they
were Is still blank guesswork, while
such a search Is being mado for them
as has not stirred the Pollco Depart-
ment In years.

The first osplsode originated in
front of the Hotel Navarre, at Seventh
avenuo and Thirty-eight- h street, Man-
hattan. George II. McCullough. driver
for tho Black and WJiIte Taxlcab C6m-pan- y,

which has a stand at tho Na-
varre, was uniting for a faro at
about 1 P. M when the tall man
and tho short man approached him
and asked him If his car were free.
Ho said yes, und they told him they
wanted to go to Brooklyn. He asked
what address they wanted, and the
tall man replied that thero wero sev-

eral. They would tell him exactly
when they got across tho bridge.

McCullough, who is 20. a slightly
built, good looking lad. with a face
which may have lnen unusually pale
last night as he sat under questioning
In the bunk Itself, with short, black
hair, eyes that aro cither dark blue or
dnrk hazel and a head which seems
unusually broad at Hie forehead and
unusually narrow at tho chin, was
puzzled about the commission.

Hindsight or otherwise he wondered
about these customers, ho says, noting
too that they were remarkably polite
in their attitude and talk. That curi-
ous fact was noted all through the run
otffthe tragedy. Treasurer Morehouso
noted It with a gun staring him in the
face. Albert Freeman, assistant pay-
ing teller, marked it as ho heard the
words spoken that signalled tho death
of Peal, "Throw up your hands:7
softly spoken words, a command with-
out a traco of real threatening or
apparent menace.

Miss Genevieve Brady, Liberty Loan
clerk, whose denk gave her a startling
view of the savage raid as she clung
tu her chair too unnerved to run for
the door, observed this lethal courtesy.
Others found It rising to tho surfaco
of their recollections hours after tho
deadly Ihlng had been done.

McCullough drove them ns ordered,
going south In Manhattan by Seventh
avenue, Thirty-fourt- h street. Fifth
avenue and so eastward ;nid south-
ward to tho Manhattan Bridge. Once
over the bridge he asked for further
Instructions and was told to keep go-
ing. "Just move along," said tho tall
man quietly, "we'll tell you later."
Tho taxi turned into Myrtle avenuo
and the tall man directed McCullough
to stop nt a corner yaloon.

Tho passengers went in and had
a drink, McCullough declining, and
wcro back In n fow minutes. They
went along Myrtlo avenue until they
came to Kent avenue, where McCul-
lough was ordered to pull up at the
southeast, curb. The passengers
alighted 'in tho manner of men who
had no particular business and lots of
time to do it in.

"Weil be gone only u few minutes,"
said tho tall one.

McCullough watched thero, as has
been told, until they entered the bank
at the corner a block to tho west, when
his attention was diverted.

Morehouso, treasurer; Henry W.
Coons (ono of tho murdered ofilclnls),
assistant treasurer, and In addition to
tho olllcers named Henry von tilahn,
John T. Barry, Robert L. Wenslov,
Frederick 11, Gunnison, Edgar J. Phil-
lips, Cieorgo Nicholson, A. P.cmsen
Hoorum, Harry A. Moody, Alfred S.
Hughes, James Sherlock Davis, Ed-
ward F. Geer and Luther M. Werner,
directors.

Its deposits nro J9,S00,000, and it has
a surplus of $900,000. One may see
from all this that it isn't the stolen
money that tho biynk Is so grloved
about. It Is the brutal murder ot two
officials who had spent a lifetime In
tlto service of the bank. Coons had
Ifeen with tho Institution for thirty
years nnd Peal had been thcro for
sixteen.

Business was humming through tho
customary routine of mldafternoon
when the bandits stopped through tho
doorway. Tho long, rectangular bank-
ing room wns pretty well occupied
Indeed. Ten men nnd a woman o
the staff were nt their desks or nti
their feet behind tho grill, a dozen
depositors wero fronting the windown
or in tho act of cIos,ne sonic affair.

At the very first window In tho grill,
tho window nearest tho door leading
from Myrtlo avenuo. Do Witt C. Peal,
the paying teller, was busy nt his
work.

Some stacks of currency nnd some
piles of coin were at his elbow, but
the bulk of tho cash noccssary to his
day's work was In two drawers of
tho counter at which ho stood, cur-
rency in the left hand drawer, coin
In the right. Peal Is dead and nobody
of tho bank knew last night within
hundreds of dollars how much cash
was In the currency drawer and how
much in checks, though It Is assumed
that tho robbers got nt least half
their loot of $13,112.85 In cash, per-
haps more.

Location of Officials.

At Peal's right, a fow feet away, at
the deposit window stood nnotlier
teller and a'few 'feet still further to
the right and toward the back of
tho room was tho "new accounts"
window, which occupies a peculiar
importance. In the story. Ten feet
back of Paying1 Teller Peal wan the
assistant treasurer, Henry W. Coons,
busy for the moment at a big steel
sheathed filing caso desk near the
open doors of tho vault.

Not far from him, back of tho lino
of grill windows, was Albert Free-
man, assistant paying teller. In the
rear of the room, seated at his desk,
was Treasurer Morehouse. A grill,
seven feet high, separated these and
others of tho staff from tho open
floor whero depositors came and went.

So many persons took keen note of
the conduct of! the pair who entered
at 2:20 P. M. (hat thcro can be little
doubt of the fidelity of their com-
pared recollections. Tall man and
irhort man walked Into the counting
room In tho easiest, most natural way
Imaginable, showing not a trace of
hurry or excitement or desperate pur-
pose.

Freeman, not especially occupied,
noted their appearance closely and his
description of them tallies with that
given by tho chauffeur and by others.
The tall man, earning himself like
one who had known tho bite of a drill
master's tongue, wore a long army
raincoat of the familiar style, an army
soft hat and a whlto'silk muffler. He.
seemed to be about 32, 5 feet 8 Inches
tall, or somo such matter; tall by com-
parison with his very short compan-
ion.

He was slimly but apparently
strongly built, weighed 135 or 140
pounds, showed a smooth face without
a touch of beard or mustache, had a
rcckilsh complexion and .sandy hnlrand
blue eyes with an amiable, friendly
look in them. The other could not
havo been more than 3 feet 5 Inches,
looked 33 or 36, was dark of hair and
complexion nnd was smooth shaven.
He wore a black Fedora and a durk
blue overcoat, belted.

No .Snnplclun Aroused.
Naturally no suspicion was aroused

by these, so commonplace was their
entrance. Tho start observed that the
tall man stopped In front of Peal's
window, taking some papers out of
an Inside coat pocket as he rapped for
Peal's attention. He fumblej with the
papers long enough to give his part-
ner time to walk to the backof the
counting room and refich tho gate
there, which led into the grill from the
open part of the room.

Noting that, the tail man instantly
produced a revoher a long barrelled,
blue steel revolver which looked to
Treasurer Morehouse very much like
an army Col: ,3S not an automatic
but one of the old fashioned revolvers.
Peal looked up squarely into the black
circle of the point which tho tall man
had thrust through the grill.

"Throw up your hands!" the tall
man ordered, and never was that
bandit's command deliereJ with such
silken politeness. This may have
been tho very thing that deceived the
unfortunate Peal, tills disarming

though more likely the man
was simply paralyzed with amazement
and his brain, failed to register the
iden. On his desk, not a foot from
his right shoulder, lay a .35 calibre
revolver. Yet hp made no move to-

ward It. Frecmnn, behind Peal, was
not deceived. He sensed, ho says, the
robber's deadly puriKisc, and ho fairly
screamed at Pent:

"Damn It. put up your hands. Peal I"
Tim paj ing teller never moved a

muscle. Thu roblier repeated the or-
der, his voice hardening. Peal's aims
remained dangling. Then the robber
fired squarely Into Peal's brcat, the
bullet piercing his heart. As Treas-
urer Morehouse ran from his dck Peal
collapsed' at his feet, face forward, his
arms tnrown widely.

Lntmtliiif Itooni in an Uproar.
The counting room wns lnstuntly in

uproar. Several customers, among
them Collier Russell of 133 Greenwich
street, Manhattan; Mr. Katliorino
Reed of 127 Hull street, Brookljn, nnd
William II. Draxdorf of 42 Mjrtle
avenue, ran toward tfie back door or,
shouting for help, "cowered against the
walls yelling In she?r excitement. The
tall killer swung from tho grill and
threw a vicious glance at his partner,
who, revolver In hand, was fumbling at
tho grill gate with his free fingers and
falling tn open It because ho couldn't
gnt the trick of the mechanism of the
catch.

"(Jet that gate open, you damned
tool : " tho tall man shot lack. "Hurry "

The short partner worked desper-
ately, but failed to mako headway. As
ho turned iiwuy and ran toward tho
wide, deep window which stands at tho
height of oi.e's chest nt the "new ac-
counts" shelf of tho grill tho tall man
tried to get into the gate nt the front

A
I reasurer onus to o"en it. Conns re

fused, and without another word the
tall roblier shot him In tho abdomen.
Coons full groaning.

Freeman was In plain sight and also
received the order to open the front
gate. Ho said nothing, but liacked ami
dodged until he found the shelter of
tho tall stftel filing case. Two bullets
pursued him. both missing.

The short killer turning to tho "new
accounts" window ran plump Into
Treasurer Morehouse, who was trying
to get to tho back door to give an
alarm. Ho thrust a revolver Into
Morehouse's face, demanding that
Morehouse open tho rear gate. More-
house, too excited und horrified to
know the risk ho was running, brushed
tho revolver to ono sldo und ran for
tho door. Why ho was not shot down
Is ono of tho mysteries of tho wiiolc
affair.

Out Into the &treel he p'.ungcd und
ran to tho middle of tho comer of
Myrtlo nmf Franklin avenues, and
thero for the next mlhute 'or.two was
to bo seen und heard the extraordinary
spcctaclo of a sout. middle aged
Brooklyn banker standing In the open
street and screaming nt the top of his
1 'iigs. Tho wholo district simply
oi uptcd Into tho street, Tho lutik)ln
saloon roured out Its customers. So
did a cigar shop or two, a small res- -

taurant and a dozen groceries. People
gathered miraculously nt tho bank
doors and around, tho wholo corner.

Traeedy Slll Moving.
Insldo tho tragedy was still moving.

Tho short killer, disappointed In More-
house, surveyed the open window
under tho "new accounts" sign and
then .dived through It head first. It
was Just wldo enough and deep enough
to lot through his body. Picking hlm-no- lf

up like a cat he ran along tho
back of tho grilled counter. Jumped
over Peal's dead body, snatched open
tho two drawers of money, disregarded
tho coin, piled tho bundles of cur-
rency, largely bundles of $5, $10 and
$20 Dills with an accumulation of
checks, Into a bag ho produced from
Insldo his coat, oprinted back the way
he came, dived outward through the
window and walked to tho front of
the notintmg room to Join his partner.

Tho latter all this time, after falling
hlmselt to get iohlnd the grill, had
covered the wholo room with his wav-
ing pistol, shooting at times to mako
his meaning clearer. Whether he shot
In threat or earnest ono dosn't know,
but no further killings were done.

The two left at once, not hnvlng
been ten minutes on tho Job. They
walked out as serenely aa good men
leave church of Sunday morning
walked out cool and smiling, but they
carried their guns and they fired over
the crowd as they went down tho steps
and turned to their waiting car. The
crowd kept still It didn't even yell-s- uch

Is tho potency of ready pistols,
and not until tho Black and White
taxlcab had whirled around tho cor-
ner of Kent avenue did anybody mako
a move.

Tho first action was token by De
tective Albert Doody of tho Tenth'
Precinct, Brooklyn, who was riding
on a Myrtle avonuo trolley car. He
sprang from the car and tried to In-

tercept the taxi, Just mlsvlng his wild
snatch at the driver, but tho tall devil
shot him to tho earth and forced the
driver ahead swiftly.

Commandeers 3Iotor Car.
Treasurer Morehouse ran to an au-

tomobile, the very same that Chauf-
feur McCullough had stared at in a
spirit of Christmas reflectiveness,
slnco it was the one loaded with, toys
for the Christmas trade, and com-
mandeered It. It belonged to Solomon
Uberoll, a storekeeper of the neighbor-
hood who was loading in his toy sup-
ply. UbeniU's nephew went with
Morehouse in frantic pursuit of the
car, but they were out'engined and

and the streets wero so
slippery from moisture that too much
speed was dangerous.

The fleeing bandits recognized this
fact because they did not push their

Then thero was an imposlnr
gathering of police ofllclaJs.

Borough Inspector Thomas Murphv
took cliarge with District Inspector
Formosa and a number of capuinj
lieutenants, sergeants and plain pr-
ivates of both tho uniformed and plain
clothes forces. Acting
Leach nrrlved from Manhattan at S

P. M. and assumed control. They
quizzed McCullough up one side aim
down tho other, but he stuck to the
story1 which has been sketched out
here. Then they locked lilm up lor
tho night.

Mr. Peal was killed instantly. He
lived with his wife at Purine street
and Franklin- avenue, 1121 racMc
street, and was 40 years of age. Mi
Coons died in the hospital nt C 15 p,
M. He, too, was married, lived at 121

Fennlmore street and was 45 years of
age.

It wns many nours before th
shaken, startled district subsided to Ita
customary placidity. For halt the
night tho police heads nnd detectives
worked with the bank ns their hea-
dquarters. Orders were sent out in th
usual way to watch all means of exit
from the city.

Descriptions were prepared and
broadcast. Detectives wsr

sent out by whole Bqunds. Commi-
ssioner Leach said that actually 10.000
men had dropped all business to look
for the killers. Of theories there were
many, but none was better than
guess.

The police believe tho tliieves wete
familiar with conditions at the bank
knew that it was in a quiet neighbor-
hood and that nt the time they se-

lected for tho robbery thero would h
'few depositors In tho building The
manner n which tho robbers ont
nbout their work indicates also to th
police that they were not new 'hands
The positions they took up In the bank
wheri they entered the placo enabled
them to cover every person In the
place.
