TVa wanted to be real-
istic and glvo as much local ntmos-phcr- o

to tho play as possible. Ono
Bceno In tho play' shows nn exterior
with an entranco to a. houso at tho
rear of the stage. It had been decided
that tho leading lady should make her
entrance In a rickshaw, which Is more
used in Calcutta than any other ve-
hicle.

"Ab stage manager, after some diff-
iculty, I found a Malay coolio who
seemed to thlnlt that he had no ambi-
tion to become an actor, but who was
willing for a certain sum to pull tho
rickshaw on tho stage, just as ho did
on tho street. Tho coollo went through
tho rehearsals like an automaton, and
appeared not to take the slightest In-

terest in his work. But ho evidently
wan n chap who had suddenly decided
ro distinguish himself as an actor.

"After the flnat rehearsal I im
pressed upon the coolie tho necessity
of being at tho theatre promptly, and
told him to go through the part Just
as ho had dono at rehearsal. I ex-
plained that wo wanted everything
realistic

"The evening of the first perform-
ance came and the coollo was on
hand, apparently as indifferent as ovor,
but appearances are ofttimes decep-
tive. It had been arranged that when
tho coolie pulled tho rickshaw tip to
the house the lady was to get out and
pay him his fee. The coolio played
his part perfectly up to this point.
The lady left tho rickshaw and ten-
dered him his fee, as rehearsed. I

"To the surprise and consternation
of everybody on tho etago the coollo,
instead of taking the1 money and going
away, followed the actress to tho mid-
dle of the stage and, in a votco that
could be heard throughout tho the-
atre, demanded more money. He was
insistent, too, and every member of
tho company was embarrassed. I
scarcely knew what to do, but by
chance I had some small coins in my
pocket and I gave these to the coollo.
He took them, thanked me and walked
off the stage, pulling his rickshaw

' after him.
"Tho scene made a great hit with

tho audience, but I was furious. When
! I took tho coolie to task ho said:

" 'Well, you told everybody in tho
company that you wanted reallsTlc
acting. No coolie ever accepts money
for pulling a rickshaw without argu
ing with tho passenger for more. I,
followed your instructions and was
realistic'

"Of course, he had1 me there. And
so long as we used a rickshaw In tho.
