Tho manner In which the Dash estate
lots wero accepted yesterday by tho pub-
lic when offered at auction Indicates that
vacant property of that character is not
In demand now. In splto of features
Which should havo attracted many buy-
ers tho disposal of tho olghty-flv- a lota
was a slow process. It dragged through
four hours with little semblanco of eager-
ness on tho part of bidders.

good until next spring. At least that
was the opinion of one of tho largest
speculators In Improved property In the
