must by this time know that it was
inspired by the lines from &hake-
Apeare:
The fault, dear Brutus, is not in our atars,
But in otirselves, that we are underlinge,

‘And they appeared on the programme

of the Empire Theatre last night. Mr.
Harrie developed his (dea in a play
that was Barrie-ish to the nth, And
there was rather an attentive sudisnce
thers to welcome the new work, since
a play with Bir James Parris's names
Is one of the few things worth while
that the British theatre can send us
to-day,

Perhiaps expectation I8 not always
fulfilled in complete measure, But the
volce of a child has not yot called out
“The king s naked!" although more
than once that proclamstion from a
youthful seer might have been ex-
pected. Indeed it meemed last night
unrasily near.

In order to show that we are not the
victims of any other fate than our own
churacters the playwright calls into
existence Lob, who s no longer Lobs
Rit-by-the-Fire, and he Iinvites to his
house a party of more or leas world
weary and disappointed men and
women. It le when they wander in the
wood—un enchanted wood not unlike
that in which the characters of “A
Midsummer Night's Dream™ moved in
thelr slumbers—that their real natures
are revealed and the phllosophy of
Shakespeare jumtified to the world,
These were the adventures of the see-
ond act following an introduction
which was only odd In ita revelation
of the Barrle quality and rather dis-
cournging,

In the Land of Delunsieoans.

1t was in the mysterious grove on
Midsummer's Eve that the wsrtigt,
drinking himeelf to his destruction and
longing for a daughter, finds himself
with this dream chlld and brings Into
the play one of the most prolonged of
nll Parrle's gtudies of youth; his wife,
once regretful that she had not mar-
ried a certamn man of title, 1s 0 beggar
in this fairy wood; the sa'mpering aris-
torrat does not disdain on the Mid-
sunmer Eve the auit of the piifering
butier who has now grown into a cap-
taln of finance and has only in the
proces’ exaggerated his dishonesty;
the philandorer in pursuit of a beauty
finds himself her husband, while a
gentleman of no regrots is one of the
few persons entirely satisfed with mat.
ters as they stand. It ix In the magio

The third act finds this group “come
te" ns It were, after the delusions of
the preceding night.
