Dr. Angell wound up his
$etimate of the mission of intercollegiate
gport with this proposition: “1 do not
telleve there In mny obligation on the
part of tha college to furnish the gen-
sral publle with substitutes for the cir-
(us, the prize fight and lhd gladiatorial
combat.”

Dr. Marvel of Brown Declares
for Financial Supervision
by the Faculties,

While tha paper by Dean Angell waa
the most startling featurs of the Na-
tional Colleginte Athletle Assoclation
meeting yestarday, the soundsat advice

rector at Brown University, Dr. Mar-
vel callod on the colleges to realize that
Athletics was every bit as Important as
any branch taught In the claas rooms.

the fnancis] support of athistics, and
provide the students with suMolent time

and place to play. Dr. Marvel's paper
Was part of the report for the first dis-

trict, made by E. }. Botaford of Will-
lams.  Dr. Marvel stated:

"My answer I that as far as the Ideas
and ldeals of the college faculty and
higher officinls are concerned they are in
most Instances correct now and need lit-
tie if any changing. What we (o need,
howaver, in the support and financial
backing of the college ofMcials to make

it pomsible for thy professors and direc-
tors of physical tralning to earry out
thess same ideas-and |deals,

“Now wa are not given enough time
In the college recitation scheduls to make
it possible for all the students to take
part in organized phayical teaining and
play. We are not provided with suf-
ficlent equipment and play rooms and
piayfgrounds Lo secommodate all the
students, and we get little If any finan-
cial backing from the coliege to carry
on our athletics.

Must Make It Pay.

“At tha present time our mthletle di-
rectors and team managers have to
make thelr nmsoclations pay, and te do
B0 are obiiged to rmise the money for
athletics from tha gate rece!pts and by
subscriptions ™0 get money  from
oither of theme pources winning teams
are  abeolutely necessary, In miany
canew If we are to have any intramural
mports at all they must be supported
from the money made from Intercol-
legiate gamaes.

“We are told by the collegs ofMclals
that we must conduct our gamea and
rlay along amateur lines, bul we musl
| Anance them along lines that are purely
| tommercial and professional.  Here In
the trouble. Migh salaries must be paid
coaches, for our tsams must win to make
o suocessful  financial season The
sthletic director must bs & good busi-
ress man, hence another larges salary
for a business manager.
