Troopships to Bo Diverted to

Othor Ports as Hospitals

Aro Overcrowded.

ONLY 1 FIGIlTEll ARRIVES

Lieut. Kelly Returns Unhurt
After a Year of Battling

With Forces.3C
There was only a tiandful of returning

flghtlntT men In the troopa that came

Into port yesterday, a total of fourteen
Hirers and seven enlisted men who

arfuchfd hero from Franco aboard the
aval transport General QorEaa making

up the entlra list of army arrivals for
the day.

Of the twenty-on- o soldiers to arrive
twenty were from California. The
twenty-flr- was Lieut LAiko A. Kelly
of 130 East 123d street. Manhattan.
Lieut. Kelly wan attached to a lighting
French artillery unit for more than a
year. Almost all the time he wae "worki-
ng" amid popping big guns, neverthel-
ess, despite a year of hard fighting In
the general neighborhood of the Chemln
dee Dames he came out of the scrapping
without a scratch.

The other soldiers aboard the General
Gonrati were attached to the Sixty-fift- h

Artillery Brigade. They had Just
finished their training at a French artill-
ery camp when the armistice was signed
and therefore never had been In battle
wishful though they all were to take a
part In the big show.

I.rt Ui on Arrivals Here.
Vrom statements made by officials of

thel port of embarkation, Hoboken, laot
night very few It any of the big troop-ulil- ps

due to arrive In American waters
nfter January 1 will come Into the port
of Sew York. Transport officers at
Hoboken said that hereafter at any
i ate, during the Immediate future the
larger troopships will dock at Boston
or at Newport News. The reason for
this, said the officers. Is that army and
navy hospitals In the vicinity of this
port are now more than crowded with
wounded, also that he piers at the port
of embarkation for some.days have been
taxed to limit capacity and therefore
can accommodate none of the bigger
troopships for some days at least.

The Leviathan Is due to pull out of
her Hoboken pier within a few days,
probably on New Tear's Eve, for Brest,
thus leaving a considerable stretch of
free space In and around Hoboken. Nev-
ertheless the vacancy left by the Levia-
than will ba of little aid so far as the
Incoming troopships of the larger size
are concerned. Only two small vessels,
carrying little more than half a hundred
troops each, will come Into Hoboken dur-
ing the next few days.

All the troopships which henceforth
come Into the Narrows and upper bay, If
orders sent out yesterday by the Treas
ury Department aro obeyed, will pussy-
foot home, so far as raucous screamlngs
of waterfront whistles and sirens are
concerned. Danger to' port shipping, ow-
ing to the Inability of skippers and
navigating officers to hear signals amid
the usual uproar of welcome, caused
navy officers of the port to suggest to
the Treasury Department that the wel-
coming uproar hereafter be prohibited
while the troopships are coming up the
bny and river.

Text of Order Stopping Notae.
An order from Assistant Secretary of

the Treasury L. S. Rows therefore was
Issued which shuts ofT the homecoming
nr.lse. Even the flreboats no longer will
Iw permitted to race alongside the In-
coming troopships to send plumes of
misty lace Into the air. There is a pun-
ishment, under the espionage act, of a
fine of $10,000 or a two year term In
prison, for violating the order.

The new ruling Is is follows:
"All such craft shall keep at a dis-

tance of at least 300 yards from Incom-
ing transports unless it Is necessary to
approach nearer to permit vessels to
pass In the ordinary course of their
navigation.

"That such craft shall not blow their
slrpivi or whistles within a distance of a
half mile from an Incoming transport,
except to give the usuaV and necessary
navUatlng signals.

'That such craft shall not shoot
streams of water from their hose within
a distance of half a mile from an In-
coming transport unless necessary to
extinguish a fire.

"That no band shall be permitted to
play In the vicinity of such transport
while the same Is approaching Its dock."

TNT DUMPED OFF SOUTH AMBOY

Vast Quantities Owned by Allies
Goes to Waste.

Washington, Dec 27. By order of
the railroad administration, some hun-
dreds of thousands of pounds of high
explosive material Including TNT and
picric acid, the property of the French
and Italian Governments, Is being towed
out to sea from South Amboy, X. J.,
and dumped overboard, thirty-fiv- e miles
from the Scotland Neck lightship.

This plan has been adopted as the
only practical and Immediate method
of getting rid jf 22S carloads of the
material which TT5s been parked outside
of Wilmington, Del., for some time
awaiting transportation. There are
now only a few cars left, but the own-
ing Governments have saved some of the
material In the last few day6 by having
It loaded aboard ships.

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TELLS OF GALLANT

FEAT BY DOUGHBOYS

Comrndo of Wounded Now
York Captain Describes Cap-

ture of Mouso mil.

HELD IT UNDER IRON HAIL

Commander of Co. D, 820th
Infantry, Now in Military

Hospital nerc.

When the ''Light Brigade" went to
glorious death It charged to the wild ac-
companiment of clashing sabres and
thudding hoofs. A freniled drive, a few
moments of war's grandeur, then all was
over and an Immortal page hod been
written In history.

In vivid contrast was the gallant ac-
tion when Company D of the 320th In-
fantry, U. S. A., carried Hill No. on
the bloak morning of October 10 during
the battle Vf the Mouse. While the
doughboys held the hill from 8 A. M. un-
til 4 P. M. some of them may have
thought a bit wistfully that the "Light
Brigade" only 'had "cannon to the right
of them, cannon to the left of them,"
volleying and thundering.

Machine Guns on All Sldrs.
I'laS'lnc on the Infantrymen from all

sides were the tireless German machine
guns. From far away Boche lines there
camo shells containing the explosive that
tears a hole In the ground big enough to
hide a two family house. OverheadJrry was (lying very low, searching for
the alignment of olive drab figures, pros
trated to blend with the brown, frost
killed grass and clods of earth. He was
seeking to ret the perfect range tor
tne groping batteries. While pursuing
this deadly quest the airmen kept up n
running nre, punctuated by aerial torpe
pedocs dropped among the Americans.

night hours the Yankeo line grimly
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held the position, waiting and hoping for
an Infantry attack, eagerly anxious
mey were to repay wiui steei anu ouuei
the gruelling punishment so patiently en-

dured.
Tho attack nover materialized, but the

Germans were kept In check until the
American forces, artillery and men, con-
solidated In the woods behind, making
the hill worthless to either side.

Capt. Harry A. Sablston of 68 Bank
street, commander of the gallant land,
now Is a patient at Daso Hospital No. 1
In this city. Ho has a hole In his left
hand where a sniper's bullet carried
away a couple of knuckles and two
Inches of bone Near tho shoulder of his
other arm ore two deep red scars, tho
trails of machine gun bulletu. Ho Jtlll
coughs a bit from gas. These he consid-
ers mere Incidents "not worth mention-
ing." as he puts It. '

"Oh, yes, we wero there," he said yes-
terday when asked about the battle, "had
quite a tea party, and you should have
seen " Then he entered Into eulogy of
some comrades who h.id passed to eter-
nal glory over tho bloody pathway of tho
hill.

Judgment Saved Lives.
"The Captain doesn't mention hojtr he

consolidated positions, acted as several
omcors In ono and saved many lives by
his excellent Judgment," remarked a
wounded mate who was sitting near by.

"Oh, bosh," answered Sablston, red-
dening slightly, "I simply did my duty,
same as thousands of others. Don't pull
any of that hero stuff. Every man In
the company was a fighter from way
back. There's the whole story. S'long,
I thing I scent a game of dominoes," and
away he went.

"That's abcut as much of the story as
a period," tho other said, "for to tell the
truth. Hill No. was one of the
nerviest stunts of tho war. Just to
prove It, here are a few of tho facts:
On the previous evening the company
lay In the wood. Just back from the
Hrleuelles-Cune- l road, after a hard day's
fighting. About 6 o'clock in the morning
an order came to take the roaU and the
hill and tho barrage was laid. As the
barrage lifted from the road the boys
pushed forward.

"At first It was easy going. The
lloche) who held tho hill were driven out.
Thoso who were left alive lied to their
brothers In the woods and heavy under,
brush that practically surrounded the
position.

"Immediately after the capturo Capt.
Sablston placed his men to command
every approach, molding his formation
to take all advantage of the ground with

tion. In a word, he camouflaged his
troops by blending them Into the land-
scape. And a darn good Joke on the
Boche It was, too.

"All of thla time the grand march was
playing. The enemy threw over every-
thing but the cat. Jerry was on the Job
right away. Ho buzied so low at tiroes
that some one winged a flier with a re-

volver shot, but the Captain put a stop
to that, fearing that It might help the
range prowlers.

The Hardest Thtntr.
."For the first few hours It was Just

hang on and wait, and watting Is the
toughest kind of a game under those
circumstances. When you see a com-
rade, a tcntmate or may lift a, brother
give one of those pitiful moans, writhe
a bit and then turn over and you can't
start right out and get tho Bocho who
did It well it's hell, that's all. You
can see tho white face, the open un-
seeing eyes making their mute appeal
and It simply turns the world Into a
place not fit to live In. It's maddening.

"Then 'Capt. Sablston began to send
back his runners. Volunteers they were,
as brave lads as the army produced.
No. 1 got away for ten yards, then
dropped on his face, the regular pro-
cedure. Ho seemed a likely chap, but a
sniper winged him as he started on.

"Tho eighth man reached his des-
tination. Four were severely wounded;
the rest never were heard from.

"It was about 3:45 that we heard the
Yankee guns, or rather Yankee shells,
covering our position. The Germans
wero so enraged at not being able to
force tho position that they Just hung
around spitting machine gun bullets and
suffered a considerable loss from the ar
tillery as well as from our own fire.

"But do you think that they would
charge us? Oh, no, they knew the taste
of doughboy steel too well, and when
wo were ordered to rejoin the main line
every man In the command was cussing
mad because we didn't get a real chance
to give It to them.

"And as for the Captain, well he's a
good soldier, but there are times when
a man Is ready to fight and wants to
tight and has purred with Joy over
thought of 'good fight, and some one tells
mm It Is nil over but the shoutlhg at
rucIi times that man Is likely to have
a word to say within the Innermost re
ceR.ies of his Innermost heart, and that
word, tako It from me.

Employers and Men Likely to
Accept Decision of Har-

bor Board.

DEMANDS AltE REVIEWED

Boat Owners Bofuso to Namo

Representative to Sit at
City Hall Hearing.

Tho New York Harbor Wage Adjust
ment Board, or what there la left of It,
met yesterday afternoon In executive
session to mako an award In tho dis
pute between marine workers of the
port of New York and tho narbor boat
owners over demands for the eight hour
day and a wage increase. The result of
tho conference probably will be an-
nounced y by Chairman B. M.
Squires, who represents the United
States Department of Labor.

Whatever the award will be there Is
at this date no threat of a tloup of the
port. If the award Includes a slight In-

crease In pay boat owners will not re-

ject It, and it Is possible a working
schedule satisfactory to the employers
will bo adjudged by the harbor board.

Bx rartp Hrnrlnar Held.
An ex parte hearing was held In City

Hall yesterday by the board. With Mr.
Squires sat T. V. O'Connor, representing
tho boat employees; T. L. Delahunty,
acting for tho railroad employees whose
representative resigned ; Georgesjtt. Put-
nam of tho Department of Commerce,
and Keyes Winters of the Shipping
Board. C. 13. Llndsey of the Board of
Ilallroud Wnjjes and Working Condi-
tions, sat In an advlwory capacity.

The boat owners, who were present as
onlookers rather than as participants,
refused to mako an appointment to fill
the place of Frederick A. Bishop, their
representative on the arbitration board.
His reslimatlon was accepted by the

Some Results of
Packard

100 War Work

The " 5000th Liberty Motor!
built by the Packard Company i

was shipped on November 21, a
week after its final assembly in
the Packard chops, and a week
ahead pf the first anniversary of
the completion of the first Lib-
erty Engine ever made from
standard tools.

It wa3 on Thanksgiving Day,
1917, that the first Liberty Motor
to come from an organized pro-
duction line came from the pro-
duction line of the Packard.
Wrapped in an American flag, it
was shipped the same day to the
American aircraft forces.

Between Thanksgiving and the
following March, the process of
the new war engine's develop-
ment was that of the accommo-
dation of tool to design and design
to 'cool, always necessary in the
preparation for quantity produc-
tion of a quality motor. The
work of pioneering this develop-
ment was either given by the
government to the Packard or
assumed by the Packard for the
Government. Consequently, as
late as February 25, Packard had
produced the only Liberty En-
gines in operation, and to date
Packard has built more Liberty
Motors than any other manu-
facturer has made.

The great results of that de-

velopment period arc measurable
by the fact that the improve-
ments effected 'raised the horse-
power of the Liberty Motor from
367, at which the government
had accepted it for production,
to more than 450. Another re-

sult was that large scale produc-
tion rapidly followed final stand-
ardization of tools and design,
so that by the end of the war,
eight months later, Uncle Sam
had more than 15,000 Liberty
Engines.

Lesser was In tho Tramo Court
charged with being responsible for a
collision between two automobiles at
Sixty-thir- d street and Columbus avenue
on Thursday. He admitted it. Then
by a probation officer who had been as
signed to look Into his past, Lessera
record for the last threj years was laid
before Magistrate Cobb as follows:

Inmate of Manhattan Stato Hospital
for the Insane for twenty months from
September, 1116, following two attempts
to shoot himself. Six prior traffic
charges against him, two of them hav
ing been brought for speeding, throe for
driving on the wrong side of tho street,
and one for driving without a license.

Despite his record and his obvious Ir-

responsibility It was shown that four
months after leaving Ward's Island he
possessed a chauffeur's license ami had
another one issued to him for 131.
