A writer with creative Imagination

anlly could mako a living picture of

Christmas with the American soldiers

abroad by reading the cardt they send

over descriptive of Thanksgiving and
merely changing the name of the holi-

days. It would be poBelble to keep

within the bounds of probability and

closer still, and yet tell what the ChrlBt-ma- s

feast In Coblent and outlying billets
consisted of. No doubt It was a dupli-

cate of the Thanksgiving feast except

that for mlnco pie would be substituted
plum pudding.

About one Item of the Chrlstmaa feast
of the boys there neod bo no guess work

for The Sun Tobacco Fund took caro
of that Item. Every soldier had some
Christmas tobacco largely through the
efforts of this fund and by means of
the backlns of ltn generous contributors.
How much tobacco each man received
can't be estimated until the Christmas
cards begin to come back. The smoke
fund sent over an enormous quantity of
tobacco.

short tons, the lightest movement
since 1914.

The volume of flour
handled through tho waterways wns
8,228,844 barrels. Coal shipments nrrre- -
gated 17,91)1,510 tons, of which bitumi-
nous made up 15,770,560 tons. Iron ore
shipments totalled 60,351,296 tons and
copper (078 tons. The shipment of
copper was the lightest since 1913.

Llent. O'Drleu Will Mnke Effort
In April.

Kankakee, III., Dec. 27. Lieut. Pat-
rick O'Brien, American aviator In Brit-
ish service, whose escape from German
captors formed a romantic chapter In
the story of the war, announced y

that he will attempt to be the first to
mako a transatlantic flight in an air-
plane.. He hoped to make the flight In
April.

Capt. I. F. Fuller, an American avi-
ator still on duty In France, and Lieut.
C. C. Robinson, an American who was
one of O'Brlen'a comrades In the British
flying corpp. will be associated with him
In the venture.

PENN. R. R. TO REINSTATE ALL.

"1,712 Employees Who Entitled In
War to Get Positions.

Philadelphia, Dec. 27. Arranse- -
Ynents have been made whereby all em
ployees or the Pennsylvania Railroad
who were furloughcd for military ser-
vice will get their former pqsitlons, or
positions equally good when they return
to duty after having been honorably dis
charged.

Employees of the company furloughed
for military service up to November 1
numbered 24,712.

COPPER COMPANIES SUE.

Would neeovrr S.'1.'I4,000 Paid In
Federal Income Taxes.

Boston, Dec. 27. Suits were begun In
the Federal Court here y by fifteen
copper mining companies to recover a
total of J334.0OO, which, it Is claimed,
the Government Illegally assessed as In-
come taxes between the years 1913 and
1915.

Charles A. Snow represents all of
the plaintiffs and papers have been
ferved on Internal Revenue Collector
Malley. The suits are the results of
differences between the Government and
officers of the corporations as to what
is capital and what Is Income as ap.
plied to copper mines. Mr. Snow de-
clared y that the cases would be
taken to the United States Supreme
Court for a final determination of the
question. It is understood that the prin-
ciple Involved will afreet far larger sums
which the Government collected for last
year and tho year before.

The biggest suit Is for J125.000, filed
on behalf of the Calumet and Hecla
Mining Company of this city. Others
Include the Champion Copper Company,
Allouez Mining Company, St. Mary's Min-
eral Land Company, Copper Range Com-
pany, Assignee Baltic Mining Company,
Ahmeek Mining Company, Copper Range
Copper Company, Mining
company, ana usceoia Consolidated. The
cases will come up In tho March term
of the Federal ourt.

CAPT. SATTERLEE

INFLUENZA VICTIM

Member of Distinguished Fam-

ily Dies of Epidemic in
France.

HAMMOND HURT AGAIN

Nephew of Mining Expert De-

ceives Second Injury in
Last Fighting.

In the death of Capt. Edward Lansing
Satterlee, a distinguished New York and
Washington family loses a member.
Capt. Satterlee, son of tho late Edward
Roscoe Satterlee and n nephew of Her-
bert L. .Satterlee, was taken 111 with In-

fluenza In France In November. Typhoid
fever developed and ho succumbed De-
cember 4.

Capt. Satterlee was 40 years old. He
was graduated from Columbia Univer-
sity In 1900. He attended Plattsburg
In 1917 and received his commission ae
Lieutenant In November that year, lie
sailed for Francelast January. In April
Capt. Satterlee, together with severnl
other Columbia alumni, made a personal
sacrifice to get Into Immediate service.
Ho had obtained a Captain's" commission,
and thl3 he gave up for a Lieutenant's
In order to Join an Arras construction
squad. Capt. Satterlee was in the Signal
Corps and a liaison officer when stricken
with his fatal Illness.

Capt Satterlee was a descendent of
Lieut-C- ol. Benedict Satterlee of Colonial
fame, killed In the Wyoming massacre.
The late Rev. Henry Yates Satterlee, first
Bishop of Washington, was his grand-uncl- e.

Wounded Second Time.
Lieut. William H. Hammond, nephew of

John Hays Hammond, has been reported
wounded for a second time. He sustained
injuries .while at the head of his machine
gun detachment during an action shortly
before the signing of tho armistice. He
Is 35, and his home Is at Vlsalln, Cal.
He Is married and has one child.

Lieut. Thomas F. McGuire, 237A De-
catur street, Brooklyn, has been reported
killed December 21, flying In France. A
cablegram wns received the day after
Chrlstmaa by Mrs. Margaret McGuire,
the Lieutenant's mother, telling of his
death. Lieut. McGuire enlisted In Sep-
tember, 1917, with the Royal Air Force
at Toronto, Canada, having been denied
admittance Into any branches of the
United States servlco because of his ex-

treme youth. He was employed in the
foreign department of the Mechanics and
Metals National Bank, Manhattan.

Capt. William C. Stettinlus, a son of
Edward R. Stettinlus, Second Assistant
Secretary of War, and former member
of J. P. Morgan & Co., again reported
wounded In action. Is home from France
on leave. Reported wounded twice pre-
viously, Capt. Stettinlus denies the truth
of this latest report. He was gassed In
September. He recovered and rejoined
his unit. Early this month his name ap-
peared among those slightly wounded In
the Argonne fighting late In October.

W'ni In Army nt 14.
Capt Peter Tlmmons, 31 Apollo street,

Brooklyn, Is In St. Mary's Hospital,
Hoboken, convalescing from the effects
of wounds received In action. He was
carrying wounded comrades to safety
when a shrapnel shell put him out of
the fighting. Capt. Tlmmons Is n vet-
eran of the Spanish-America- n war, serv-
ing In Cuba when he was only 14 years
old. Capt. Tlmmons received his dis-
charge from the army after the mobili-
zation on the Mexican border In 1916.

The death of Lieut. David Ker Sep-
tember 12 has been confirmed. Lieut
Harry Aldrlch of the American Avia-
tion Service, now convalescing In a base
hospital at Rahway, N. J , told Mrs. Ker
lnt ntirht hour her snn'a maj'htn. nt
u.'htMi Alrlrldi tint tVit lillnf unu
shot down In flames from a height of
1,000 feet by four Boche planes. Ker
wa-- j 25, a son of the late J. Hronson Ker
of this city. He was a student at Co-

lumbia, class of 1917, enlisting before
his graduation.

Itosea Second Grandson.
Mrs. Candace Wheeler, author, artist

and clubwoman of Hollls, L. I., who at
90 recently published the volume "Yes-
terdays In a Busy Life," has lost an-
other grandson In the war. News has
arrived of the death In France after a
brief Illness of Ellsha Boudlnot Keith.
26, son of Major Boudlnot Keith, now In
'France, nnd Mrs. Dora Wheeler Keith,
an artist. Another grandson of Mrs.
Wheeler, Private Thomas M. Wheeler,
was killed In action.

'Lfcut. Tobias S. Freund, 35 Dongan
street, Elmhurst, Queens, severely
wounded, vis shell shocked In the St.
Mlhlel drive In September. He has re-
covered and Is now In command of a
German prisoners' detention camp.

Lieut. Iponard P. Orant, Twenty-sixt- h

Infantry, reported missing In ac-
tion, has written to his father saying
that ho is recovering In a French hospi-
tal. He says that In the Argonne drive
October 4 he was struck by a shell,
knocked unconscious nnd rolled Into a
brook. Revived by the water, he
climbed to tho bank and was able to
drag himself back to the Colonel and
deliver a message for reenforcements.
Lieut. Grant Is 29, and his home Is 724
East Fifth street, Brooklyn.
