Worklnar Drawing; Completed.
Mr. Hastings has now completed aworking drawing rrom which thepresent arch will bo constructed, and

which in the dovelopment of detail and
the general plan la considerably different
from the first plan published.

"I think It Is much better and that I
have 'Unproved It." said Mr. Ilastlnr-"-At

least I havo been sitting up nights
with It."

It provides for many opportunities of
fine sculpturing and the best sculptors
of the city, and Indeed, trie country, are
working on the panels and circular ban
reliefs that will commemorate the vari-
ous aspects of the world struggle, and
the part the different nations, and even
the different branches of the American
service, played In It, Mr. Jlasllngs hopes
the arch may be completed In about two
months.

Incidentally, he looks upon tho arch as
an opportunity to tudy the effect on
New York's greatest avenue, of having
something to walk toward beside "the
open sky," as he phrases It He believes
It will prove an Interesting experiment
In determining how artists may In the
future plan decorative effects In New
York, a city of the gridiron tj-p- neither
tho result of gradual development nor of
deliberate artlutlc planning.

In providing for the nvh and the sur-
rounding plan there will be slight changes
made In the westerly side of Madison
Square. The Altar of Liberty, also the
production of Mr. Hastings, will be
moved to the south, near tho corner of
Twenty-thir- d street and Broadway, so
that In the final temporary arrangement
It will complete the BCheme of decora
tlon at this point. About thirty rot of
the park will be moved so that n road-
way may curve about the eastern base
of the arch. This will not necessitate
the cutting down of a single tree, and If
It Is fo decided the park may bo re-
stored to Its former condition vlth little
expense.

Higher Than Ilrnolttyn IlrldKr.
The arch Itself will bo a colosil a'.ru

turc, about 110 feet high, or six feet
higher than the middle span of the
Brooklyn Uridge above the water, and
more than twice as big as the Waahlner
ton Arch. Despite Its commanding pres
ence. Mr. Hastings does not believe that
It will overwhelm the Worth monument.
but that the Worth monument will fit
naturally In tho nrtlstlc whole. As to
the site Itself, Mr. Hastings says:

"This seems to be the only place on
Fifth avenue where an arch bridging
the avenue is possible, because here Is
the only place where there would be
room for the abutments of such an arch
without encroaching upon private prop-
erty. Hero also It forms tho entrance
way to what we believe architecturally
Is tho finest avenue In New York. In a
measure tho very artery of the centre of
tho city : also tho place where the great-
est number of peoplo, rich and poor
aUk", will see this temporary arch.

It has also been generally conceded
that the temporary memorial should be
an archway large In scale and so placed
Oi. t It could be seen by tho greatot
number of peoplo and at a great dls-ta.i-

"We nro nil, sculptors and architects

The response to
the appeal of the Koulpture vSoclety has
been splendid, and it Is only resrettable
that wo have not work enough for ho
large a number as have offered to con-

tribute. It will bo Interesting, however,
for the public to know In a general way
who aro the sculptors contributing and
what subjects have, been selected.

Brothers, is doing tho quadriga
on top of the arch, llaphael Menconl
Is modelling the general archil ntural
features. This will bo a chariot with
six horses forming a great group, with
the crowning figure holdlrw a great flag
to Illustrate tho triumph of democracy
This group will be coloesal In scale.

"On one side, supported by tlm main
columns, Herbert Adams will do two
large figures about 12 feet high ; on
tho other side Daniel C. Ktonch will do
the corresponding-- two figures; these
four figures will represent Peace and
Justice. Power and Wisdom.

"The spandrels of the two main
arches will havo large allegorical fig-

ures modelled by Andrew O'Connor and
Isidore Kontl. The minor spandrels on
tho Bido arches, also containing alle-

gorical figures, will bo modelled by C
A. Heber, F. M. L. Tonettl, Ulysses
Itircl, and Philip Martlny.

DR. RAYMOND, NOTED
MINE EXPERT, DIES

Civil War Veteran, Editor and
Engineer Was 78.

Dr Rosslter Worthlngton Raymond,
widely known as an authority on min-
ing, died at Ms home nt 123 Henry
street, Brooklyn, last night, after a brief
Illness. He read a poem In Plymouth
Church on Christmas day and hla death
was sudden.

Dr. Raymond was bom In Cincinnati,
Ohio, In 1S40, tho eldest son of Robert
R, Raymond, who was the first professor
of Kngllsh literature at the Polytechnic
Institute, Brooklyn. He was a member
of the first graduating class there and
afterward studied chemistry and engi-
neering nt Heidelberg, Munich, and
Freiburg. Germany, returning to the
Cnlted States In 1S61. Ho Immediately
entered tho Cn'.on army, serving with
distinction to the end of tho war.

On returning to civil life. Dr. Ray-
mond commenced his professional ca-
reer as n mining engineer. In 1S66 he
became the editor of the Americon JVtur-rw-il

of Mining, afterward transformed
Into the i,"plncrii7 and Mining Jour-
nal. He was a contributor up to the
time of his death. In 1S68 Dr. Ray-
mond was appointed United States
Commissioner of Mining for the states
and territories west of the Rocky
Mountains. For many years ho was
consulting engineer for Cooper and
Hewitt, extenslvo mine owners In New
Jersey and Pennsylvania.

Dr. Raymond was at one time a
member of tho faculty of Lafayette Col-
lege and was one of tho foundors In
1871 of the American Institute of Min-
ing Engineers. He served as president
for three years and vice president for
a similar term, in 1873 ho was Com-
missioner tho United Ptatcs at the
Vienna Exposition. He was a member
of the. bar and an authority on mining
law, appearing as an expert In many
Imiortnut cakes.

Dr. Rajmond was a member of the
Klnctrlc .Subway Commission In Brook-
lyn and the author of a novel "Brave
Heart and of Feveral volumes of short
rtorles. He was an Intimate friend of
the Rev Henry Ward needier and had
long taug'-- t an adult Bible clas-- i at Ply-
mouth CI cn.

who survives, together with a daughter
and two granddaughters. He wa a
member o' the Hamilton Club, Brooklyn,
and the Century and lhiglneers clubs' of
.Manhattan, the Military Order of the
Loyal Legion and many engineering nnd
scientific societies.

There were children from the Ghetto,
Little Italy. Wall Street's Back Yard;
from Water etreet, from everywhere, It
seemed: for there were more than fifty
recognlxablo nationalities but Ameri
cans all Judging from tho lusty manner
In which they eany; "The Star Spangled
Banner."

Santa Claus led them. And with the
rest Santa Claus uncovered as the
solemn strains fell upon the hall of the
exchange. He was a regular Santa
Claus too. Besides his conventional
dress he looked like Santa Claus
Kvery ono knows that Santa Claus la
fat. George W. Blanchard had assisted
Nature where she had neglected him.
filling, so to speak, all specifications and
expectations of any child's Imagination.

When Santa appeared the clowns
were forgotten. A stir at the upper end
of the hall, a gleeful treblo shouting the
magical name and the whole place took
It up Instantly. And St Nick wgc equal
to tho situation. He danced In his
newly acquired rotundity, swaying him
in the fantastic steps. Children who
could not restrain themselves ran from
their banked seats and curled moist ex
cited little fingers around the chubby
ones of Santa Claus.
