In all cases so far as
thy reron) shows all discharged men are
given their travel allowances, which,
with reduction In railroad fares obtained
by tho War Department, Insure a com-
fortable Journey to their homes, while In
most caseH discharged men receive every
tent which they claim Is due them."

Should certain
prominent persons I able to fill the
numerous olllces nscrlbod to them
they would be very busy men Indeed.

Winston Churchill, for example, al-

ready has been appointed hy the
prophets as War Minister, Home Sec-
retary and First Lord of the Ad-
miralty. Monnwhlle, the only man
who knows, Premier Lloyd George, 1b

enjoying a brief rest hidden away In
the north of Wales, where the olllcc-seeke- rs

and wire pullers cannot reach
him.

It may be tnken for granted, says the
Dally Express, that the British prin
cipals at the peaco conference will be
Premier Lloyd George, Bonar Law and
Foreign Secretary Balfour. Other mem-
bers of tho War Cabinet will be In at-
tendance. Including Premier Hughes of
Australia, who has been giving particu-
lar attention to the question of Indemni
ties and the future of the German colo
nies.

We arc in a wretched situa-
tion; that is unquestionable. The
proud .Prussian spirit that domi-
nated r at least prcatly in-

fluenced by its glorious might
every nation on the earth has
been humbled and shamed.
Nevertheless, although our pres-
ent position is not such as to per-
mit us to exercise our initiative
as we would, we can do a jrreat
deal, if we are smart enough, to
prevent many things being done
when the peace conference
meets.

This "cannot be made up by milk and
butter from German cattle because of
the fodder shortage, o If the Germans
are to get fats It will have to be In the
form of American pork. The whole ques-
tion, however, of what to do about feed-
ing Germany Is one that the commission
doe not care to discuss in detail at this
time.

HOOVER OUTLINES
EUROPE FOOD POLICY

Liberated Countries to Be Re-
lieved First.

Paris. Jan. 3. Herbert C. Hoover.
Cnlted States Food Administrator, to-

day gave out the following statement on
tho food situation In Europe :

'The determination of conditions and
measures necessary to relieve the liber-
ated territories must be our first con-
cern. These territories comprise Bel-
gium, northern France, Trentlno, Serbia,
Montenegro, Rumania, Czecho-Slovakl-

Jugo-Slavl- a Poland and Finland, the
B.iltic States of llussla. Armenia and
Syria, comprising altogether populations
aggregating probably lCS.OOO.OOO.

"Cnder enemy occupation anil devasta-
tion, their nat!o production has greatly
diminished and the Mod's of food that
tnry had managed tn retain from last
harvest will soon be exhausted, more
particularly In case of town population..

"We have despatjChe.1 to date approxi-
mately l.in.oon tons of food to various
ports in Kurope. In addition, tho steady
stream of iJn.flnn tons per month Is be-
ing maintained into Belgium and north-
ern France.

"In numerous pUces we have had to
make provision for distribution with mo-
tor trucks, as in Belgium and northern
France."

GERMANY LACKING IN FATS.

registered his views In tho Senate y

In answer to the speech delivered In part
yesterday ana concluded y by Sena-
tor Lewis (111.), The new critic of the
course of President Wllron In fighting
for Inclusion In tn peace treaty of a pro-
vision for a league of nations was Sen-
ator Thomas (Col.), a member of the
Foreign Relations Committee.

Senator Thomss took tho ground that
no league of nations at the present Junc-
ture ehould Include either an unrepen-
tant Germany of a Bolshevist Russia.
For the present, at least. It must be a
growth of tho present alliances of the
Powers large and small which brought
Germany to her knees. "1 do not say
that the difficulties are Insuperable," said
Senator Thomas, ''but I feel sure that
only time and experience can nirmounr
them."

The Immediate Task.
Senator Thomas Insisted that tho "Im-

mediate and compelling work" of the
Entente and tho United States Is the
"dictation of peaco to Germany and the
organization of the nations now spring-
ing from tho ashes of Austria and Tur-
key."

Admitting that a. league of nations
might be tho eventual outgrowth of the
peace conference. Senator Thomas nalrt :

"Because an alliance actually exists
there is ground work for Its growtli into
a league. It can only find Its rudiments
In conventions. The difficulties to be
considered and reconciled are many. The
Senators from Massachusetts. Missouri
and Pennsylvania have emphasized fome
of them. Others are as readily fores-era-

"1 need only mention the financial bur-
den and Its method of distribution, its
inclusion of the vanquished natlorn, of
Bolshevist Russia and the Vatican. For
every advocate of the plan assumes the
necessity of comprehending all nations
within Its confines. We cannot Include
Germany until her repenlanco and refor-
mation have transformed her. We can-
not Include Russia until the hideous
nightmare of her P.olhevlet delirium
shall have passed away. And Italy con-
fronts the Vatican."

Xentrnl .Nations JVot Concerned.
Senator Thomas held that In making

peace the Interest of even the neutral
Powers did not ehare equally with that
of the late cobelllgerents. He said:
"With this task the neutral nstlons nre
not directly concerned. It Is exclusively
that of our Allies and of ourselves.
Germany has hut the semblance of a
Government with which the Allies can
deal.

"Tho nation is In flux and may at any
time turn tn quicksilver in their grasp.
Peace conditions cannot be Imposed on a
peoplo without a Government to accept
and nley ihetn. Te are now safe,
guarding the Rhlneland border; wo may
soon lie compelled to police Berlin and
th.i confines of Poland.

, "Indemnities aro of no avail If there
be no authority to collect and deliver
them, Tbe winning of a war Is fruitless
If the enemy melts away under the dis-
solving agencies of disaster Let us
therefore deal with Germany as sum-
marily as Justice will permit. We arc
not yet at peace. Tho world is still In
revolt and the burden of the war has
not been taken from Its shoulders. The
war cannot end until Germany knows
what her sentence is to be. Wo must
have peaco before we can enforce It
Tho treaty must precede everything else,
the league included."

That Germany, tho defeated. Ma--d- s

by no means alone among nations suf-
fering from convulsions Incident tn relief
from suppression of autocratic govern-
ment to also pointed out by Senator
Thomas. The reaction wabon, and the Im-

mediate processes nnd many results be
held to be painful in the extreme. He
warned: "Thn advocate of the torch and
tho bomb ns the drastic but essential
remedies for every social disorder Is
plying his trade as though It had not
been interrupted.

"The golden rale Mill yields to thfi
rule of gold nnd men applaud the an.
nouncement of doctrines whose precepts
thoush beautiful civc no proinife of
material return. Some of tho peoples
Juet freed from Teutonic nppre.solnn are
signalizing their deliverance by the
slaughter of aliens within their midst.
Class appeals to violence In seme of the
allied countries mingle their voices In
tho general acclaim of victory.

"In free America the I. W. W. preach
and practise the gospel of destruction,
anarchy disseminates It poison nmong
tho discontented ; wealth has not fully
learned ltn lesson from the experiences
of the recent past ; strlkebreakein are
dynamited and negroes lynched as they
were In our era of pea. 0 and prosperity.
The foremost advocates of a league for
peace t laiiuir for armies far outnumber-
ing tho establishments of the old order
that has pasod and for navies that eliall
overspread the seven sea.

1'mrs Avoidance of IlHimers.
"These conditions cannot endure for-

ever They are riot within the purview
of leagues of peace. What shsJl It protlt
the nation"" If In securing ieace between
themselves they shall be torn to pieces
by their own embittered populations?
These aro the dangers Just ahead Ixt
us pot overlook them by looking to tho
skyllno beyond them. Let us see to It
that they ore avoided."

Senator Iewls's conclusion of his
speech of yesterday contained the asser-
tion that the Republican leaders who had
talked on tho subject of peace could 1m
of little nvall to tho President In working
out hla programme or attaining concret
results.

"Mr. Iodgo opposes a league of na-
tions to enforce peace by peaceable meth-
ods, and he opKses a l.rge navy to en-
force peace by force," said Senator
Lwis. "Is It his Intention to make us a
dependency of Great Britain? Ho would
apparently have only England and tho
United States In the league.

"What advice shall the President get
from the Senato? Will ho follow Borah.
Knox, Ixidge, Townsend and Johnson?
Is It Impossible for him to map out any
concrete plan fiom tho various sugges-
tions given?"

Senator Lewis predicted that when
the President came back to tho United
States and related to thn American peo-pl- o

tho Inspiring story of his triumphal
progress through the capitals of Europe
they would be with him and for every-
thing that he had done.
