BIG ‘DRY’ VICTORY
IN OHIO DECISION

Federal Judge Hollister Denies
Injunection to Prevent Vote
on Amendment.

CINCINNATI, Jan. . —Prohibition forces
guined a signal victory In the United
States pistriet Court hers to-day when
Judge Hollister handed down an opinlon
dismissing a suit to enjoin Gov, James
M. Cox from presenting to the coming
meeting of the Ohlo Legislature the pro-
posed national prohibition amendment.

Judge Hollister, In a lengthy opinlon
not only dismissed the (njunction wsult
but stated that it was his opinion that
tha ehisf point Tads by the pinintifr,
Albart G. Erkenbrecker, a real astate
man, that the proposed amendment
should haves recaived the approval of
two-thirds of the total membership of
both Houses of Congresa Instead of two-
thirds of the members wotlng, was not
good logle.

Two-thirds of Quoram Enough.

In this respect, the court sald:

"Hinoe the ‘body’ Is the House' and a
majority of a quorum transaots the busi-
ness of the House, in passing & bill, so
two-thirds or l quorm pulu a resolu-
tion prog x in L So it
seemsa to this court.

“If the framers of the Constitution
had Intendad by use of the word ‘House'
& differsnt meaning from Ite universal
meaning, whan applied to ths ordinary
business of enacting lawa It would seam
that they would not have lsft such an
important matter to conjestura and In-
ference and would have sald ‘two-thirds
of the membership of the House' rather
than two-thirds of the Housa.'

No Reason for Injumnection.

In his opinion, ruling strictly on the
injunction suit, Judge JHollister sald he
could ses no reason why L.ls matter
ecould not have been decldce | after ratl-
fication of the proposed aniendment as
well as befors ratification, He saw no
reason why an injunction against Gov.
Cox should he grantad, inasmuch as ths
plaintif would not be Injared by the
act of the Governor in submitting the
amendment

Gov, Cox was made tha defendant In
the case because it was he who would
have to submit the amendment to the
Ohio General Assembly. If the conten-
tion of the suit had been upheld finally
it would have proved a stumbling block
to national prohibitlen. Counsel for
Erkenbrecker announced that the case
would be taken to a higher court

U. 8. Achievements on Field
and in Indnstrial Lines
Recited in Buffalo.

Busravo, Jan. 4. —8trong advocacy of
& leagus of nations, such as Appears to
te In the President's mind, was made
here to-night when Secretary Baker
epoke before the Chamber of Commerce,
Becrotary Baker =0 d he had no Intention
of mpeaking for Presldent Wllson, be-
cause the President had spoken for him-
pelf. He did back the President's |deas
abaolutely, And then he proceeded to
advance arguments, ene of the maln
contentions belng that Washington's
Farewsll Addrasa contains no admeni-
tions againat a world pact such as is
denired.

The early part of the Secratary's
rather long speech was devoted to a re-
view ©f America's preparation for war
and participation In war. He spoks of
the national unity that had been de-
veloped, of how the trues spirit of the
country had been aroused and fused In
tramendous purpose, He mentioned the
magnitude of the industrial problems
that had to bs solved, and In this con-
nection said:

**Thers in much talk of the Unitsd
Btatss having had to rely upon Great
Britain and France to supply [ta armies
with heavy artlllery; neverthalese,
Ameriean induatry did, in fact, supply to
Great Britain and France practically
an squivalent to that made available to
us from them. Americn industry was
able to meet the demands mads upon It
and on the day the armistice was signed
6ur army abroad was thoroughly
equipped with American made rifies and
machine guns, some heavy artillery had
been shipped, and the stream of supplies
In all types of artillery, ammunition and
equipment wan beginning at suoh a rate
&s would have supplied our own vast
forees entirely within a very few
months,

“Somea idea of the vastness of these
| undertukiings can be got from the
fact that from the begluning of the
war the Congrese appropristed for tha
War Ilrmr'mpnl the ®reat sum of
twenty-four billlon dolinrs. Of this ap-
groximately half was elther spent or
committed. You business men will
reniise hiow stiong the country is which
can appropriate such a mum and in the
space of twenty months perfect the
industrial organization neceasary to
start a steady stream of production
which, with rising volume, was at the
point of becoming adequate to completely
equip and malntaln an army of 6,000,000
men."

The Soeretary reviewed the military
operations briefly.

"I am not assesaing the strength of
Great Britain or France or Iltaly. No
one ls more awiara than I of the stout-
hearted valor of their sokliers and no
ona admires more than [ the sacrifices
